The monthly premium old-

Some addresses of presi-
dents have been more or less
forgotten by historians. On
the other hand, some of the
most casual references have
shaped history. The Califor-
nia gold rush of 1849 was set
up in December of 1849 by a
remark of President James
Polk who noted that “an
abundance of gold” had in-
deed been discoverel.

Not often does any last-
ing pronouncement of foreign
policy endure beyond one or
two adminisirations. Yet one
State of the Union Address
was the sole source of lay-
ing down a major tenet of
foreign policy, In 1823 when
the Holy Alliance in Europe
aligned against Britain took
up Spain’s call to reclaim its
lost colonies in Latin Ameri-
ca, President Monroe said in
his State of the Union Ad-
dress, “We cannot view any
interposition for the purpose
of oppnsing them (the South
American States) or control-
ling in any manner their
destinies by European power
in any other light than in
the manifestation of an un-
friendly digposition toward
U. 8.” Thus, the Monroe Doc-
trine.

“called to the Office of Chief
Executive without any pre-
vious political training” and,
that his “failures had been
of judgment, not of intent.”

By contrast, Andrew Jack-
son spoke so bluntly to the
Congress that, as historian
S. H. Fersh put it, “Congress
got more than information—
it was given a piece of Jack-
son’s mind.”
