Three negroes, a doctor
and two undertakers at Mon-
roe, La., shipped the ‘corpse”.
The two undertakers filled the
coffin with booze and the
negro doctor furnished the
death certifi-ate.

It developed in the course
of the probe made by the De-
partment of Justice that in
November, the “body” of
“Victor Hugo,” who died of
influenza in Monroe, La., had
been shipped to Waco and
had gotten by without being
molested. “Victor Hugo” was
nothing more or less than
numerous quarts of whiskey.

All parties implicated, both
at Monroe and at Waco, are
under arrest.

Barnes and
Governor Smith gave the
amendment a cautious ap-
proving nudge.

Barnes said he viewed pros-
pects for approval of liquor
by the drink as improving
and added he feels “people
ought to have an opportunity
L0 decide the issue” by popu-
lar vote.

Smith made an
identical observation
noted the proposal advanced
by Christie and Davis gives
voters “several checks” thru
local option elections.

Constitutional amendments
must receive a two-thirds
vote of both houses of the
Legislature before they can
be submitted for anproval or
rejection of a majority of
qualified voters.

The Christie - Davis propo-
sition would delete the old
constitutional ban on “open
saloons.” It would empower
the Legislature to “regulate
the manufacture, sale, pos-
session and transportation of
intoxicating liquors, includ-
ing the power to establish a
state monoply on sale of dis-
tilled liquors.”

A separate bill spelling out
the recommended regulations
to take effect on passage of
the constitutional amend-
ment will be introduced la-
ter, If the amendment fails
to get two-thirds support,
the sponsors wiil try to pass
the bill anyway and Trisk a
law suit challenging consti-
tationality.

During the intermission at |
a movie, a man stepped over
to an ash tray to snuff out a

cigarette. But as sparks
touched the tray, an inflam-
mable liquid — pla~ed there
by an anonymous prankster
—flared up and scorched the
man’s hand.

Was the theater manage-
ment legally liable for his in-
jury? No, ruled a court. For
a theater does not guaran-
tee protection against every
possible hazard. The judge
said the management could
not fairly be expected to
guard against an invisible,
unforseeable danger like this
one.

Nevertheless, simply by sell
ing you a tickef, the man-
agement does take on a sub-
stantial degree of responsi-
bility for your well-being.
For instance, it must main-
tain the premises so as to
keep the likelihood of an ac-

Customer Decides
On Ergs By Type
Of Carton

An egg carton’s artistry
can influence the customer’s
decision of whether or not to
buy the eggs.

Colors, pictures of hens and
farm yards and psychedelic
designs appear on today’s
egg cartons. What type do
homemakers prefer?

Dr. David Mellor, Exten-
sion poultry marketing spe-
cialist, Dr. Fred Gardner and
Lionel Lane, of the poultry
science department, conduct-
ed surveys to find the likes
and dislikes of consumers to-
ward egg packaging.

They found that 43 per
cent of those questioned pre-
ferred a plastic foam type
carton. Other choices includ-
ed the standard molded pulp,
naperboard cartons, a new
through carton and a
sleeve type carton. Home-

ton because it was new, dif-
ferent, eye appealing, strong,
easy to open, easy to re-
move eggs from and for over-
all cleanliness and freshness.

A majority of the consum-
ers said they opened their
egg cartons in the store be-
fore buying to check the num-
ber, soundness of shell and
uniformity of eggs.

Consumers also were asked
their preference on carton
decorations. The winning
carton showed a Kkitchen
scene of eggs in a basket and
copper tea kettle on a table.
A colorful modern new de-
sign followed closely.

Many consumers indicat-
ed carton decorations did nnt]
imake any difference and
| therefore they chose a plain
carton with the mod designl
egg on it. Cartons with hens.
in cages or pictures of eggs
ready to be served were not
among the preferred cartons.

A statewide committee to
represent rural . mdowners
and others who enjoy uVmg
in the country was announc-
ed in Austin Wednesday. The
group, krown as “The Little
Red S-hool House Commit-
tee” is composed of a cross-
section of farmers, ranchers,
and rural landowners from
throughout the state and will
be in force during the ex-
pected struggle over school
district consolidation in the

lcurrent session of the Texas

Legislature. Charles Schrein-
er IIT, a prominent rancher
from Mountain Home, is the
chairman of the committee.

“We believe the forced con-
solidation of small school dis-
tricts, as proposed in the re-
port of the Governor’s Com-
mittee on Public School Edu-
cation, will go a long way to-

lward destroying rural life as

it is now enjoyed in Texas,”
Schreiner declared in a news
recently. Sch-
remer pointed out that the
Gove1 nor’s Committee recom-
mends the forced consolida-
[tion of Texas’ 1,218 school

'districts into a total of 353.,

community centers,

formed to awaken rural land-
owners and residents of small
communities to the unseen
dangers of forced consolida-
tion and to acquaint legisla-
tors in Austin with the feel-
ings of the rural people of
Texas.
