Propeller spinners spin on 
a fixed shaft and because 
most designs Sfre perfectly 
balanced to spin smoothly, 
they give off little or no vi­
bration.

Why Nol Jig to the Limit?

Our rj.vlicat slipped silently among sailboats and cabin cruis­
ers lying peacefully at anchor. A burnt-orange sun made its last 
appearance as we tied up to a buoy. It dropped from a shred 
of cumulus to the treetops in only a few nunutes, giving my

partner and I just enough time 
to clip on the new "Lucky" 
Lujons we had been waiting to 
turn loose on the walleyes that 
made this bay productive.

Billy Cullerton was with me 
on this evening several years 
ago. Bill, a long-time compan­
ion on Louis Johnson Co.’s 
staff of fishing experts, had 
with him the first models of the 
Lilian, a jigging-type lure.

It had rained heavily, all 
day. Now, at sundown we were 
tossing our Lujons among 
boats at rest over a weedy 
anchorage that even some local 
anglers didn’t know was the 
best spot on the lake.

Billy was first to hang a 
walleye, just moments before 
another gobbled my lure at 
boatside. We strung another 
nice pair of walleyes and a 
smallmouth before comparing 
notes.

The Lujan, a slim forged- 
brass lure with treble hooks in 
its heavy end, was just made 
for jigging. We were casting 
the nickel silver model into 10 
to 20 ft. of water. Our rapid 
retrieves were accom panied

with whipping action of the 
rod tips.

Both Bill and I were amazed 
at the speed with which the 
lure hit bottom. (Needless to 
say, it cast like a bullet in typi­
cal Johnson fashion.) And the 
fish hit almost immediately 
(though this isn’t always true).

Satisfied that "Lucky" Lujan 
performed well in a cast-and- 
retrieve situation, and with 
dusk deep about us, we dnm- 
ped our lures over the side. 
When they hit bottom, we re­
trieved 6 in. and flicked the 
rod tins.

For five minutes, it seemed 
the fish had deserted us. But 
that’s how long it took those 
v/alleyes to spot the fiction!

Until we had each taken our 
limit, Billy and I did nothing 
but hook and net walleyes, re­
leasing several that we’d look 
for the following year.

In the years since. Bill Cul­
lerton  and I have fou n d  
"Lucky”  Lujan a lure to trust 
in all parts of the world. Why 
not jig tc the limit yourself?

Prevention of accidents Is 
a function of the Health De­
partment through the Divi­
sion of Civil Defense and 
’Traffic Sefety.

With summer vacations just 
ahead, now Is the time to 
start thinking ^^bout safety 
and working toward good seat 
belt habits. Q

Traffic clamled 3,481 per­
sons In Texas last year and 
the injury total was placed 
at 216,972.

Nationally, 53,100 persons 
¡were reported killed In traf- 
jflc accidents in 1967, last full 
reporting year. Of these vic- 

itlms, 35,300 were drivers or 
passengers In automobiles. If 

¡all these persons had been 
: using safety belts, the Natio- 
¡nal Safety Council estimates 
¡that at least 8,000 to 10,000 
I of them would still be alive.
I Some people feel they don’t 
need safety belts for low 
speed, “neighborhood” driv­
ing. But studies show that 
nearly half of all fatal acci- 

! dents occur at impact speeds 
I  of 40 miles per hour or less 
and that three - fourths of 
all traffic accidents happen 
within 25 miles of home.

The main advantage to 
wearing a safety belt is that 
It can help prevent the “sec­
ond collision” when car oc­
cupants are thrown around 
Inside the vehicle during an 
accident.

After the car stops sudden­
ly, people without safety belts

the interior. The driver moves 
forward In a seated position. 
His legs which are sometimes 
trapped under him may be 
turned, twisted and fractur­
ed. His abdomen and chest 
may strike the steering wheel 
and column. His head may 
hit the windshield or his 
face strike the steering 
wheel.

The right front seat passen­
ger, who doesn’t have the 
steering wheel before him, 
crashes Into the windshield 
and Instrument panel during 
a coUlsiot.. Safety belts can 
minimize such collisions in­
side the car.

In a crash, safety belts can 
also keep you In your car, 
thus increasing your chance 
of survival by five times.

Along with the use o .̂^safe- 
ty belts, the State Department 
advises the use of safe driv­
ing habits. Don’t drive while 
drinking or while sleepy or 
tired. Obey all traffic laws 
and don’t speed to reach your 
destination sooner. Be es­
pecially alert and slow down 
at night or in bad weather.

They may work on regula­
tory projects and- help man­
age all game In particular 
areas. They may run census 
lines to determine density of 
game species, make recom­
mendations as to setting of 
seasons and bag limits, and 
advise landowners on how 
to manage game.

Biologists on wildlife re­
search projects may study 
one species or related spe­
cies of game, such as deer, 
turkey, quail, prairie chick­
ens, or waterfowl.

Game 
census lines must be cleared, 
miles walked, dead animals 
dissected, and marches cross­
ed — In all kinds of weather.

