Queation: Are Bunions Any-
thing to Worr, About?
Answer: Unfortunately, many
people rezard bunions as “cos-
metic” defects, yet the swollen
malformed foot and toe joints
can be a sericus and highly
painful handicap. Bunions can
sometimes require treatment
such as surgica' correction. If
you have a bun..n or one just
‘beginning to form, there are
two things you should do. First
take pressure
off the joint
with cushioned
pads especially
made for this
discomfort and
secondly, make
an appoint-
ment immedi-
} ately with a
Dr. Ambersonfoot specialist
or podiatrist. Because builions
are initially caused by ill-fitting
shoes, throw the old ones out
and buy ones that fit properly.
In the long run it will be less
expensive and much more com-
fortable.
Question: What is Pruritus and
What Causes It?
Answer: Pruritus is the medical
word for itching and it can
have many causes—some l‘()&l.
some imaginary. A littie soap
inadvertantiy left on the skin
or moisture between toes can
bring itching sensations, Along
with minor reasons like these,
itching can also be sympto-
matic of very serious illuesses
like janundice, leukemia, ure-
mia, Hodgkin's Disease or sen-
sitivicy to certain drugs. Insect
bites. fungzus infections and

allergic reactions to clothing
can result in itching. Itching
can be an occupational hazard
with professions like grocers
and bakers where a mite is the
culprit. Constant itching Iis
more common in older people
becevise their skin no longer
secretes large amounts of lub-
ricating oils and t .e resulteri
dry skin is often flaky and un-
comfortable as well as itchy.
Seasonal itching is not uncom-
mon. “Winter-Itch” is due in
large measuie to the over-
heated rooms that dry out the
skan, Summer ‘tch is due to a
similar condition in reverse;
cool air-conditioned rooms that
lack moisture and are as dry-
ing as overheated ones.

What can be done for itch-
ing? First of all what shoeuld
not be done is scratching--be-
cause that never solves any-
thing and oftew.. aggravates a
condition. For discomfort due
to dry skin, many dermatolo-
gists suggest the use of a thera-
peutic bath oil like Alpha Keri
to restore to the skin surface |
many of the lost natural oils.
A capful of Alpha Keri added
to the bath water coats the
skin with a thin protective film
that *“locks in” the skin's own
moisture. Popular home reme-
dies for itching include alco-
hol on-an insect bite, hot wa=-'
ter, or ice packs. Actually, these
do not relieve itching but sub-
stitute another skin sensation,
so the itching seems to kecome
secondary. Chronic or prolong-
ed itching, skin irritations,
should be brought to a physi-
cian's attention

If after a few
minutes you see tiny yellow-
ish or pinkish mites accumu-
lating on the upper edge, you
will know its time to check
your supply of insecl repel-
lent.

Viat is infinity?

At some time you have prob-
ably wondered about space
and how it stretches un and
on, past stars and galaxies. It
must surely come to an end
somewhere, you think, Yet if
it did, what would lie beyond?
When you try to imagine the
endlessness of space you can
get some feeling of the idea of
infinity.

There is a mathematical
way of talking about infinity.

The answer is that
there is no largest number.
However large a number you
write, you can always add an-
other number to it and get a
still larger number. Also, be-
tween any two numbers you
may choose there is an infin-
ity of other numbers.

Infinity is not a number, It
does not tell you “how much.”
It tells you that something is
endless. Mathematicians have
a symbol for infinity. The
symbol is OO.

Vhat is the “lead” in a lead
reneil?

The lead in a lead pencil is
not lead at all. It is graphite,

knowledge

a soft form of the element
carbon, Graphite leaves a
black streak on almost every-
thing it touches. To keep the
graphite from wearing away
too fast, it is mixed with ciay.

Why then is a lead pencil
called @ lead pencil? The an-
swer is that long ago lead was
used in pencils. Lead, being
soft, makes a gray streak
when it is ruobed on paper.
Before graphite was discov-
ered, lead was one of the best
markers people had.

What is “sterling” silver?

The word “sterling” possi-
bly has been used for high-
quality silver ever since the
1200’s. At that time -mer-
chants in northeri. Germany
were making coins containing
a high pereentage of silver.
The coins made in England
contained very little silver.
Since both types of coins were
common in Englana, the Eng-
lish hegan to distinguish the
better-quality German coins
from their native coins by
calling the German coins east-
erlings, because they came
from the east. It is likely that
common English speech grad-
ually turned the word “easter-
ling” to “sterling.” The stan-
dard for English sterling was
set in the 1500's by Queen
Elizabeth I. It is now accepted

all over the world.
