IT SEEMS EVERY YEAR that there is a round of
wage demands, made by organized labor, and just as
surely followed by price increases. Even though only
one industry is affected by wage increases, it is the
signal for prices on everything to go up. :

Of course the argument for wage increases is the
increase in costs, so the spiral goes 'round and around,
and where it will stop nobody knows. :

A recent letter to the editor in the Amarillo Daily
News was pretty enlightening in comparing what an
hour’s labor would buy today compared with a few
years ago. The letter, written by Charles Burk, a voca-
tional agriculture teacher from Groom, gives a pretty
good picture of what inflation is doing to those with
fixed incomes and those whose income depends on mar-
ket prices and price supports. i

An example quoted was based on whai an hour’s
labor of a factory worker would buy, on the average,
at different times. In 1968, for example, an hour’s wages
would buy 2.6 pounds of round steak, 3.7 pounds of
bacon, 13.4 loaves of bread or 11.2 quarts of milk. Com-
pared with 1948 the amount drops considerable. Back
then an hour’s labor would buy only 1.5 pounds of
round steak, 1.7 pounds of bacon, 9.6 loaves of bread
and 6.4 quarts of milk.

While what an hour’s wages will buy has increased
to at least one and a half times, and in some instances
almost double, his productivity has increased only three
per cent.

At the same time the agricultural worker produces
seven times as much as he did in 1920.

Although bread prices continue to rise, with the
average price in 1968 about 23 cents, of that amount
the farmer received less than three cents, and that
included his government ‘“hand-out.” The wrapper on
the loaf of bread cost more than the wheat.

At the same time, the last 20 years, feed costs rose
178 per cent, equipment costs rose 198 per cent and lahor
costs rose 502 per cent.

Now, we believe that our standard of living should
be as high as we can make it, but we also believe that
everyone should be included in the raise. It seems
that those with fixed income and the farmers are in the
only group who does not get an increase along with
other price increases.

Prices go up everywhere but what is being paid
for farm commodities. Is it any wonder that people are
leaving the farm?

THE MORNING MAIL brought some literature

from a group who call themselves the Vietnam
Moratorium Committee, with headquarters in Wash-
ington.

Now according to the literature they plan a big
march in Washington in November, and this literature
is one means of soliciting funds for the group. Though
they disclaim sponsorship of the march, they are pub-
licizing it and encouraging it.

Now the best we can figure out what this group
wants is a complete withdrawal from Viet Nam regard-
less of the eonsequences—similar to the old isolationist
theory. Yet they are of the wild-eyed liberal faction
and to observers seem to border on the socialist-com-
munist group.

The only ones that want complete withdrawal from
Viet Nam that we know of is the communists. So we
will have to class this group with them.

They list a partial, they say, list of of supporting
organizations, and the list looks like one would expect—
a group of socialistic organizations who favor every-
thing being run by the government and doing away
with the private enterprise system that has made this
country great.

We believe it is time for the great majority of
honest, democratic, civic-minded and country-minded
citizens of this country to stand up and be counted.
When we sit back and let such a bunch dictate what
we do in this country then we can consider our days
to be numbered.

They list a number of congressmen and senators
whom they say are backers of the organization. Among
them are Adam Clayton Powell and Edward Kennedy.
Those two alone should give indication enough for
most of us to beware of the group.

We can assure you they wasted their postage send-
ing us the literature, in fact what we can do to block
their move will be our highest goal. Whatever it is it
will be too little.

From the information, we gather that most of the
members of the organization are former backers of
Senator McCarthy or Senator Robert Kennedy.

They know that the administration is not in sym-
pathy with them but they feel that the demonstration
will be a show of force and cause President Nixon to
give second thoughts to his stand in Viet Nam. ’Im
also admit that they know Hanoi and the Vietcong
take notice of their anti-war sentiment and that the
effect will be felt in the negotiations in Paris.

WELFARE BENEFITS — Ac-
cording to Welfare Commis-
sioner Burton Hackney, 509
Texas families may be affect-
ed by a San Antonio Federal
court ruling requiring the
State Department of Public
Welfare to pay retroactive
welfare benefits not paid since
March under the now defunct
one-year residency require-
ment.

Hackney said that if the
department had to pay off all
the back benefits, it would
average about $75 a recipient
per month for that six month
period. And, if all applicants
on the list were qualified, this
would exceed $250,000.

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Home Creek Pioneers

(by Leoaa Bruce)
Probably - the first white
family living on Home Creek
were the Bartons. They ar-
‘rived during the Civil War,
husband and wife and four
children. Barton brought a
few cattle, probakly branded
mavericks, as was the cus-
tom and was legal, built a
log cabin near the. mouth of
Camp Creek, and plowed sod
for a small field. Hardwork-
“ing and fearless, he managed
well for his family, and they
hardly knew that a war was
going on; at last they learned
that Lev had surrendered and

that the war was over.

And then came the hated
state police, under the com-
mand of a carpetbag gover-
nor. Old laws were no long-
er in force, every Confeder-
ate soldier and sympathizer
was suspect, and many were
the arrests and imprisonments
of white men without trial.
The rumor came to the Muke-
water and the little settle-
ment at Trickham that every
former Confederate soldier
was to be shot, and aiso any
suspected of helping them to
escape.

This included just about
every man in the area, and
from some incidents which
happened at Austin and Bur-
net, the rumor was believed.

