The West Texas Chamber of Commerce supports the position
that additional State taxes to be raised by the special session of
the Texas Legislature should be in the form of elimination of so=
me of the current sales tax exemptions or an increase in the cur=
fent sales tax rates,

The WTCC State Affairs committee passed a resolution ex-
pressing this position in a special meeting July 18th, It was poi-
nted out by the committee that Texas business currently pays
38% of the State sales taxes and 50, 5% of all State Taxes, This
is a higher percentage than business pays in most of the other
states in the nation, it was pointed out by chairman Reuben Se=
nterfitt of San Saba,

WTCC president J, Fike Godfrey of Spur said that additional
taxes on business would weaken the State's competitive industr-
ial development position,

Business leaders from all sections of West Texas attended the
State Affairs meeting and expressed concern over the increasing
taxes placed upon business in Texas,

“Increasing taxes on business will tend to increase prices on
services and consumer items to the buyer, thus contributing to
the increased inflation, " Senterfitt said,

"Qur five greatest competitors for industrial expansion are
California, New York, Pennsylvania, Ohio and Illinois, In each
of these States business pays a considerably less proportion of to-
tal taxes, We must not burden our potential industry with even
greater taxes", Godfrey said,

Parental liability may also come
from entrusting a dangerous in-
strumentality to a child not yet
ready for that kind of responsi-
bility.

What does the law mean by a
“dangerous instrumentality”? Ob-
vious examples are guns and cars,
the use of which by children is
often regulated by local statute.

But an instrumentality won’t be
classified as dangerous just because
it is possible to hurt someone with
it. Take this case:

During a game of cowboys, a
small boy inadvertently struck his
playmate in the eye with a toy
pistol. Could the boy’s parents be
held liable on the ground that they
had entrusted a “dangerous instru-
mentality” to their son?

No, ruled a court, for that would
be stretching language too far. The
judge said:

“The toy pistol is universally ac-
cepted as a child’s play thing. If
the instrumentality is not inherent-
ly dangerous and there is no negli-
gence in its use, there is no liability

¢ even though, because of accident,

damage is caused.”
