BARNES BACKED FOOD TAX , 
DESPITE DENIAL, HARRIS SAYS

Lt. Gov. Ben Barnes worked 
behind the scenes to consolid­
ate votes for placing groceries 
under the sales tax, State Sen. 
O. H. "Ike" Harris of D a l i a s  
has told The Times Herald.

Following the food tax blow­
up in Austin, Barnes was quo­
ted as saying he was never for 
the tax in the first place-but 
this is contrary to Harris recol­
lections.

Harris is back in Dallas pick­
ing up the pieces of his law pr­
actice after ad joumment of the 
hectic special tax-writing ses­
sion.

The bill to tax groceries was 
killed in the House Aug. 25 af-

TAX
REFORM BILL 
CRUEL HOAX

AUSTIN -  Texas homeowners 
particularly those of m o d e s t  
means or small incomes, w i l l  
be forced to pay hig h e r  ci ty,  
school, county and state prope­
rty taxes if legislation now be­
ing considered in Congress is 
enacted, Texas Attorney Gene­
ral Crawford Martin, said this 
week.

A "Tax Reform Bill" w h i c h  
has passed the House and is now 
being considered by U. S. Sen­
ators is not "tax reform" at all, 
but a cruel hoax to mislead the 
American people into believi­
ng the legislation will help the 
"little man," Martin said.

Provisions in the bill w ou Id 
remove the tax exempt status 
of municipal and state bonds .  
This, Martin said, * ill r esul t  
in higher Interest rates and a sh­
ift of the additional cost to lo ­
cal taxpayers in the form of hi­
gher property taxes and increa­
sed costs for water, hospital ro­
oms and college tu ition  f e e s  
and many other public services. 

Martin said his o f f i c e  was  
( well aware of the i m p a c t  of  

the removing of the tax exemp­
tion on municipal bonds w i l l  
have on the public, since h is  
office is charged with the resp­
onsibility of approving all bon­
ds issued in the State.

"Last year, I approved one bi­
llion dollars in bonds, " Martin 
said. "If the same amount o f 

i bonds is issued next yt ar, and 
the proposed legislation is ena­
cted, it will cost the citize  ns 
of Texas $450, 000, 000 m o r e

ter one of the greatest outcries 
of constituent prostest in Tex­
as history.

Barnes, as presiding officer 
of the Senate, backed the bill 
in word and deed, Harris said.

Harris was one of 15 Senators 
who supported the measure who 
attended a private session in 
Barnes’ apartment on the eve of 
the ill-starred Senate vote Aug, 
24.

Backers of the bill had lined 
up "12 or 13 (votes) real quick',' 
Harris said. "Lt Gov, Barnes 
was primarily responsible fo r  
rounding it out at 15."

The bill passed in the Senate 
15-14 after a 27-hour filibuster. 
Harris said if it hadn't been for 
a "time lag" of 24 hours before 
the House acted on the bill, it 
would have been law t o d a y .  
The lag allowed public senti - 
ment to build up against it.

Harris said he o v e r h e a r d  
Barnes make a remark to th is  
effect; "As tax bills go, t h i s  
will be the most popular ta x  
bill ever passed."

"Barnes told us he didn’t know 
whether it would pass in  th e  
House or not, but they (the Ho­
use leaders) had assured us they 
would put forth their bestefforty' 
Harris said.

"Barnes also said because1 of 
the nature of the tax bill any­
body who wanted to back out 
could, but no one did. All 15 
stuck," he said.

interest during the life of th e  
bonds. This will be the equiv­
alent of a head tax of $45 for 
every man, woman and c h i l d  
in this State. This cost will re­
occur year after year, and th e  
figure increase as the State gr­
ows in population."

Martin noted that the m e r e  
threat of this adverse legislati­
on has caused a substantial rise 
in interest rates on bonds that 
in recent weeks have come ac­
ross his desk for approval.

The Attorney General termed 
the legislation "catastrophic", 
and said the tax-weary people 
of Texas cannot afford to p ay  
20 to 30 per cent m o r e  , and 
the corresponding increase in 
taxes, for desperately needed 
public improvements such as 
school houses, water and sewer 
systems and hospitals.

Martin has filed a formal sta­
tement of opposition with th e  
U. S. Senate Finance Commit­
tee which is now considering 
the legislation.

Harris was asked if there were 
any truth to the story that Bar­
nes drew an immaginary . l in e  
on his carpet, a la Alamo, and 
requested those who would sta­
nd by the bill to cross it.

"If Bames did it, I didn't see 
him ," Harris said. "The jok­
ing about the Alamo started af­
ter we had made our pact. "

ONE SENATOR, Harris said, 
asked to be carried across th e  
line in his chair, recalling Jim 
Bowie’s deed at the Alamo.

