This was a 98. 6 per cent yes 
vote. This compares with a 
464 yes and 6 no vote one ye­
ar ago for the 1969 pr o g r am 
and 410 yes and 20 no v o t e s  
two years ago for the 1968 pr­
ogram.

(Dallas, Texas) — A b o u t  
three million 1969 Federal In­
come tax forms for America's 
farmers and fishermen will be 
sent to them around Decemb­
er 1, a month earlier than usu­
al, the Internal Revenue Serv­
ice announced today. All ot­
her taxpayers will receive th­
eir packages about January 1.

A first for Internal Revenuq 
the early mailing is an attem­
pt to assist the farmers and fi­
shermen in eking advantage of 
options open to them in filing 
returns and paying their t a x ,  
IRS officials said.

Estimated Tax forms ,  i n a 
seperate package, will r each 
farmers and fishermen a b o u t  
the same date. In previ ous

years, the estimated tax forms 
were included in the incom e 
tax packages.

Farmers and fishermen have 
a choice of filing dates; t he y 
may elect to file and pay in 
full an estimated tax declara­
tion by January 15, 1970, and 
file an income tax return by 
the April 15 deadline; or they 
may elect to file only an inc­
ome tax return by February 16 
and pay the tax due with th e  
return.

Like the other 77 million ta­
xpayers expected to file  ta x  
returns for 1969, farmers and 
fishermen w ill be using th e

A 
fine progress was noted in the 
organization of the program.

The budget submitted by the 
budget com mittee has b e e n  
approved by OEO and approx­
imately $5, 900 federal funds 
have been designated for the 
Yoakum County program. At 
the meeting Tuesday the byl­
aws com mittee subm itted a 
set of bylaws. When a board 
had been selected for the Co­
mmunity Action, the steering

committee w ill have comple­
ted their function.

The Committee voted to ha­
ve a 24 man board. Of t h i s  
board, eight will be public of­
ficials, eight will be elected 
at a target election from th e  
participant in the program or 
designated poor. This e lec­
tion to be conducted by the 
OEO officials. There will be 
eight members of the b o a r d  
chosen by these two groups  
from the private organizati­
ons of the county. When the 
board has been selected th e  
local organization w ill be re­
ady for action.

The prime purpose o f  th e  
community action pr ogr am 
is the moral, social and eco­
nomic conditions of the poor 
within the county. When as­
ked to define the term "poor' 
Mr. Maddera stated that ac­
cording to the 1964 law an y  
family with a yearly income 
of less than $3, 000. 00 would 

be classed in this category.
The Yoakum County organ-

ization will operate as an as­
sociation in connection with 
an incorporated county orga­
nization, full authority bei­
ng vested in a corporate or­

gan only. A 50, 000 popula­
tion area being a requirem­
ent for incorporation.

When the formation of the 
County Community A c t i o n  
is completed, the work o f 
Mr. Tiner and Mr. Madde­
ra will be finished. As the­

se two officials move out of 
the picture, Mr. W i l l i a m  

O . McLeod will become the 
coordinator for the Yoakum 
County Action C o m m i t t e e .  
The next meeting for the O- 
EO group will be some time 
in January.

A fine community interest 
in the OEO program has been 
shown, a definite need h as  
been found and with the co­
ntinuation of interest the O- 
EO program will be of great 
aid to the residents o f  th e  
county.
