was entitled to assume that a cus­
tomer would pay closer attention 
to where she was going.

Generally speaking, the law ex­
pects the normal shopper to be 
able to navigate safely out of the 
normal exit. As another court said, 
in denying damages to a tall man

who bumped his head on a short 
door:

“The height of the doorway was 
obvious. It was not a source of 
danger to a person exercising rea­
sonable ca're.”

Yet, some doors are not obvious 
at all. A number of recent cases 
have involved all-glass doors, 
which sometimes give what the law 
calls “an illusion of space.” Courts 
have usually held that if a person 
bumps unwittingly against such a 
door, the management may be held 
responsible.

But this applies only if the door 
is truly deceptive in appearance. If 
markings or handles give fair warn­
ing that the door is there, then the 
store cannot be blamed by the per­
son who walks into it.

Whatever type of door it is. the 
management does have an affirma­
tive duty to keep it in good work­
ing order. Thus:

A woman was seriously injured 
in a revolving door when someone 
speeded it around with a push. In­
vestigation revealed that the brake 
brushes, which were supposed to 
hold the speed down, were all 
worn out.

Accordingly, a court ruled that 
the management was liable for the 
woman’s injury. Its negligent up­

k e e p ,  said the court, had changed 
a safe exit into a place of danger.

Keep It Simple I
Tax reform may be one of 

Capitol Hill's biggest stories 
of 1969. But it  will hardly be 
rem embered as well as the 
Mets' World Series victory.

* * *
Tax reform is of great con­

cern to millions. But, unfor­
tunately. it's as dry as yester­
day's toast. Even lowering  
taxes—as hammered out by the 
legislative process—loses most 
of its popular appeal by the 
time it’s finally enacted. Once 
the lawmakers start com plicat­
ing the issues, the average c it­
izen shrugs his shoulders in 
bewilderm ent and asks simply:
“Will I pay more or less?"

*  *  *

Public opinion forced this 
tax reform effort. The extra 
surtax bite every payday, • the 
hardships of inflation, and dis­
closures that many w ealthj 
escape taxation angered many 
taxpayers. Congress, fearing a 
taxpayers' rebellion, had to act. 

* * *
The representatives have

generated enough tax propo­
sals. amendments and oratory 
in printed form to fill a Capitol 
Hill vestibule. But, except for 
the most avid Congress-watch­
ers, it’s just a long, complicated 
and still unfinished story.

* * *
The nation's independent 

business owners have plugged 
for three simple changes, each 
of which would achieve a 
worthy goal. First, an end to 
the surtax, which many busi­
nessmen think has not re ta rd ­
ed inflation, but ra ther provid­
ed even more money for Cong­
ress to spend.

Second, they favor reducing 
the tax equitably through a 
sim ple increase in the personal 
and dependents' exem ptions 
from $600 to SI,200, or more. 
This would provide tax relief 
where it’s needed most, and up­
date a “liv ing allowance" which  
was passed in 1948.

*  *  »
A third change sought by 

businessmen would help small 
businesses expand in these 
difficult times. Called the 
"Plowback Allowance.” it 
would perm it a businessman 
to deduct 20 per cent of the 
year’s profits which were re ­
invested. The profit pinch—re­
sulting from high taxes and in ­
flation—is leaving little  if any 
profit for expansion.

Adoption of higher exem p­
tions and the business plow- 
back incentive would be m ean­
ingful reforms. Both are easily  
understood. Instead, the patch- 
work changes being considered  
by Congress, which promise 
lower taxes over the next few  
years, may prove less equitable.

In this first m ajor revision 

of ,tl\f income tax law since 
1954, it was hoped tha t sim pli­
city would be a goal. But the 
two Houses seem engaged in 
a contest to see how many new 
complications can be added to 
a law which runs some 400 
pages and is “explained" by 
thousands more.

Texas Industrial Commission
AUSTIN, Tex. — Industrial 

development continued grow­
th at a record breaking p a c e  
throughout 1969, with p l a n t  
locations and expansions 2 0 
per cent above the a l l - t i me  
high previous year.

"Texas closed out the sixties 
very impressively, with eco­
nomic development spiraling 
through continued growth in  
industry in almost every poss­
ible sector," James Harwell, 
executive director of the Te­
xas Industrial Commission sa­
id in a year-ending report.

Harwell said most of the re­
cord growth came in the first 
six months of the year, w i t h  
198 new plants locating in the 
state and 264 existing indust­
ries undertaking substant i al  
expansions. This compared 
with 126 new plant locat ions 
and 251 expansions for the sa­
me period of 1968. ’The most 
activity came in the areas of 
chemical, metal and transpo­
rtation industries.

However, despite the rising 
costs of construction and tight 
money, Texas continued to  
net a substantial amount  of  
new industries in the last half 
of 1969. A lthough final figu­
res are not yet available, off­
icials estimate new plant loc­
ations for 1969 will number a- 
bout 350, compared with 291 
last year and expansions wil 1 
reach the 465 mark, compar­
ed with 444 in 1968.

