Food Commodity Program

Mr. Reese Wilkerson of Denver City, who is supervisor of the 
Yoakum County Commodity program, was at the courthouse 
last week making arrangements for the interviewing of applic­
ants and arranging for office space and storage of the supply of 
foods which will be distributed under this program.

Mr. Wilkerson stated that he will be in his office at the o ld  
Ford building in Denver City Tuesday, March 24th and Wedne­
sday the 25th, and each Tuesday and Wednesday for the tw o  
weeks following. He w ill be in Plains on Thursday, March 26 
th at the Commissioners' Court room and each Thursday of the 
two weeks followings. Office hours w ill be from 9 a. m. to 4 p. 
m. for the purpose of interviewing applicants.

The first applicants were interviewed on March 18th and only 
ten applications had been received.

Mr. Wilkerson stated that applicants for the food assistance  
should be the head of the family if at all possible. If it is im­
possible for the husband to be present, a wife may apply. But 
if the application is approved, the head of the family w ill def­
initely have to appear for his signature, before any food issue 
can be made.

7 percent.

The FBI Director noted that 
the violent crime of armed ro­
bbery made up 61 percent of 
all robbery offenses. S t r e e t  
robbery made up over one-half 
of all robbery offenses and rose 
15 percent. Street larcencies  
recorded a 12 percent rise over 
1968 and made up 61 percent cf 
all larceny offenses. Serious a- 
ssaults where a gun was used as 
the weapon rose 12 percent and

nearly one out of every four ag­
gravated assaults was commit­
ted with a gun.

The figures released by the 
FBI disclose that in 1969 police 
arrests for criminal acts, exc­
luding traffic offenses, incre­
ased 7 percent. Arrest of adul­
ts rose 6 percent, while arrest 
of juveniles continued to clirrb 
in 1969 with an 11 percent rise.

Final crime figures and cri­
me rates per unit of population 
will be available in the detai­
led annual Uniform Crime Re­
ports scheduled for release in

The ancients used if for me­
dicinal purposes as well as for 
food. In early Germany, Ca­
rrots were finely chopped, br­
owned and used as a c o f f e e  
substitute.

Carrots came to America du­
ring early Colonial time s and 
were quickly adapted by th e  
Indians as a source of f o o d . 
Since that time, t hey  h a v e  
become one of our pop u 1 a r 
commercial vegetable crops, 
reports the U. S. D epartm ent 
of Agriculture, with growing 
areas primarily in Texas, Ca­
lifornia and Arizona.

When buying, look for carr­
ots which are well form ed , 
smooth, well-colored and fi­
rm. Avoid roots with l a r g e  
green "sunburned" areas a t 
the top ( which must be trim­
med) and roots which are fla­
bby from wilting or show spo­
ts of soft decay.

In carrot preparation, clean­
ing is the first step. Rem o v e  
any foliage, trim top and bo­
ttom ends. Then, using a pa­
ring knife, vegetable p a r e r  
or stiff brush, carefully remo­
ve the outer surface of e a c h  
carrot—carefully, because i t  
is a cleaning process and care 
should be taken not to waste 
any of the flavorful c a r r o t  
"m eat."

Crispy, fresh carrots are ea­
sily cut into a variety of me­
nu enhancing shapes. Carrot 
sticks, rounds, semi-circles, 
pie-shaped bits, along w i t h  
curls and finely grated shreds 
are quick, bright ways of add-

During this two year period, 
the Division has had instructo­
rs traveling to various parts of 
the state presenting an educa­
tional concept of durg abuse 
control.

The actual course consists of

—ordinarily the film entitled 
"Marihuana", a "no preaching, 
tell-it-like-it-is" film. T he 
fiml depicts a "pot party" bei­
ng raided by the police. As 
each person istaken from th e  
party to awaiting patrol c a r s , 
each expresses his or her own 
thoughts about smoking marih­
uana and defends the use of it.

As the film progresses, how­
ever, each of these defenses is 
refuted with sound, proven ev­
idence.

After the film has been sho­
wn, the program is opened to  
student participation through 
a question-and-answer period, 
and drug literature is distribu­
ted.

Although the course covers 
all drugs, marihuana and LSD 
seem uppermost in the mi n d  s 
of the students.

The whole idea of the educ­
ation approach is to make the 
students think about the dang­
ers of drugs.

200, 000 acres in soybeans in 
1969. Assuming average yields 
che crop value was estimated 
to be over 10 million dollars to 
High Plains Farmers.

Extensive research on irriga­
tion, fertilization, and cultural 
practices on soybeans at the Hi­

gh Plains Research Foundation 
has resulted in increased yields 
and reduced costs for farmers 
throughout the area.

"Many factors are responsi­
ble for the growth and popular­
ity of the crop but much credit 
is due to development of new  
and improved varieties fo r  the

High Plains, " Owen said.
The High Plains Research Fo­

undation has been at the f ront  
of soybean research since it be­
gan an extensive breeding pro­
gram in 1960 and developed the 
Hinn, Patterson and HP-963 
varieties for the High Plains Re­
gion. Tests in cooperation with

the USDA have provided essen­
tial data leading to the release 
of the Hill and Clark 63 varie­
ties for this area.

According to Dr. Owen sev­
eral new varieties performed 
well in the 1969 trials and cou­
ld be recommended for limited 
field plantings in 1970. The Ke 
nt variety produced 52 bushels 
per acre last year and had an 
averaged yield of 49 bushels p- 
er acre for the last three years. 
Kent performs best where Clark 
is adapted and would be recom­
mended as an early maturing 
variety similar to Patterson and 
HP-963. "It's best area of ada­
ption is probably on the North­
ern Plains, " Owen said. York 
is another leading new variety 
similar to Hill in maturity. In 
1969, York produced 60 bushels 
per acre and has a three year 
average of 53 bushels per acre. 
York is recommended for areas 
where Hill normally performs 
well.

New and improved varieties 
continue to be developed and 
tested at the High Plains Resea­
rch Foundation under Dr. Owen’s 
supervision. The latest results 
are published in the Annual Re­
port to be released this month.

The practical application of 
ten years research and experi­
ence published in a short Soy­
bean Production Guide written 
by Dr. Owan is available upon 
request.
