5. Producers may request
measuring service by depositi-
ng with the County Committee
the estimated cost for this ser-

EDITORIALS

- Slanted News

A very common topic of discussion these days is "The Sla=
nted News, " This is a touchy subject with all mgmbers of
the News Media, And all cry "Not guilty, " After the many
months of listening to discussions and reading many opinions
as well as viewing the defenses on TV, it appears that opin-
ion still is largely dependent upon who or whose activities are
being reported, as well as the one doing the judging,

If we are in accord with the motives of the activities and’
the reporter gives a non-favorable report, the news naturally
appears slanted to us, If we favor the decisions of the admin-
istration and the rcporter critizes them, we feel the report
was slanted, Regardless of the report or its nature, those who
resent the results have a tend tendency to blame the reporter,
It can be presumed that everyone is'somewhat guilty of this
type of judgment, It is difficult for any writer, even an his-
torian, to be completely unbiased,

When a writer is biased, he is nailed down by the written
word, It is an entirely different matter with the televised news,
The samé written words spoken over television can be slanted
grcatly, The manner of expression on a facr or the inflection
of the voice can slant the intent of a report, To Judge the in-
tent of a reporter is difficult, He has a right to his personal
attitudce regarding his subject, But when an interview with an
individual is turned into a courtroom spectacle and every ef-
fort is made to force a contridiction from the one being inter-
viewed and all questions asked are placed in such a manner
as to belittle the individual regardless of who the subject is,
it is plainly cvident t6 any viewer that the intent of the repor-
ter is definitely to slant the opinion of the viewer,

A recent TV program opened with the grave suspicions of
11,11, Humphrey regarding the recent decisions of the Presid-
ent of the United States on Cambodia, This set the stage for
the report by Collinswood and his opinions of the Cambodia
and Victnam situation, None of which gave any evidence of
support for the President's decision, All questions asked in the
personal interviews were placed in such 2 manner as to cast
suspicion on the President's decision,

Can such a program be construed as loyalty to our govern=-
ment? It certainly gives the appearance of a group of espon-
age sleuths in vital effort to tear the last vestage of confidence
in our govemment and its leader from everyone who viewed
the program, This is no isolated case, it is a consistent pra=
ctice of the TV ncws' casts, Such action by the written press
would he considered sedition, No honorable writer would be
guilty of them,

The attempts on one Sunday night program to tangle and
confusc the Vice President regarding his previous statements
were so cvident that they were disgusting. This type of news
cast which gives so much cvidence of distorted reporting, de-
stroys the confidence of the American people, not only in the
cntire news media but also in the United States Govemment
and- all that it stands for,

The slant is in the air -

AN. ORDINANCE TO PROMOTE THE PUBLIC WELFARE, HEALTH AND GENERAL CONTENTMENT OF THE
CITIZENS OF THE CITY OF PLAINS, TEXAS BY REQUIRING OWNERS OR OCCUPANTS OF LOTS OR PRO=
PERTIES, BOTH BUSINESS AND RESIDEN TIAL IN SAID CITY OF PLAINS, TEXAS TO KEEP SAID LOTS OR
PROPERTIES FREE FROM WEEDS, BRUSH, RUBBISH SUCH AS ABANDONED OR JUNKED AUTOMOBILES,
ABANDONED OIL FIELD EQUIPMENT, ABANDONED HOUSES BEYOND REPAIR, UNSIGHTLY PENS AND
OUTHOUSES, DEAD OR FALLEN TREES, UNUSABLE APPLIANCES SUCH AS REFRIGERATORS, STOVES,
WASHING MACHINES, FURNITURE BEYOND REPAIR, OLD BOXES, CARTONS AND ANY OTHER UNSI-
GHTLY OR INSANITARY MATTER; PROVIDING FOR NOTICE TO BE GIVEN OWNERS OR OCCUPANTS OF
LOTS OR PROPERTIES INVIOLATION OF THIS ORDINANCE; AND IN CASE OF OWNERS OR OCCUPANTS
FAILING TO MAKE SUCH LOTS, PROPERTIES AND /OR PREMISES SIGHTLY AND SANITARY THAT THE
SAME MAY BE DONE AT THE EXPENSE OF THE CITY OF PLAINS, TEXAS; PROVIDING FOR THE FILING
OF A LIEN AGAINST SUCH LOTS, AND /OR PROPERTY FOR THE RECOVERY OF THE EXPENSES INCUR=-
RED; PROVIDING FOR THE APPOINTMENT OF A BOARD OF THREE CITIZENS TO ASSIST IN THE ENFO—:
RCEMENT OF THIS ORDINANCE; AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY
WHEREAS, it is deemed by the City Council of the City of Plains, Texas that it is injurious to the Public Welfare, health and
general contentment of the Citizens of Plains, Texas to allow conditions to exist which is in violation of this aforesaid ordina=-
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WHEREAS, it is expressly provided by the provisions of Article 4434, Revised Civil Statutes of Texas, that cities shall have the
power to correct the evils herein before recited,

