Up until the present time inspite of a ll the campus disturban­
ces, fires and destruction of public property and even k i l l i n g s  
for some pecular reason we have not heard of any injuries to st­
udents while in class rooms or in their rooms engaged in studies 
Apparently the parents of students who are in college for th e  
sole purpose of obtaining a formal education have little  to wo­
rry about. For the parents whose children are engaged in rioti­
ng and disruption of college procedure the answer is quite sim­
ple. Cut off the funds and the child will agree to get down to 
its studies or come running home, where they might be induced 
to participate in some more useful and worthwhile a c t iv i t ie s ,  
such as making their own living.

The dissenting student has either a dissenting parent or a dis­
interested and poorly informed parent. In either case there wo­
uld be little rioting if  the parents were not funding the rioters.

It's a sure sign that a boy is growing up 
when he starts wanting to play with dolls!

In reading "From the Hopper" by W. H. Graham, Publisher 
of the Lovington Leader, I found a very interesting article and
I would like to pass it on to our Plains Review readers. T h i s  
interesting story apparently gives scientific correlation to a Bi­
ble account that in some quarters would be considered part of 
our heritage of "religious mythology."

"M inim um  T illa g e  of Sorghum  as a 
Soil Conserving Factor"

Minimum tillage is a s o i 1 
erosion conserving factor pri­
marily by leaving more c r o p  
residue on the top soil and th­
erefore reducing wind and wa­
ter erosion.

Minimum tillage is normally 
associated with narrow rows 
and herbicides. A yield incr­
ease is usually expected with 
broadcast or 20 inch row plan­
tings of grain sorghum.

There are numerous problems 
in the sandy lands of the South 
Plains when using minimum ti­
llage. Herbicides must be us­
ed for this type of o p era tio n . 
The pre-plant herbicides ava­
ilable for use now are not wh­
at we need for our area. Ge­
nerally most pre-plant or pre­
emerge herbicides must attach 
themselves to clay p a rtic le s  
and therefore resist leac h i n g 
into the crops root zone. I n 
our soils, a sandy soil, there 
is not enough clay for the he­
rbicide to have this type acti­

on. If we should get a large 
rain while the sorghum is  in  
the small seedling stage, a lo­
ss of stand could result.

Haromone herbicides h a v e  
also been used to control weed 
post-emerge. These chem ic­
als give excellent control o f 
broad leafs when properly used.

These herbicides must be used 
when the sorghum is 6 to 12 in­
ches tall or after seed set and 
while the weeds are small and 
growing rapidly. The harom­
one herbicides should not be 
used when a susceptible crop 
is being grown near by.

Some herbicides, like M ilo- 
gard and Attrex by Geigy, wh­
en used broadcast on a sandy

soil may leave a chem ical re­
sidue and could be unsafe fo r  
cotton and winter grains th e  
following year. A d efin i t e 
crop rotation procedure would 
therefore be necessary.

Karmex can be used also as 
a post-emerge application af­
ter the sorghum is 15 inches

tall. This should be a p p l i e d  
as a directed spray. K arm ex 
also controls small weeds and 
will give a pre-emerge effect 
for 6 to 8 weeks.

With minimum tillag  e w e 
should get an increase of o u r 
crop residues. This res i due  
would increase the o r g a n i c  
matter of the soil and theref­
ore increase the productivity,

tilth, and the water hold ing 
capacity of the soil. This cr­
op residue would also l o we r  
the wind erosion problems o f  
our soils.

There is a lot of work to b e 
done in our area by f a r me r s

and hervicide companies bef­
ore any general recommenda­
tion can be made for a mini­
mum tillage operation. W e 
know now that with minimum 
tillage and narrow rows we 
must control weeds, increase 
the seeding rates, f e r t i l i ty ,  
and use insect control bef o re  
we can utilize this idea to the 
fullest extent.

The production of dry l a nd  
grain sorghum in Yoakum Co­
unty is especially adapted to  
this new conception of farmi­
ng. The stubble from the pr­
evious crop can be left standi­
ng after harvest to protect the 
land from wind erosion. A ch­
em ical hervicide can be appl­
ied to k ill the vegetation that 
comes out ahead of p l a n t i n g  
and robs the soil of need ed 
moisture at planting tim e. The 
new crop can be planted in the 
middle without mashing down ■ 
all of last year's stubble. The 
stalks from the previous c r o p  
w ill continue to provide prot­
ection for the new crop w h e n  
sandstorms occur after planti­
ng. Post emergence chem ic­
als will control weeds that co­
me up after the crop is growi­
ng. This is actually "N o-T i­
lling Farming" because th e  
only soil that was turned was 
that small amount that w as 
moved at planting time in or­
der to get the seed planted in 
moist soil and properly cover­
ed.

