these United States. Are we in truth appro-
aching violent revolution? Has the credo of
a permissive society finally reached the po-
int of moral bankruptcy and the collapse of
freedom and orderly government? Regardless
of how liberal a view is taken toward the
behavior of militants on and off campuses,
there obviously can be but one response to
present happenings if anarchy is to be avo-
ided. The right of dissent can no longer
be accepted as license to foment revolution.
Permissiveness is a harmless sounding word.
But, under its banner, those who would de-
stroy the U. S. system have found a sanctu-
ary from which to operate.

Recent events show only too clearly how
the more radical elements have advanced from

intellectual debate in classrooms to destru--

ctive campus demonstrations, and from there
to the revolutionary tactiecs of bombing and
disruption of major business enterprises.Te
The years of warnings from the head of the
FBI, J. Edgar Hoover,are taking on a new
meaning. Subversion has become a clear and
present danger.Top institutions of higher
learning have become forums for professors
who, under the guise of academic freedom,
advocate the violent overthrow of the U. S.
government.

A reporter for Barron's has covered con-
ferences of far left "socialistic scholars"
for a number of years. These conferences
have been held on university campuses.Their
leaders have been cited by the U.S.Attorney-
General as subversive; and yet, under the
permissiveness of the current interpreta-
tion of academic freedom, these spokesmen
of revolution have been protected and encou-
raged. The violence and bombings of busi-
nesses and public buildings, according to
Barron's, is a direct outgrowth of the'tea-
chings" that have been taking place 'deep in
the groves of academe." For example, the ex-
plosion that destroyed a $250,000 dwelling
in Greenwich Village was traced to the bomb
manufacturing activities of graduates of
"good" schools. The youths that were killed
in the blast came from wealthy families and
apparently were disciples of the "teachers
of communism and revolution."

The roster of bombings, which is the cur-
rent form in which the '"dissenters' are ex-
pressing their displeasure with the Ameri-
can system, is far longer and grimmer than
most people suspect.

According to Barron's there is no longer
any pretense of impartial philosophical
give-and-take in the classrooms on many cam-

puses. Advocacy of revolution has become the.

order of the day. The only protection soc-
iety now has, in the view of many, is to re-
sort to stronger laws such as the recent
measure proposed by President Nixon to im-
pose the death sentence on convicted bomber
and heavy penalties against others involved
in any manner in these depredations against
the peace and "domestic tranqullity of the
nation.
