This year ASCS and the Soil 
Conservation Service have te­
amed up again as they did in 
1969 to give more and better 
assistance in soil and w a te r  
conservation work. New pra­
ctices such as Irrigation pipe­
line, Gathering systems and 
Re-Organization of irrigation 
systems are being carried o u t  
by many farmers.

Last year there were 16 app­
lications made and 13 compl­
eted. This year there has be­
en 20 applications made and 
already 15 have been comple­
ted for a total 18 , 772 Feet of

irrigation pipeline instai l e d .  
This is one of many lasttin pr­
actices that are cost shared by 
the ASCS in counties all over 
Texas and other states and in­
stalled with technical assista­
nce from the SCS thru the lo­
cal soil and water conservati­
on District.

One item that is becoming 
more and more popular is the 
bringing together of se v e ra l  
small wells into a gathering  
tank and then going into und­
erground line or portable ma­
in line to the sprinkler system. 
It has been found by fanners 
that more water is produced ,

wells are not pu mped as hard, 
less sand is pumped, cost of  
pumping is reduced and a mo­
re uniform job of watering is 
done.

Telephone System  Opens N ew  Y ard
The Romain Telephone Com­

G ives W arning

This office has rec ently been receiving a great number of 
complaints concerning the driving of motor scooters, motor 
bikes, and similar type wheeled vehicles by minors in vio­
lation of the law. This ‘concerns both drivers license of the 
operators and also violations of the code concerning muffler 
noise by these vehicles.

Also we have had considerable complaint that the drivers 
of these vehicles are not complying with the laws concern­
ing wearing of helmet and other safety devices.

We have requested the Highway Patrol of this state, toge­
ther with our local county officers to answer any and all qu­
estions by any interested citizen concerning the requirements 
of the law concerning all of these matters, expecially con­
cerning drivers license. However I think that the public in 
general in this county should be informed that commencing 
July 1st these laws will be strenuously enforced.

I further point out that the parents of minors are account­
able under tha law for the actions and/or violations of their 
minor children, and cases will be filed against parents for 
permitting their children to violate these laws.

Extended School Year?
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EDITORIALS
Leg islation  C larified

For many years we have read and watched the wasteful dest­
ruction of many of the artifacts, ancient dwellings and articles 
of antiquity by amateur hunters who have no realization of their 
financial or historical value. There is no doubt that many arti­
cles of great historical significance and great value from an arc­
heological standpoint has been destroyed in the past due largely 
to lack of legislation controlling the collection of such artifacts. 
For this reason we are publishing the following clarifying state­
ment of March 17th by Dr. Fred Wendorf, Chairman of the An­
tiquity Committee, and forwarded to us by Representative E. L. 
Short. Representative Short added the following statementfluote;. 
"I supported this bill in special session last year and it was n o t  
intended to prevent amateurs from hunting arrow heads, e tc ."
It is hoped that our amateur hunters will understand this legisla­
tion and learn to evaluate their discoveries and help to preserve 
many things that are found in their hunting grounds which are of 
no value to them but could be of great value to the Archeologi­
cal and Historical Societies.

To A rtifact H u n te rs .
AUSTIN— Contrary to a recent national news service story, 
the Antiquities Code of Texas is not spoilingthe fun of amateur 
treasure hunters, collectors and beach-combers.

The wrath of scores of hobbyists was aroused when a news st­
ory in early February mistakenly implied that the Antiquities 
Committee planned to regulate all such ac tivities when con­
ducted on private land.

Dr. Fred Wendorf, chairman of the Antiquities Committee 
issued a clarifying statement March 17, in which he said, "In­
formal collecting involving no excavation does relatively lit­
tle damage to our archeological and historical resources. Th­
us, to prohibit it would be an unnecessary infringement on a 
popular activity. In addition, a regulation of this type would 
probably be un nforceable.

"We need a broad base of public support and confidence if 
we are to be successful in our primary goal to protect the fast- 
dwindling historical resources of ths state from needless loss.
I believe that the main source Tor this support lies with the 
collectors and amateurs, many of whom are already well a - . 
ware of the need for preservation. "

He emphasized, however, that the Antiquites Code regulates 
all types of excavation or digging on state property and on pr­
operty owned by political subdivisions of the state.

