Mr. Clyde Fitzgerald Flies to
Plains for Reunion

Old timers are great people and it is always a great pleasure
when these old folks get together with the younger generations
and describe the experiences and exploits of the past, And when
we view the accomplishments of many of these old timers, we

become astounded.

Last week afforded such an
occasion when the Fitzgerald
families of this community
held their annual family reun-
ion in the Plains Park. The
practice of this reunion which
started at the John E. Fitzgerald
home East of Plains 15 years
ago, has now become a tradi-
tion and yearly practice. For-
tunately, this year all of the
living relatives were able to
artend except one of the sisters
Mrs. Virginia McHaffey of
Mount Vernon, Texas, Approx-
imately 65 or 70 folks attend-
ed. The oldest of the clan
was Mr. Will Fitzgerald of Br-
ownfield, Texas who is 87 ye-
ars old.Tiose attending the re-
union are the descendants of
the late Mr. & Mrs. J.E.Fitz-

gerald who came to Y oakum

County in 1905 and settled on
the LK Ranch in Northe ast
Yoakum County, Thisranch
is now owned and operated
by Johnnie L. Fitzgerald of
Plains and his brother Melvin
of Clovis, New Mexico, both
grandsons of the oiriginal J.E.
Fitzgeralds, and sons of John
E. Fitzgerald of Pl ains. Roy
Fitzgerald, who ranches East
of Plains and John E. Fitzger-
ald who resides in Plains are
the only members of the ori-
ginal family who still reside
in Yoakum County.

" One of the most interesting
aspects of the reunion was the
arrival by plane of Clyde Fit-
zgerald of Phoenix, Arizona,
one of the older brothers of
Roy and John Fitzgerald, Al-
though he has enjoyed 80

years of life. we dare not call
him old tor this very enlighten-

ed gentleman transports him -
self about in hii own little
Luscombe all-metal monopl-
ane. The alertness and agility
of this man bely his age by 20
or 30 years. Mr, Clyde Fitz-
gerald piloted his small plane
from Phoenix, Arizona via El
Paso to Plains, a distance of
over 700 miles in approxima-
tely 4-1/2 hours. The air spedd
of this small plane is approxi-
mately 100 mph, Learning of

a tail wind in the higher alti-
tudes, he soared the light craft
over the dust clouds to approxi-
mately 11, 000 feet, picked up
the tail wind and came sailing
into Plains. Such ability would
hardly be expected of an 80
year old man, but Mr, Fitzger-
ald is not just an ordinary man,
He was the perfect image of
fitness and health, straight as
an arrow and as agile as a boy
of 20 with keen penetrating
eyes, portraying ability far
greater than would be expected
of a man his age.

Mr, Fitzgerald's zest for
his speed in space started as a
boy when he traversed the
ranch on a motor cycle instead
of a horse, His flight career
commenced as an airplane
mechanic while in the army of

World War I. A license wasn't
a requisite to a pilot of the old
barn-storming days and this
noble space aspirant did not ac-
quire his pilot's license until
the year of 1954, From that ti-
me hence, he has maintained
his license, still meeting the
medical requirements for fit-

ness of a pilot. .
Mr. Fitzgerald is still a me-

chanic and maintains his own
plane. Although retired now,
he ranched for many years in
the Phoenix, Arizona country
and utilized the craft he flew
to Plains to a great advantage
in his ranch operations.

Mr. Fitzgerald, unlike ma-
ny men of his years, wastes no
time sitting about relating axi-
oms for longevity but asked to
be quoted as stating that he us-
ed no stimulants whatsoever,
not even coffee. He has no
tolerance for smoking and feels
no need for stimulants. He sta-
ted that if a man wished to
keep flying, he recommended
that he fly consistantly, at le-
ast twice a week. He comm-
ended Plains for its air port
and condition of the run way,
though he did recommend the
blading of the southwest-north-
east earth runway, stating that
the present condition of grass
and weed coverage prevented
him from using it and neces-
sitating a cross-wind landing
which is quite hazardous to
this type of plane in the high
winds that prevailed when he
arrived. After attending the
reunion and visiting with fri-
ends and relatives, Mr. Fitz-
gerald took off from the Plains
airport early Sunday morning,
and after buzzing the homes
of his folks here in Plains, he
took to the wild blue-yonder
and sailed off for his home in
Phoenix. :

This man is a great exam-
ple and a great inspiration
for any young man interested
in a flying career. A man
such as he are the fathers of
space flight today.

Water Requirements
Increase With Heat

The extremely warm weather experienced in Plains for the
last two w=el’s hassent many folks skittering to Vacation Land
Those who have been unable to enjoy such pleasure have turn-
ed on all of the air conditioners and turned on the lawn sprink-
lers and watered the flowers and the trees, Everyone enjoys the
few cool days and the respite from the heat.

But now comes the first of the morth and that healthy water
bill and all wonder how they could have used so much water.

In noseing through some of the city records we found that the
heat wave of this month has sent the water consumption for the
City's patrons zooming. The May records run along in the 80
and 90 thousand gallons per day with a jump ahe higher brack-
ets of the 100 thousands. for the first week of June then falling tc
approximately 110 thousand gallons at the end of the first week
of the month, From there the daily consumption soared.

So far this month there have been 12 days with consumption -
of over 200, 000 gal. in 24 hrs. of these days exceeded 300,000
gallons and one day, June 17 the records show a whopping 430,
000 gallons. Yes, it was hot and perhaps many noted that the
water appeared to be much harder. And it was. We miss that
nice softness we enjoyed through the winter and spring months
when the water was consumed primarily for household use. The
water treating plant is designed for 100, 000 gallons per 24 hour
day which is sufficient to.treat all of the consumption for these
months but when we have those 400, 000 thousand gallon days
only 25% is softened, It makes a difference that is noticeable.

It may be hoped that the heat wave has reached its peak and
as the plant continues to pour that softened w ater into the lines
