Many farmers in the Yoakum Soil and Water Conservation 
District are planting or getting ready to plant some type of cov­
er or diverted acres land. Land that has been summer fallowed 
in order to control Johnson grass will be planted to small g r a i n  
such as wheat, oats, barley or rye.

Some have indicated that they plant m illet on summer fal­
lowed land. M illet will develop a quick growth and then d ie  
with the 1st frost of the winter. The dead plants then would ser­
ve as a cover and also would help the soil to hold moisture un­
til spring plowing time.

For best results, cover crops should be planted now or by the 
1st of September. Generally in the Yoakum SWCD there a re  
approximately 8,000 to 10,000 acres of land planted to c o v e r  
crops. This year, the District is hoping more acreage will be 
covered, thus a better job of wind control this coming spring.

Disaster is a human tragedy on 
a mass scale, in fact, that it is ; 
often hard to comprehend. A 
case in point is the misery caus­
ed by Hurricane Celia recently 
in Texas. The American Red Cr- 

: oss reports that, in addition to 
the deaths and injuries in the di 
saster, more than 64,600 homes 
were destroyed or damaged. But 
an added figure, perhaps one 
more easy to comprehend, is 
the fact that this one horrible , 
storm brought losses to more th­
an 65,000 famlies.

One morning last summer while I was ill, I was awaken from 
sleep by a singing bird. I had never paid much attention to the 
songs of birds as they have always been a part of the "backgro­
und music" of everyday life.

I knew instantly that it was a mockingbird, but I had n e v e r  
heard one singing with such abandonment, such fu llth roa ted  
beauty.. .  it was like no other mockingbird I had ever heard. I 
just relaxed and listened, marveling at what beauty there could 
be in the singing of a bird. As I listened, I counted eight dif­
ferent varities of tones as he went from a trill to  wa r b l e ,  to 
c h i r p .  T h e n  he  w o u l d  s t o p  f o r  a few seconds, and 
repeat the same calls but perhaps not in the same sequence.

Even though the bird whose song made such a great im pres­
sion on me was one of our more ordinary specimens,I shall nev­
er forget the experience. I had heard mockingbirds sing before 
and I have been familiar with mockingbirds since c h i l d h o o d .  
But this mockingbird moved me deeply, because, for one rea­
son or another, I was ready to hear his song.

Now I am wondering how many more of life's seem ing ly  
common-place experiences that we miss just because we o n l y  
look for the glorified experiences.

Since this awakening by the singing of the mockingb ird  , I 
have tried to study nature more, and I have had many similar 
experiences. Not long ago as I was sitting on the b ank  s of the 
Ruidoso River, enjoying the rippling of the water as it  went on 
its way, and observing the different shapes and varities of rock,
I noticed a fem growing from the side of one of them. It d id 
not seem to have any sod in it at all, but still the fern was gro­
wing beautifully. How many times I have seen a wild and dif­
ferent kind of flower growing unexpectedly where there were no 
others like it; the different colorings and shapes of the leaves on 
the trees, and the unexpected surprise of finding a "prairie dog 
town" just north of our city limits.

What does this have to do with my mockingbird experience? 
It indicates to me how much more meaningful and significant 
any experience can be if we are ready for it. All change, a l l  
growth, all development is from within, outward. There is no­
thing to be gained by lamenting unpleasant conditions or c om - 
plaining about unsatisfactory circumstances. You will s e e  a 
change for the better when you axe ready to change your think­
ing, your attitude, for the better. Just deciding that you want 
yourself to be different and better is a positive action in itself. 
You may not realize what is happening right away; you may not 
see any forward changes at once. But then, perhaps, y o u ' l l  
suddenly hear a bird singing, and realize that for the first time, 
you're really hearing the song!

You have been told about my Manx mother cat, h e r  o n e  
year old kitten, and the four baby kittens that were bom about 
three months ago. Well, about a month ago, my one year old 
cat became so thin that I was worried about him or her, which­
ever it happened to be. I began giving them more toe  a t  b u t 
still it would not fatten. Then the other morning as John and I 
were sitting at the breakfast table, John said; "Be quiet, but go 
to the door and look ou t." And to my surprise there sat a yellow 
baby kitten and a grey baby kitten not more than four weeks old. 
How wonderful and surprising nature can be, but a t least I knew 
why I could not fatten my one year old "mother" cat, and  i t  
was easily seen which sex she happened to be.

The Plains Independent  
School District is in the pro­
cess of launching a new build - 
ing program.

A building contract has be­
en let for a new building to  
house die vocational training 
facilities and a new scho o 1 
bus garage and repair shop.

The vocational training 
building will call for an ex­
penditure of approximatly 
$165,000. It is slated to  be 
one of the finest facilities of 
its kind in this West Texas ar­
ea when completed.

The site for the new build­
ing has been cleared, s t e e l  
has been ordered and work wi- 
will commence as m ate r i a I 
is delivered.