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE 
LEGISLATURE OF THE 
STATE OF TEXAS:
Section 1. That Section 2, 

Article VIII, Constitution of 
the State of Texas, be amend­
ed to read as follows:

"Section 2, All occupation 
taxes shall be equal and uni­
form upon the same blass of 
subjects within the limits of 
the authority levying the tax; 
but the legislature may, by 
general laws, exempt from 
taxation public property used 
for public purposes; all real 
and personal property owned 
by a nonprofit water supply 
corporation which is reason­
ably necessary for, and is used 
in, operation of the corpora­
tion in the acquisition, storage, 
transportation and sale of 
water as authorized as its sole 
legal purpose: actual places or 
(of) religious virship, also 
any property owned by a 
church or by a strictly relig 
ious society lor the exclusive 
use as a dwelHng place for the 
ministry of such church or re­
ligious society, and which 
yields no revenue whatever to

such church or religious so­
ciety; provided that such ex­
emption shall not extend to 
more property than is reason­
ably necessary for a dwelling 
place and in no event more than 
one acre o f land; places of 
burial not held for private or 
corporate profit; all buildings 
used exclusively and owned by 
persona or associations of per­
sons for school purposes and 
the necessary furniture of all 
schools and property used ex­
clusively and reasonably neces­
sary in conducting any asso­
ciation engaged in promoting 
the religious, educational and 
physical development of boys, 
girls, young men or young 
women operating under a state 
or natioral organization of like 
character; also the endowment 
funds of such institutions of 
learning and religion not used 
with a view to profit; and 
when the same are invested in 
bords or mortgages, or in land 
or ether property which has 
been and shall nercaflcr t)e 
bought in bv such institutions 
under foreclosure sales made 
to satisfy or protect such

bonds or mortgages, that mich 
exemption of such land and 
property shall continue only 
for two years after the pur­
chase of the same at such sale 
by such institutions and no 
longer, and institutions of 
purely public charity; and all 
law« exempting property from 
taxation other than the piop- 
erty above mentioned ohall be 
null and void.”

Sec. 2. TTie foregoing Con­
stitutional amendment shall be 
submitted to a vote of the 
qualified electors of this state 
at an election to be held on the 
first Tuesday after the first 
Monday In August, 1969, at 
which election ail ballots shall 
have printed on them the fol­
lowing:

"FOR the Constitutional 
amendment to exempt non­
profit water supply corpo- 
lations from taxation.” ; and 

“ AGAINST the Constitu­
tional amendment to exempt 
nonprofit water supply cor­
porations from taxation.”
Sec. 3. Tlie Governor o f the 

State of Texas shall issue the 
necessary proclamation for the 
election, and this amendment 
shall be published in the man­
ner and for the lenjrth of time 
required by the Constitution 
and laws of this state.

Q — On my 1968 return the 

surcharge is shown as seven 
and one half percent, al­
though I’ve heard It referred 
to as a 10 percent surtax. 
What is that?

A— Although tlxe surcharge 
is generally described as a 
10 percent tax, the law did 
not become effective imtU 
April 1, 1968. The law there­
fore provided for a seven and 
one half percent surcharge 
on the tax based on aU the 
1968 Income, rather than a 
10 percent surcharge for April 
through December 1968.

Q — What’s the deadline 
for paying my maid’s Social 
Security tax?

A — Social Security tax 
deposits for household help 
should be made by April 30. 
Anyone who paid an employee 
cash wages of $50 or more 
for household help during ttie 
past calendar quarter (Jan­
uary, February, March) is 
responsible for reportli.g 
these payments to ERS on 
Form 942 and paying the tax 
due.

Q — I’m considering a Job 
overseas. If I take It will I 
have to pay U. S. Income 
tax?

A — Income earned over­
seas by civilian or military 
employees of the U. S. govern­
ment is fully taxable. Those 
who work for a private con­
cern overseas may be able to 
exclude all or part of their 
income from U. S. tax.

Propo.sed CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENT

NUMBER THREE ON THE BALLOT (S.IR:11)

TEXACO

OMER CULLINS

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE 
LEGISLATURE OP THE 
STATE OF TEXAS*
Section 1. That Section 24, 

Article III, CTonstitntion of the 
State of Texas, be amended to 
read as followa:

“ Section 24. The Lieutenant 
Governor and the Speaker of 
the House o f Representatives 
shall each receive from the 
Public Treasury an annual sal­
ary in an amount to be fixed 
by the Legislature, not to ex­
ceed one-half the annual salary 
of the Governor. Each other 
member o f the Legislature 
shall receive from the Public 
Treasury an annual salary to 
be fixed by the Legislature, 
not to exceed the annual sal­
ary paid to a district judge 
fi'om state funds. Members of 
the Legislature shall also re­
ceive a per diem of not exceed­
ing Twelve Dollars ($12) per 
day during each R e^ lar and 
SiKicial Session of Uie Legis­

lature. No Regular Session 
shall be of longer duration 
than one hundr^ and forty 
(140) days.

Sec. 2. The foregoing con­
stitutional amendment shall be 
submitted to a vote of the 
qualified electors of this state 
at an election to be held on 
Aug^ust 6, 1969, at which elec­
tion the ballots shall be printed
to provide for voting for or 
against the proposition: “ The 
constitutional amendment pro­
viding that the Lieutenant 
Governor and the Speaker of 
the House o f Representatives 
shall receive a salary fixed by 
the Legislature, not to exceed 
one-half the salary of the Gov­
ernor; providing that the I#eg- 
islature shall fix the salary of 
the other members, not to ex- 
ceeti that received by a district 
judge from state funds; and 
removing the 120-day limita­
tion on per diem for regular 
sesaions.’’