Several men decided to try
to reach Meixco, to live for
a while, and Barton and his
family thought best to go
along. Each family packed a
wagon with the household
goods they would need most;
some had ox-teams and some

horses, a mistake to start as

all must take the slow pace
of the oxen. They did not
have food or camp equipment
for such a flight, but there

seem to be no time to lose,
‘and eight or ten wagons set

out to the southwest. They
had no map and none of them
had ever been where they
were going.

The first ten days went
well, but the old wheels be-
gan to show wear and to
break; all must stop and wait
. for repairs, hunting what

me they could find. Some-
one had told them about the
long waterless distance be-
tween the Concko and the
Pecos, and when they left the
Concho they had filled with
water every vessel possible,
even teakettles and washpots.
The oxen were pushed on
without stopping, and there
was water for the people, but

the horses and eattle suffer-
ed pitifully.

And then, far out toward
the Pecos, a wagon wheel was
‘crushed in going off a ledge
in that roadless journey. The
men worked frantically, but
could not get a rim to hold
up. The water was gone, the
children crying, the stock
weak and gaun{. Three of the
men set out on horseback
with buckets, and got back
with a little water to find the
wagons moving again but the
people were near death. Bai-
ley Barton, a boy of eight or

The group reached Mexico,
probably around Eagle Pass,
and found . conditions bear-
able there. The next year
Barton with two other men

\to find out if it were safe for
sall to return.. Months pass-
ed without news from them.
After the second winter there
Mrs. Barton made a brave
decision.

“I'm going back to Home
Creek,” she told the others.
“l know my husband would
have been back by now if he
were alive, and the Indians
must have killed them. But
{I'm bound to have some cat-
tle on Home Creek, my cabin
is there, and I'm going to
take my little children back
to Texas.”

In the American eolonle:,
candles were made of tallow,
bayberry wax, or beeswax.
Candle dipping was generally
done in the same iron pot used
for making soap. Tallow (ani-
mal fat) was melted and al-
lowed to cool slightly. Six or
eight wick strings, made of
hemp or cotton, were hung on
sticks called candle rods. The
wicks were dipped in the tal-
low over and over until the
candles reached the desired

_ thickness. It was a long and

tiresome process. Between
each dipping there was a wait
for the tallow to harden. In
more prosperous homes can-
dles were made in molds of
pewter or sheet iron. In some
towns traveling candlemakers,
called chandlers, went from
house to house carrying their
molds with them.

In the New England eolon-
ies, settlers learned that the
waxy substance of the gray-
ish-white bayberry was excel~
lent for candle making. The
berries were boiled; the wax
floated to the surface and was
skimmed off. The wax was
allowed to harden and was
melted down again. The proc-
ess was repeated several times
until the wax became trans-
pareni green. Bayberry can-
dles gave a clearer light and
had an agreeable fragrance:

Candles were also made
from beeswax. They were
shaped by hand by pressing
bits of heated wax around a
wick.

What is anthropoloby?

Why are people in some
parts of the world called by
their mother’s family name
instead of their father’s? Why
do people in widely separated
parts of the world speak re-
lated languages? What did
men look like when they first
began to use tools and make
pottery? These and similar
questions are dealk with by
the science of anthropology.
Scientists who work in this
field are called anthropolo-
gists.

Anthropology is the study
of man—the name comes from
two Greek words, anthropos,
meaning “man,” and logos,
meaning “study.” It is a
young science, which took
formal shape only in the mid-
dle 1800’s.

County Agent
News Column

Wilburn and I attended a
district meeting at I{enrvllle
last week ‘and made a tour
through the USDA Entomolo-
gical and Toxicolgical Labor-
atory wkich is part of the ag-
ricultural  rescarch service
work being done by the USDA.
The purpose of this lab is to
check new animal insecticid-
es for their effectiveness
against insects affecting the
animals, and then the safety
of these insecticides. It was
a very interesting tour. One
thing they stressed, and
showed us film to make the
point, follow carefully the in-
structions on the label of the
insecticides. That means not
to give the formula an extra
gallon or cup of spray. Most
of these materials we use
now are safe when used as
directed but mixing the for-
mulation stronger than re-
commened is just asking for
trouble. Also, you should
never use a material that is
sold for a crop spray on live-
stock. Thkough the material
may be recommended for

Therefore, it is im-
perative that yields be cor-
rectly established in a fair
and equitable manner.

The only just, fair and
|equitable manner that a cot-
ton yield can be established
is from authentic records.
Authentic records are gin
tickets for bales of cotton
ginned, loan records, and re-
records of cotton ginned, cer-
tified by the gins managers.

In order to have a proven
cotton yield for 1970, cotton
production records of the
above type must be filed with
the County Committee for the
years 1966, 1967, and 1968.
These records assure the

receive his fair share of cot-
ton payments for the farm.
Failure to plant cotton in one
or more years of the three
year period will disqualify the
farm for a proven yield.

i The actual cotton produc-
tion records of a farm is the
only sure way a farmer can
expect fair cotton payment
on his farm,

Due to the unstable er-
ractic production of cotton on
good productive farms the
‘County Committee cannot ac-
curately appraise a cotton
yield for all farms with un-
proven yields.

1970 cotton allotments vull
be in the hands of producers
before December 1st.

Marketing quota election on
cotton will be held by mail
from Decemker 1st through
December 5th.

For 1970 farmers may trans-
fer cotton allotments by lease
or purchase to a farm which
does not have a 1970 cotton
allotment.

Farmers wishing to lease or
purchase cotton allotments
must do so not later than
December 31, 1969.

Cotton producers of Cole-
man County voted in May of
this year not to transfer out-
side tke county. However, a
farmer owning land outside
the county can transfer to
that farm.