Harris, one of two Republic­
ans in the Senate, said he bac­
ked the tax on groceries for two 
reasons; to forestall or perhaps 
eliminate the need for a state 
income tax ip the future and to 
take the pressure off the prop­
erty tax for cities such as Dal-

INTEREST RATES 

FRIGHTENING
The problems of today are many, ranging from social proble­

ms to campus riots, from tax reforms to Asian wars and f r o m 
the cost of living to astral travel and both of these appear to be 
in the same category. However, regardless of the problem or 
the solution, all must be financed. In view of all of the pres­
ent inflation and its effect on the economy of the nation, th e  
last thing needed is curtailment of production.

Higher interest rates as a control for inflation eventually leads 
to unemployment and soup lines. No one thing can cont r ibute 
more to a lowing of the economy than exhorbitant interest rates 
which prohibit credit buying. No one thing could affect m o r e  
people in all walks of life. It could bring production to a stan­
dstill. A disaster America cannot afford. The far reaching ef­
fects of these practices are well described in the following new­
sletter by Senator Ralph Yarborough;

THE DANGERS IN THE HIGH INTEREST RATES

By now every Texan is painfully aware that the present h i g h  
interest rates are damaging him, his country, our state and our 
cities. The newspapers talk of a prime interest rate of 8 1 /2  
percent, but anyone who has tried to borrow any new money re­
cently knows that in reality the interest rate is much higher th­
an 8 1/2 percent.

The man trying to buy something on credit, on installm ent 
credit, finds that he is often paying 12 percent or even 18 perc­
ent and sometimes more. '

The interest rates on home mortgages are getting so high that 
many families are having to give up buying a hoone a t  t h i s  
time. And those families which must buy a home because of 
personal circumstances have discovered that they often have to  
settle for a much smaller house because too big a share of their 
money is going to pay these excessively high interest rates.

It used to be that the average man wanting to buy a home or 
a car or an appliance was the hardest hit on installment buying 
by the increasing interest rates. But these latest increases in the 
Interest rates are so high that they are hitting the businessman , 
the contractors and the developers along with the little h o m e  
owner. Instead of these big borrowers getting the red carpet tr­
eatment because they want to borrow a hundred or two hundred 
or three hundred thousand dollars or more, they are finding th­
at they are really getting stuck. The builders of shopping cen­
ters, motels, home apartment buildings, new subdivisions of 
houses, feedlot operations in West Texas are all suffering beca­
use of the unconscionably high interest rates, often double th e  
8 1/2 percent. Often the lending institutions require th a  t th e  
builders of these feedlots, these shopping centers, these motels, 
give them an interest in the business in addition to the high int­
erest rate—give them 20 to 30 or even 50 percent equity in the 
business Itself.

These high interest rates are farcing the state, the county and 
the city governments to put off building hospitals, schools, lib­
raries and other needed public buildings and public works beca­
use these local governments finance construction projects by se­
lling bonds. Now the interest rates that the cities and counties 
can afford to pay does not attract the big money which is o ff  
in search of much higher interest rates. Remember w h e n  the  
cities and counties do sell bonds with these high interest ra  te  s 
in them, it means you, the taxpayer, will have to pay for that 
high interest rate in the bond.

There are a few institutions who are not suffering from t h e s e  
high interest rates, and that’s the biggest banks in the n a t i o n .  
The profits from the nation’s biggest banks are soaring, some up 
as much as 30 percent thanthis time last year. These high Int­
erest rates are all right for these big banks in Chicago and New 
York, but it is squeezing the economy dry. These interest rates 
have jumped five times since December. They are the highest 
in the nation’s history; unemployment is certain-to follow. Ag­
riculture is already hit and hit hard.

The increase in the bud g e t

The biggest single increase in 
the budget is the County Hosp­
ital Fund for 1970.

Trans­
fers from the General Fund will 
be $50,389. The second larg­
est increase is the General Fu­
nd which is set at $520,499, an 
estimated increase of $46,494 
over the 1969 budget of $474, -

must be tax paying persons.

The petitions, as approved by 
the Texas Coordinating Board 
for Colleges and Universities, 
had gone into circulation Thur­
sday following a m ee tin g  o f 
college boosters a t the Chamb­
er of Commerce office in Den­
ver City.

After Mr. Craig has gone ov­
er the names to be sure t h a t  
10% of the total signers are qu­
alified voters, the college gro­
up will submit it to the coordi­
nating board in Austin for final 
approval. After it has been ap­
proved, the petition will be pr­
esented to the Commissioners’ 
Court as a formal request fo r 
an election.

Many persons interested in a 
Junior College have been work­
ing to this end for several years. 
But until this year, when a Sp­
ecial State Legislation qualifi­
ed Yoakum County as a district 
nothing could be done about i t . .

Fashion fabrics c h a l l e n g e  
one’s skill and creative ability 
to design individualized garm­
ents. And popular today is st­
retch fabric which is appropri­
ate for many garments.