The BGCT budget for 1970 will be $14.5 million.
With the addition of rro re than six million dollars in speci a l  

offerings, the total mission giving figure for the 1. 8 m i l l i o n  
member Baptist organization is $19, 713, 766.69, This does not 
include monies collected through Baptist institutional develop­
ment or endowment programs.

One-third of the surplus money will be allocated to the Sout­
hern Baptist Convention for use world-wide. The remainder wi 
11 go to Valley Baptist Hospital, Harlingen, and to a var i e ty 
of State Missions Commission unmet needs, most involving yo­
uth, military or Latin-American evangelism.

Valley Baptist Hospital will receive $50,000, the largest sin­
gle allotment. To fund all items on the executive board prio­
rity list would have required a surplus of $300, 000.

"We are indeed grateful and thankful that Texas Baptists were 
able to achieve their 1969 budget goal, not because of any no­
tions of prestige or pride, but because of the emotion, compa­
ssion and sacrifice that each dollar represents and what it c a n  
mean to the Kingdom of God," stated T.A.  Patterson, BGCT 
executive secretary.

Are the so-called "childhood 

diseases" limited only to chi­
ldren and do adults have an 
immunity to them?

Not so, says the Texas State 
Department of Health.

The childhood diseases are a 
myth. The fact is that these 
diseases are so contagious am­
ong children that most people 
have had them by adulthood 
and thereby have developed  
immunity. But adults can and 
do catch them, and when they 
do they  are sometimes m u c h  
sicker than children.

Two of these so-called chil­
dhood diseases--mumps and 
German measles (rubella)— 
have special dangers for the 
adult patient. Mumps can be 
damaging to both adult m en  
and women. And Ge r ma n  
measles, when occurring in  
the early part of pregn an cy , 
can result in damage to th e  

■ unborn child. A new vaccine 
may eventually lead to  the. 
eradication of German meas­
les, but there is a danger un­
til all women in the child-be­
aring years have been immu­
nized against it.

So, if you are exposed to  
any "childhood" disease and 
believe you have never had it; 
ask your doctor what you can 

. do to protect yourself.
It is extremely im portant 

that you and your children ke­
ep protection against smallp­
ox up to date. True, the ab­
sence of smallpox in this cou­
ntry has led to a lack of publ­

ic concern about this serious 
disease, and large segm ents 
of the adult population a re  
unvaccinated or require boos­
ters. In some parts of the wo­
rld smallpox continues to be a 
serious problem. If just o n e  
single undetected s m a l l p o x  
case should be introduced in­
to a U. S. Community, it co­
uld touch off a serious epide­
mic.

Is it true that a baby is pro­
tected by his "natural immu­
nity" acquired from his mot­
her? Some of a mother's na­
tural or acquired immunities, 
if any, can be passed on to  
her unborn infant as her blo­
od courses through the place­
nta that nourishes him, b u t  
this inherited immunity rem­
ains effective for only a short 
time.

In the case of whooping co­
ugh, a highly contagious dis­
ease that is especially'dange­
rous and often fatal for small 
babies, there is evidence that 
immunity is only occasional­
ly passed on.

Every parent, advises the St­
ate Health Department, shou­
ld plan an immunization pro­
gram beginning at six weeks  
of age against diphtheria, wh­
ooping cough, tetanus, poli­
omyelitis and smallpox. Bo­
oster shots to maintain comp­
lete protection should follow 
at prescrived intervals throu­
ghout childhood and, in case 
of certain diseases, well into 
adult life.

The hea­
lth of all of us is becomi ng  
more and more important as 
we notice and learn more ab­
out how what we eat, w e a r ,  
breath and use is m ateria 11 y 
effected by ourenvironm e n t .  
Food from eroded soil, air fr­
om polluted space, food and 
water from polluted stre a m s 
and lakes and fiber from con­

taminated plants can and does 
effect our daily lives. Ever 
land user big or small farmer 
or rancher or other type l a nd  
user has a good chance to d o 
something about m aking our 
country a better place in whi­
ch to live, or keeping it th e  
good place it is now. Our co­
nservation practices may n o t 
be as dramatic as some used 
elsewhere, but they are effe­
ctive and are proven.  We 
may not have terraces parall­
el or otherwise, tree f a r m s ,  
drainage, ponds, l a k e s ,  or  
any of the other more notica- 
ble conservation practices but 
what we have sure looks good 
when the wind begins to blow. 
The only place the land natu­
rally stays bare all year round 
is in the DESERT and we know

we are not living in one, yet. 
Cropland and Ranchland and 
Wild life or Recreation l and  
needs to have a COVER during 
the time when damage f r o m 
wind or water is most likely to 
occur. We can have this co­
ver if only we plan ahead,use 
what we have, work with our 
natural plant residue and oth­
er type vegetation that grows 
on the land we use.