NOW THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF PLAINS, TEXAS:

Section 1, It shall be unlawful for any person, firm or corporation who shall own or occupy any lots or properties in the City of
Plains, Texas to allow weeds, brush, rubbish or any other unsightly, objectionable or insanitary matter as described in this ord
inance to grow or accumulate on said lot or properties,

Section 2, Should the owner, owners or occupants of any lot or properties within the City of Plains, Texas allow weeds, brush
rubbish or any other unsightly, .objectionable or insanitary matter as described in this ordinance to grow or accumulate thereon
and fail and or/ refuse to cut down and /or remove such weeds, bursh, rubbish or other unsightly, objectionable or insanitary
matter within ten days after notice to do so; then the City of Plains, Texas may doso with their own equipment and employees
or cause the same to be done by others; and in €ither case charge the expenses incurred to the owner of such lot or properties;
and such charge for expenses shall be assessed on the lot or properties,

Section 8, Those in violation of this ordinance to be notified in writing or by letter addressed to such owner or occupant at his §
post office address or after notice by publication as many as two times within ten consecutive days in any newspaper in Texas,

Section 4, The Mayor or City Secretary of the City of Plains, Texas shall file a statement of expenses incurred under Section
2 of this ordinance, giving the amount of such expenses, the date on which said work was done; this with the County Clerk of
Yoakum County, Texas; and the City of Plains, Texas shall have priveleged lien on such lots or properties upon which said

work was done to secure the expenditures so made} this being in accordance with the provisions of Article 4436 Revised Civil

Statutes of Texas; said lien to be second only to tax liens and liens for street improvement; and said amount shall bear ten per-
cent interest from the date said statement was filed, It is further provided that for any such expenditures, and interest, as af-
oresaid, suit may be made and instituted and recovery and foreclosure of said lien may be had in the name of the City of Pla-
ins, Texas and the statement of expenses so made, as aforesaid, or a certified copy thereof, shall be prime facie proof of the
amount expended for such work,

Section 5, In order to enhance the fair and impartial enforcement of this ordinance a board comprised of three citizens who
are residents and property owners in the City of Plains, Texas shall be appointed by the Mayor, subject to approval by the Ci-
ty Council of said City; this board to be named "The Plains Improvement Board" and to be chosen as follows; one member fr-
om the Chamber of Commerce, one member from the Lions Club and one member at large, all from the City of Plains, Tex-
as; said board's power be limited to an advisory capacity to the City Council of said City and their term of service to be for

two years each with their only renumeration to be their desire to serve for the good of the City of Plains, Texas, z

Section 6, Any person, firm or individual who shall violate any of the provisions of this ordinance shall be guilty of a misde-
meanor'and upon conviction shall be fined in the sum not to exceed (Two Hundred Dollars) $200, 00; and each and every days
violation shall constitute a-seperate and distinct offence; and if the owner or occupant of any lot or properties under the provi-
sions of this ordinance shall be a corporation and shall violate and provision of this ordinance; then the president, vice-presi-

dent, secretary, treasurer of such corporation or any manager, agent or employee of such corporation shall be severally liable
for the penalties herein provided,

Section 7, That if any:part of this ordinance is or should be held invalid for any reason, then that fact shall not invalidate
the entire ordinance, but the balance thereof shall remain in full force and effect.,

Section 8, All other ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict with ordinance are hereby repealed,

Section 9, The presence of conditions existing as mentioned in aforesaid ordinance for some time and the fact that the season
of the year favorable for the start of correcting those conditions is now present; The Mayor and the City Council having decla-
red an emergency; that this ordinance be passed finally on the date it's introduction and take effect and be in full force and ef:

Now some changes have be=-
en made in the system, acco=-
rding to the U, S, Department
of Agriculture, Both the req-
uired lot marking system and
the temperature of shell eggs
at the time of official gradi-
ng have been changed in re-
cent amendments tc egg gra=
ding regulations.