Minimum tillage would all­
ow the use of a plow occasio­
nally. For example, t h e r e  
would be times when k n i v e s  
or sweeps would control weeds 
much more economically th­
an chemicals. The cheape s t 
way to raise a crop of dry la-

problem is too great for any 
one group or organization to  
solve. It will require the un­
ited and cooperative efforts of 
all. Conservation edu cation  
must begin in the home and 
continue through adult educa­
tion.

The importance of the prob­
lems connected with the wise 
use of natural resources and 
broad implications of t h e s e  
problems for the w elfare  o f  
humanity leave us no alterna­
tive. Conservation must be 
accepted as a way of life . It 
is not alone something to  do; 
it  is something to feel, to live 
We cannot succeed unless w e 
accept the obligations of trus­
teeship for the general good of 
a ll humanity. Future genera­
tions are entitled to share th e  
resource heritage to which w e 
have become heir. The ear- 

-th’s population is rising a t a

rapid pace and the earth’s na­
tural resource base is declini­
ng.

off every unnecessary trip ov­
er the land.

One trip that could not be 
classed as unnecessary would 
be the application of phospo- 
rous fertilizer. Phosphorus 
applied on the surface w i l l  
not move down into the r b o t  
zone so it would have to b e 
applied deep in the soil or pl­
owed under after a surface ap­
plication. Nitrogen fertiliz­
ers do not have this problem. 
They move deeper i nt o  t h e  
soil each time it rains and 

eventually there is a loss o f 
nitrogen because it gets down 
below the root zone before it 
is used by the plant. It would 
not produce a very good crop, 
if a ll the nitrogen was below 
the root zone and all the pho­
sphorus was on the surface. Th­
at trip over the land gets the 
right amount of seed in th e  
right place and at the right ti­
me is going to be another ne­
cessary trip. The unnecessary 
trip is the one that adds to the 
cost of production without in­
creasing the yield enough to  
pay for the trip.

According to many of th e  
professional research p e o p l e  
in agriculture, "Minimum T i­
llage" and "N o -T ill Farming" 
is just around the corner fo r 
the row crop producer.

The American pioneers who 
helped to establish towns o r 
took up farms in the wildern­
ess had to settle large proble­
ms in land use. They proba­
bly asked themselves three si­
mple questions before decidi­
ng what to do; (1) How c a n  
we do it? (2) W ill it pay? (3) 
Shall we enjoy the results?

In earlier days it  was thoug­
ht that if every user of 1 and 
were free to answer these que­
stions for himself -  to do what 
he could, what paid him, and 
what he enjoyed -  the probl­

em of land use would work it­
self out for the good of all. But 
after a century and a half ma­
ny people in Am erica beg an 
to realize that something was 
wrong.

Many millions of acres a re  
not now returning a living to 
those who own or occupy them, 
A map of the lands on w h i c h  
taxes have not been paid for a 
long time w ill show this; s o 
will a map of relief payments 
to farmers.

In the rush of settlement not 
much attention was paid to la­
nd, and much was put into fa­
rm land that was not suitable. 
This situation is still going on 
at this tim e. If you don’t  wa­
nt to believe it , just drive pa­
ssed a sandy plowed ground on 
a windy day and see how th e  
sand beats against your c a r ,  
fills your nostrils with dust at 
times, it is almost stiff l i n g .  
This situation was made worse 
by the rapid development o f  
transportation, which gave po­
or land access to markets and 
tempted men to farm it , f a r  
beyond its natural power to pr­
oduce.

Forests have been largely de­
stroyed and so has much of the 
natural grassland. Streams ha­

ve been silted full of mud, fl­
oods have become steadily WO' 
rse, com plete fields have be­
en blown away, and the unde­
rground water level has drop­
ped greatly since settlem e n t . 
The country's soil has suffer­
ed a loss of about 30°/o by bei­
ng washed or blown away. 
Since 1900 the b elief has gr­

own that the man who owns  
land should not have the right 
to destroy its value of the fu­
ture -  instead, he should look 
upon him self as a trustee, ch­
arged to pass the land on in as 
good condition as it  cam e to  
him . Back of die owner's ri­
ghts lie  the rights of a ll th e  
people. Freedom should me­
an freedom to use and enjoy, 
not to wreck.