It also regulates such activities on private lands which have 
been declared State Archeological Landmarks, but at present 
none have been so designated.

Persons who wish to excavate on state or public land should 
apply for a permit to the Antiquites Committee, P. O. Box 
122 76, Austin, Texas 78711.

ude these;

1. Texas first should ade­
quately finance its present 
school program.

2 . Children should not be 
forced to attend class with­
out air conditioning during 
the sweltering summertime.

3. Added building main- 
tencnce and depreciation 
would increase costs, as wo­
uld added salaries for teach­
ing personnel.

To seek answers to these 
questions, Texas school sys. . 
terns are autho ized by sta­
te law to try the "extended

Serve filled with ice cream 
fruit, pudding, or a combin­
ation. (Note; one teaspoon 
leamon juice may be used in­
stead of cream of tartar. Add 
it after the sugar has been 
beaten into the egg whites.) 

Straw berry Supreme

Swirl a whipped meringue 
mixture (had) into a pie pl­
ate and bake about an hour 
at 250 degrees F. Cool 
fill with strawberry or vani­
lla ice cream. Top with fr­
esh strawberries.
Floating Islands

2 or 3 egg whites, as desired 
1/4 teaspoon salt 
2 tablespoons sugar for each 
egg white

Beat egg whites until foa­
my. Add salt. Add sugar 
gradually, betting constant­
ly, and continue beating un­
til stiff peaks form. Pile 
meringue in 6 mourris on a 
lightly greased baking sheet. 
Balee at 325 degrees F. (slow 
even) 10 to 12 minutes, or 
until lightly browned. Or, 
drop mounds of meringue 
on simmering water. Cover 
and cook 12 to 15 minutes, 
or until set. Remove from 
the water immediately. Pop 
the mounds atop servings of 
soft custard pudding.
Eggs are indispensable in 

many a dish, but particula­
rly in light. Huffy meringue.

' Though it is nothing more 
than a combination of egg 
white, sugar, flavoring and 
air, a meringue is one of the 
most glamorous of kitchen 
creations.

To make a near-perfect 
meringue, you should;

"Blend in the sugar gently, 
about a tablespoon at a time.

"Beat meringue only until 
sugar is dissolved.

"Be sure pie filling is me­
dium-warm. A cold filling 
leads to leaking — a hot 
filling may cause beading.

Also remember that egg 
whites beat to greatest vol­
ume at room temperature. 
Separate the eggs (careful­
ly, for even a speck of yolk 
will cut down the volume) 
und return the yolks to the 
refrigerator. These will ke­
ep too or three d ays in a cov 
vered container (with water) 
until you can make good use 
of them in such dishes as 
French toast, scrambled eg­
gs and puddings.

Try some of these tasty re­
cipes.
Merry Meringue Shells

3 egg whites 1/4 
1/4 teaspoon salt 
Preheat oven to 250° F.
(very slow).
1/4 teaspoon cream of tarter 
3 /4  cup sugar

Coconut Kisses

Into a stiffly beatin meri­
ngue, fold coconut (or finely 
’hopped walnuts or slivered 
almonds). Drop by table­
spoons onto a cookie sheet 
and bake at 250 degrees F. 
until firm— about 30 minu­
tes. Makes a dainty cookie.

637-2865
and trouble on filing an in­
come tax return this year. 
This summer students who 
will not owe any income tax 
for the year can fill out the 
new Withholding Exemption 
Certificate, Form W-4E.
This authorizes their empl­
oyer to stop withholding tax 
and they won't have to file a 
an income tax return next 
January 1 to get their money 
back. The same rules app­
lies to some retired persons 
and part-time workers. For

1970, a single person who ma 
kes less then $1, 725 owes no 
tax. This is based on the $1, 
100 low income allowance' 
and a personal exemption of 
$625. A taxpayer over 65 
can earn wagse up to $2,350  
without incurring a tax lia­
bility. If you qualify, talk * 
to your payroll office , but 
you will not ordinarily quali­
fy if you are married, due to 
the community property law 
in Texas.