Before 1921, the person with 
diabetes didn't worry about le­
ading a normal life. He wor­
ried about death. But then in­
sulin was discovered and a da­
ily shot helped keep the dia­
betic alive. Although the d i­
scovery of insulin was a major 
scientific discovery, the sea­
rch continued for an o r a l l y  
active anti-diabetes drug. The 
first oral drugs have been dev­
eloped.

Diabetes is a co n d itio n  in  
which the body is unable to  
use food properly, especially 
the carbohydrates in the body. 
Diabetics have difficulty turn­
ing these sugars and starches 
into energy. An individual's 
body normally produces a sub­
stance called insulin, w h i c h  
enables the body to burn up 
sugar for energy or store it for 
later use.

Diabetes is an inherited trait 
as far as we know. The cause 
is not enough insulin or an in­
terference with the action of 
insulin in the body. Diabetes 
is a disorder which may have 
existed from birth. In s o m e  
cases, many years may pa s s  
before diabetes i s d e t e c t e d .  
Any one of a number of fact­
ors can trigger this revelation- 
such as being overweight, ha­
ving an infection, stress, or 
the aging body’s lessened ab­
ility to handle carbohydrates.

Diabetes tends to run in fa­
milies. About one out of 60 
Americans has this disorder, or 
over four million people. Two 
million or more of these peo­
ple are unaware that they ha­
ve the disease. Twenty-two 
percent of our population ca­
rry the genes for diabetes.

Anyone at any age can dev­
elop the disease. Approxim­
ately one out of every 2, 500 
children is diabetic. However, 

.diabetes is essentially a dise­
ase of middle age; 4 out of 5 
people with diabetes are 45 
years old or over. Other gro­
ups particularly susceptible are 
women, especially those who 
have had large babiesi th e  
overweight, and relatives o f  
other diabetics.

Some of die common symp­
toms of diabetes are excessive 
thirst, frequent urination ex­
cessive hunger, weight less, 
failing eyesight, intense itch­
ing, pain or numbness in fin­
gers and toes, weakness, tire­
dness, and drowsiness. Not all 
these symptoms are p r e s e n t  
in every diabetic. Some ha­
ve only one or two symptoms. 
Others do not have any appa­
rent symptoms and are called 
hidden diabetics. A regu 1 a r 
check-up is the best possible 
way to detect die disease ear­
ly enough to control it  properly.

A u s t i n ; - -  T r a f f i c  crash­
es during July tapped the wall­
ets of Texans for $59 million, 
according to the Texas Saftey 
Association.

TSA says there has been a con; 
tinuing increase in the number 
of traffic crashes and fayilities 
on the states Farm to Market ro­
ad system. Preliminary reports 

for July show collisions on the ru­
ral road system are up 26 per 

cent over the same period last 
year. A similar trend was first 
reported by TSA in April.

The statewide saftey group sa­
id today that traeeic crashes du­
ring the first seven months of 
the year have cost nearly $400 
million.

Whole the F arm to Market ro­
ads are experiencing increases 
in accidents and deaths, towns 
with populations under 2,500 
are showing a 10 per cent dec­
rease in accidents and a 16 per 
cent decrease in fatalities.

The Texas Saftey Association 
si’ys motorist using the states ru­
ral road systems need to excerise 
extra caution since there are sp­
ecial hazards like slow driving 
and slow-moving vehicals.

TSA also pointed to the need 
for motorist to utilize their sa­
ftey belts while driveing on any ' 

Iroadway, since their use canin- 
cresc chances of survival if an 
accident does occur. The group 
also said accidents and fatalities 
can be reduced if Texans will 
obey traffic laws and "Drive Fr­
iendly".

T A X  MAN
TAX MAN SAM SEZ;

The good tax folks pride 
themselves on having most A- 
merican taxpayers voluntarily 
comply with the law. IRS- has 
a lot of proof that most Amer­
icans are fairly honest and law' 
abiding.. at least in Feder a 1 
tax matters. However, in spite 
of all the talk about voluntary 
compliance, there is another 
side. A few thoroughly screen­
ed tax fraud or tax evasion 
cases are selected each year, 
for the thorough type of inves­
tigation required of the Gover­
nment in making a case that 
will send a tax cheater to jail. 
During the past six months, the 
court records show that the U. 
S. Attorney and the Internal 
Revenue Special Agents who 
investigate tax cases, took 9 
taxpayers to court. These tax­
payers included an attorney, 
Wo truck'owners and operat­
ors, a salesman, w o  manu­
facturers, a TV repairman, a 
Saving & Loan Association Vi­
ce President, and a used c a r  
dealer. Six were charged with 
filing false income tax returns 
w o were charged .with not fi­
ling any income tax returns at 
all, and one was charged with 
withholding Federal taxes from 
his employees and keeping the 
money. The court records in 
these and the 2000 similar 
cases across the country e a c h  
year indicate that complying 
with the. tax laws can eventu­
ally become mandatory.