Stretch fabrics are made of tex­
tured yams which extend when 
pulled and snap back to t h e i r  
original shape when released. 
Stretch may be in width, leng­
th, or in both.

Some commercial p a tte  rn s 
are designed especially for str­
etch fabrics. Carefully re ad 
suggested fabrics on the patte-

m package to see if stretch fa­
bric is recommended. Read the 
label on the fabric you buy for 
skrinkage information. Presh­
rinkage is desirable if you plan 
to wash the garment. Before  
cutting, lay the fabric smooth 
and flat to relax the fibers for 
about 24 hours.

"Avoid pulling the f a b r i c  
when cutting it. Follow pattern 
layout and cut all pattem piec- 
es in the same direction to obt­
ain desired elasticity. Cut wa­
istband on the non stretch dire­
ction. "

It’s desirable to use textured  
nylon or nylong thread s i n c e  
both have elasticity. You can 
secure seams with a small zig-

loping for our grain. Korea se­
ems to be one of the bright pr­
ospects in the near future fo r 
expanding our overseas sales,"

"Animal agriculture and th e  
feed industry of Korea are gro­
wing rapidly and should provide 
a new market for U. S. g r a i n  
sorghum." This prediction was 
made by Richard L. Kathe, Pr­
esident, U. S. Feed Grains Co­
uncil, In a statement addressed 
to Texas farmers this week.

Kathe continued, "The prin­
cipal buyer of feed grains from 
this country and shipped overs­
eas is the feed manufacturer .  
In Korea, the feed industry has 
grown from 100, 000 tons in 19- 
67, to 250, 000 tons last y e a r ,  
and they expect to make and 
sell 400, 000 tons t h i s  y e a r .  
Many in the Orient c o mp a r e  
Korea's feed and livestock ind­
ustry of today with Japan’s o f 
15 years ago. While Japan gr­
ew from a few hundred thousa­
nd tons 15 years ago to the wo­
rld's second largest feed indus­
try today of 11 million tons, we 
don't expect that much f r o m 
Korea. After all, t h e r e  a r e  
100 million people to feed in  
Japan and only 30 million in

Korea. Nevertheless, there wi­
ll be some fast growth in Korea 
and much of this will depend 
on imported grains. -

The U. S. Feed Grains Coun­
cil is an international trade, pr­
omotion organization financed 
by farmers, business, industry 
and the government. The Gr­
ain Sorghum Producers Associa­
tion, Lubbock, is a m e m b e r .  
This promotion program for U. 
S. feed grain is carried out in 
18 countries through eight fore­
ign offices in Europe and the  
Far East.

Kathe noted that Korean Pres­
ident Park has given a very hi­
gh national priority to expand­
ing animal agriculture. He sa­
id, "There are over one m illi­
on head of cattle in Korea and 
President Park would like to see 
the number multiplied several 
times, all within the next few 
years. It has been a fact that 
what President Park wants, is 
uaually done one way or anoth­
er. We expect to see substant­
ial increases in cattle, swine, 
broilers and layers in the next 
few years. To help in this ef­
fort, and to assist in consumer 
promotion of the end product, 
the U. S. Feed Grains Council 
will open a new office in Seoul 
Korea this month. It will be a

part of our effort to expand ex­
isting markets for U. S. feed gr­
ains, and to develop new mar­
kets. We believe this is impo­
rtant to Texas producers of gra­
in sorghum since approximately 
one'fourth of their productio n 
is exported to foreign countries* 
and additional foreign demand 
would help the Texas farmers 
from the Increased sales. "

COTTON
MEETING

TO BE HELD
Lubbock-(Special)- Cotton far­
mers will hear a detailed rep­
ort on their dollar-a-bale pro­
gram at a meeting here Tues­
day, September 30, according 
to Howard Alford, Lubbock, 
vice president of Cotton Prod­
ucers Institute.

Mr. Alford called the meeting 
for 12 noon at the Red Raider 
Convention center, 6025 Ave.
A ( on South U. S. 87, on the 
Tahoka highway at the traffic 
circle).

"If you are tired of hearing 
bad news about cotton, plan to 
attend this meetin," Mr. Al­
ford said, "You will hear sol­
id evidence that cotton can  
fight its way back from the  
market losses of recent years."

The program will be present­
ed by staff members of the Na­
tional Cotton Council. They 
will report in detail on resear­
ch and promotion activity be­
ing carried out by CPI and the 
Council.

The visual presentation will 
point out how industry funds  
are being used to make cotton 
more appealing to consumers, 
for promotion to convince con­
sumers to buy cotton, and to 
find ways of producing cotton 
at lower costs.

"We believe you will leave 
the meeting with renewed con­
fidence in the future of cotton 
industry, ” Mr. Alford said.