The amendments were issu-
ed by USDA's Consumer and
Marketing Service, which ad-
ministers grading programs
for eggs as well as other food
products,

The amendment deletes the
present dating system of egg
cartons and provides for a da-
ily lot marking system. The
lot number will be shown as
the consecutive day of the ye-
ar on which the eggs are pac-

"ked, For example, eggs pa="
cked on April 1 would be nu-
mbered 91 for the 91st day of
the year, Other lot numberi-
ng systems may be used only
with written permission from
the Administrator,

The other amendment perm=

its the grading of eggs at an
internal temperature that does
not exceed 80 degrees F,, ra-
ther than the former require-
ment of 70 degrees, Recent
research shows that accurate
grading of eggs can be done
at the higher temperature,

‘These amendments will be-
come effective on july 1, 19-
70, They were published in
April 8 issue of the Federal

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Paralytic polio is still a dis-
ease to be reckoned with, but
history has shown that the dis-
ease can be eradicated by a
comprehensive immunization
program,

Before the vaccines were
available, polio was a disease
to be lived with, But with the
coming of vaccines, and their
acceptance by the neople and
the medical profession, the
decline in paralytic polio has
been dramatic, Research in
this field had been underw ay
for years before the developm-
ent, first, of inactivated poli-
omyelitis vaccine, licensed in
1958, and then of live oral po=
lio-virus vaccine, licensed in
1961,

Because of the availability
and general use of effective
polio vaccines, the epidemio-
logic pattern of poliomyelitis
in the United States has chan-
ged markedly,

In 1955, for example, there
were 14, 850 cases of paralytic
polio and 1,053 deaths in the
United States, Eleven years
later there were only 108 para-
lytic cases and seven deaths.,
This decline is directly related
to mass immunization progra=-
ms,

But what of the incidence
of the disease in Texas?

During the last 10 yéars the
number of paralytic cases has
fluctuated from a high in 1962
of 186 cases to a low in 1969
of only six cases, Total num-
ber of cases in this period was
485, In 1966, when Texas had
78 reported cases of polio, the

Lone Star State had two-thirds
of all cases (106 in the United
States,

The Texas State Departme-
nt of Health has led the fight
against polio and pushed con-
stantly for immunizations, Du-
ring the 10 years from 1960 th-
rough-1969, the Health Depar-
tment distributed almost six
million doses of vaccine,

Polio cases on a national
scope now occur primarily in
un-immunized children in the
lower economic groups rather
than affecting all ages and so-
cio-economic groups, In fact
Texas has more than 200, 000

newborns every year, Close
your eyes to immunizations
for just five years and you ha-
ve more than a million child-
ren in the one-through-five
age bracket who may be susc-
eptible to polio,

This will assure your refund
gets to you promptly.

Thousands of refund checks
are held up each year because
taxpayers have moved without
leaving forwarding addresses.
When a check has been re-
turned to IRS by the Post Of-
fice, it is held until the tax-
payer either writes IRS or files
another return giving his new
address. The refund is then
sent to the taxpayer or applied
to any tax he may then owe.

Q) If I buy a new tractor for
my farm, can I still take the
investment credit on it?

A) The rate is still 4.8 per-
cent for the employee and 4.8
for the employer making a
combined rate of 9.6 percent.
Anyone who paid a household
employee $50 or more in total
cash wages during January,
February and March should
pay 9.6 percent of the total
wages to IRS using Form 942,
Employee’s Quarterly Tax Re-
turn for Household Employees.

The deadline for paying
these taxes is April 30.

Q) I was 65 last month. Isn’t
my boss supposed to stop tak-
ing Social Security out of my
pay?

A) No, employers are re-
quired to withhold Social Se-

i curity taxes on the first $7,800

in wages paid each employee.
The age of the employee does
not change this requirement.

Q) I sent in my tax return
without a W-2 from a part-
time job. Should I send it in
now?

A) If you included the in-
come and amount of tax with-
held from the Form W-2 on
the income tax return you
filed, send the W-2 to the IRS
for association with your re-
turn.

However, if you did not
include the wage and tax
amounts from the W-2 on
your return, then you should
file Form 1040X, Amended
U.S. Individual Income Tax
Return. Fill out this form com-
pletely = according to the in-
structions and send it with the
W-2 to the Internal Revenue
Service Center serving your
district. Copies of Form 1040X
and instructions are available
at local IRS offices.

Q) I just put in a retirement
plan for myself and the three
people I employ in my business.
If T take on some summer help,
do I have to put them in the
retirement plan too?

A) No, part-time and sum-
mer employees usually do not
have to be included in a self-
employed retirement plan.