Soil Conservation is the pro­
per use and care of the land.
It means using the land to pr­
oduce the greatest long-term 
income and at the same time 
protect it so its prod u ctive  
power w ill be maintained or 
increased. Everything that 
helps keep the soil productive 
is a part of conservation.

With proper Soil Conservat­
ion, one acre of land can f e - .  
ed more people than can 2 5 
acres of poorly farmed land.

According to the noted authority 
on botany, Asa Gray, the sharp pro­
jections on rose bushes are not 
thorns at all, but are “prickles.” A 
thorn is a spine or sharp process ot 
a degenerate branch which is leaf- 
less-and indurated. The prickles ot 
rose bushes are merely outgrowths 
of the bark, and do not approach 
the definition of a thorn, whieh is

The subject "conservation" 

is one of which everyone sho­
uld be interested in bee a u s e 
a ll types of conservation has 
its effect on each of us—whe­
ther it be water, soil, air, no­
ise or word conservation. We 
read where scientists are sayi­
ng tliat too much noise is app­
arently taking a heavy toll of 
human health and can b e  as 
dangerous as smog or d i r t y  
water. The health costs, they 
say, may well include heart 
attacks, high blood pressure, 
danger to unborn babies, dis­
orders of nerves and g l a n d s ,  
irritability tensions, not to  
mention die loss of hearing.

The homemaker in most in­
stances is involved and great­
ly concerned about the conse­
rvation of the health of fami­
ly members. Planning and se­
rving meals that provide nutr­
ients for good helath. Housi­
ng and home furnishings, fam­
ily stability, tensions and em­
otional health are topics of st­
udy in tlie home demonstrati­
on clubs here in Yoakum Cou­
nty. Recreation is another ph­
ase considered important, be­
cause it is a renewal of inner 
resources. The horn em a k e r 
is well aware of the much ta­
lked about water and air poll­
ution also. And an important 
factor in a clean environment 
is die biodegradability of wa­
ste materials.

When salt or foam is noted 
in well water, it shows t h a t  
the ground water is contamin­
ated. Sometimes this m ay  
come from our own laund ry , 
as well as other sources. Sev­
eral years ago the d etergen t 
industry developed and produ­
ced a new biodegradable det­
ergent raw material c a l l e d  
"linear alkylate s ul f unat e .  " 
The new soft m aterial w as a 
substitute for the old hard "a l­
kyl benzene sulfanate." As of 
June 30, 19G5 the new mater­
ial has replaced all of the old

material used in die product­
ion of cleaning and wa s h i n g  
products for United Su "cs co­
nsumption. This was brought 
about to reduce foam on our 
waterways.

There arc several categories 
of air pollutants. Soot and 
ash constitute about 10')"' of the 
contaminants in the air. This 
is in die form wc can see. It 
settles on die cartit, soils clo­
thes and buildings, it corrodes 
metal and infiltrates into th e  
lungs.

Carbon monoxide is an invi­
sible and odorless pol l utant .  
Sulphur dioxide, nitrogen ox­
ide and hydrocarbons are also 
large classes of pollutants.

Research in conservation lias 
been going on for many years 
and more is needed. It will 
take scientific skill and know 
how and more too. It will ta­
ke a special brand of kindness 
and consideration on the part 
of a ll of us.

To convert land least suita­
ble for cultivation to pastures, 
forestry, recreation, and wi­
ld life or other uses in w h i c h 
the soil is not disturbed.

To protect and hold in rese­
rve soils not needed but pote­
ntially suited to cu ltiv ation  
until there is a demand for fa­
rm commodities from them or 
until they may be needed for 
the balancing of efficient fa­
rm units.

Good progress is being made 
in planned conversions in land 
use in our county and country. 
In fact, soil conservation has 
become a world wide movem­
ent. Many countries have ap­
plied techniques learned in the 
United States to better conse­
rve their lands and water.

Can soil conservation and tr­
affic safety be linked togeth­
er? I believe they can be. Re­
cently, we were notified of a 
motor vehicle accident we s t  
of Denver City. The accident 
had occurred on a County Dirt 
Road. The wind was blowing 
this date and as we neared the' 
scene of the accident, we en­
countered heavy blowing dust 
which cut visibility to only a 
short distance. The accident 
was a one car turn-over. We 
found that the driver had lost 
control of his vehicle and tur­
ned over after striking a large 
rock which had been out in the 
road. Dust was blowing at the 
time of the accident and we ’ 
believe that it was a contribu­
ting factor to the accident. If 
soil conservation had been pr­
acticed by the farmers which 
had land adjacent the road , 
the accident might have been 
prevented.

Not too long ago we w e r e  
called to Whiteface to assist 
in protecting property which 
had been damaged due to  a 
tornado. While in route to  
W hiteface, we had to d r i v e  
through several clouds of blo­
wing dust. More than o n c e  
the visibility was only a few  
feet and about the only tiling 
we could see w as the cent e r 
stripe of the road. This haza­
rd to driving would have beat 
prevented if soil conservation 
had been used on the neighbo­
ring land.

The damage from accidents 
each year is thousands of doll­
ars in property damage and th­
ousands of people are kil led  
or permanently injured. If so­
il conservation prevented only 
one traffic fatality, it wo ul d  
be money well spent.

This face of the future we 
can predict with some certai­
nty because quantity is alwa­
ys easier to measure than qua­
lity. But what of the quality 
of American life in the next 
century? Here the glass dark­
ens, and split-images appear.

One image reflects an alm­
ost completely urbanized Am­
erica, with 240 million peop­
le crowded into 9 percent o f  
the continental land mass in 
huge, sprawling, anthill c it i­
es. Prophets of this America 
see five giant strip cities hou­
sing three out of every f i v e  
people in urban areas m o r e  
densely populated than prese­
nt-day Japan. Water will be  
dirtier, they say, air more fu­
ll of smog, and for most Am­
ericans the solitude of o p e n  
spaces will have vanished be­
neath the blades of the conqu­
ering bulldozer.

This particular view of th e  
future has wide currency. And 
it will happen, if nothing is 
done to alter present pollution 
trends, migration trends, res­
ource inputs, and land use po­
licies.

What kind of an America do 
these more optimistic prophe­
ts see? Thirty-three years in 
the future they see;

A land of 300 million Ame­
ricans living in less congestion 
than 200 million live in today.

A V a lu ab le  Resource
followed by most of the world 
because of the perpetual need 
for a ll the food that can be pr­
oduced.

The productivity of the soil 
depends upon the parent mat­
erial from which it is deriv ed, 
the latitudinal location, clim ­

ate, the slope of the land, its 
accumulated fertility, s o i l  
erosion and how it is cultiva­
ted and taken care of by man.

If crop land is left uncover­
ed during the winter months, 
erosion w ill be severe. Gull­
ies are caused by erosion when 
water collects and flows to a 
lower level carrying away so­
il particles. It is good to en­
courage the growth of native 
grasses as a cover crop. The­
se in time w ill check erosion

and allow the soil to be rebu­
ilt.

When our soils erode, a re  
badly leached of minerals, or 
otherwise become poor by co­
ntinual cropping, we raise le­
ss food and people go hungry.

The best way to prevent wi­
nd erosion is not to overgraze 
or plow up the sod in dry are­
as and to keep the ground co­
vered by a crop or stubble du­
ring the winter, the time wh­
en the wind is most likely to

Erosion does far more dama­

ge to the land than r a i s i ng  
crops. This has been illustra­
ted by Asia where land has be­
en cropped for several thousa­
nd years. Unless the s o i l  is 
kept covered up by vegetation 
the soil will wash away. The 
large deltas of rivers such as 
the Hwang Ho, Yangtzee, Me­
kong, Erahmaputra, G a n g e s ,  
and the Indus are formed from 
soil eroded from the watershed 
of the river.

With the population of th e  
world gaining each year, the 
need of conservation becomes 
greater. The conservation of 
our soil is not only a problem 
of a few people, but is impor­
tant to the people of the c iti­
es as well as the farmers bec­
ause all must eat. Many peo­
ple would help conserve ou r 
soil if they knew what to d o 
or had the money and t i m e

to put conservation measures 
into practice. It w ill take the 
cooperation of national and 
state agencies, private agenc­
ies, and schools. By working 
together to save the soil, we 
are helping to save liv e s  o f  
people and guaranteeing mo­
re happiness in the future.

This is the kind of America 
I believe in. It is the k i nd  
you believe in, too, for eve­
ry program of the Nation a 1 
Association of Soil and Water 
Conservation Districts is poi­
nted toward building this kind 
of America.

This is your policy. You be­
lieve that a constructive con­
servation and resource policy 
is the key to building this k i­
nd of America.

In 1935, The Soil Conserva­
tion Service was established 
as an agency of the United St­
ates Department of A gricu lt­
ure. The main purpose of this 
agency is to help farmers and 
ranchers use their land and wa­
ter resources to reduce loss o f  
¡soil by flood or erosion.
I Soil is the covering over mo­
ist of the land surface of th e  
; earth. It is made up of rockl- 
iand mineral particles of many 
¡sizes mixed with living tilings 
and their remains. It is shal­

low in some places and d e e p  
in otilers. It may be red or it 

¡may be black, it may be sand 
or it may be clay.

A geologist thinks of soil as 
the loose m aterial that covers 
the solid rock below the surfa­
ce of the earth. An engineer 
thinks of the soil as the mater­
ial upon which he erects buil­
dings or other structures, he

also thinks of it as the mater­
ial from which he builds road^ 
eardten dams, airfields, etc. 
But to the farmer and to most 
people soil is the thin l ayer  
on the earth's surface that will 
support the growth of plants of 
a ll kinds.

Soil is one of the most impo­
rtant natural resources of any 
country. This is why great ef­
forts are made to conserve the 
soil. When the soil becomes 
unable to grow good crops, not 
enough food can be produced 
to feed the people. As a res­
ult, the strength of the Nation 
declines. President Theodore 
Roosevelt once said "When so­
il is gone, man must go, and 
the process does not take long'. 
In the 1700's when the United 
States was still largely an unc­
ultivated wilderness, top soil 
was an average of nine inches 
deep. Today, 200 years latej; 
the topsoil cover is only an av-

The soil in its 
clay pot should be allowed to 
dry out c o m p l e t e l y  between 
waterings.

SWANS A R E
NOT A L W A Y S  

W H I T E

In Australia the swans are black 
Instead of white. This particular 
species (Cygnus atratus) is found 
In abundance among the Islands of 
Westemport Bay. It is on these 
Islands that they make their nests, 
The sight of black swans seems very 
strange to most people when they 
see these birds for the first time.

It is usually supposed that the 
distress call letters, “SOS,” stand 
for words, but this Is not true. They 
were selected by an International 
Committee on Radio Telegraphy, 
and these letters were chosen be­
cause their combination of dots and 
dashes is very simple. The SOS 
distress replaced the older CQD dis­
tress call.

Home Gardeners 
Fight Back!

Young homeowners by the score 
are declaring war on soaring food 
prices.

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This column of questions and answers on federal 
tax matters is provided by the local office of the U.S. 
Internal Revenue Service and is published as a public 
service to taxpayers. The column answers questions 
most frequently asked by taxpayers.

Q) I didn’t think I had a re­
fund coming so I waited until 
almost April 15 before I 
worked out my tax return. 
How long will it take for me 
to get my refund?

A) I f  there are no mistakes 
on your return to delay proc­
essing, you should have your 
refund in June, about six 
weeks after you filed. It might 
take a bit longer, however, 
due to the large volume of re­
turns filed in April.

Q) What should I do about 
a delayed refund?

A) If  you have not heard 
anything about your refund 
and it has been 10 weeks since 
you mailed in your return, 
then you should call your local 
IRS office. You should wait 10 
weeks before calling as this 
period of time is generally 
sufficient for the refund to be

issued or a letter sent to the 
taxpayer explaining why it is 
delayed. To call before 10 
weeks can delay the process­
ing of your return.

When inquiring about a 
| missing or delayed refund, 
give your name, current ad­
dress, Social Security number 
and the date the return was 
filed.

Q) How do I get a Social 
Security number? I need one 
for a summer job.

A) Your local Social Secur­
ity office has Form SS-5 you 
can use to apply for a Social 
Security number. Send the 
completed form to the Social 
Security Administration and 
they will assign you a number.

Q) What do I do with the 
Forms I had left over after I 
sent in my estimated tax dec­
laration?

A) Keep them for your re­
maining quarterly estimated 
tax payments. The worksheet 
will help you determine the 
amount of your payments and 
make any adjustments that 
are necessary. The pre-ad- 
dressed vouchers and enve­
lopes should be used to make 
your payments.

Q) I’m buying a house this 
summer. What records should 
I keep?

A) Your records should 
show the purchase price of 
the house and any improve­
ments you make to it that 
would affect your cost basis. 
This information will be nec­
essary to determine whether 
you have any gain to report 
w'hen it comes time to sell.

Each year you should keep 
a record of the property taxes 
and interest paid on mortgage 
loans. These can be deducted 
on your income tax return if 
you itemize.
