ON THE FIRST KICKOFF

Yes, that’ s exactly what happened, but oddly enough, the 
score doesn't show it. Such games rarely happen and few peo­
ple believe them unless they are there to wimess the onslaught. 
Most people want to forget a game of this nature, but I'm sure 
the Cowboys won't and I hope the fans never do. WHY? Well, 
if  you were there, 'you saw the Cowboys march up the f i e l d  
in command, running wide and up the middle, passing occas­
ionally to break the defense, and making running room where 
there was none. You saw the defense as they halted the Indians 
time and again, picked off an occassional pass, and b l i t z e d  
with determination that found a lot of folks getting up a nd 
dusting themselves off. You saw a hard-working crew of young 
men made up of mostly sophmores, a few freshmen and juniors, 
and three seniors tackle a team of Class-AA size. You saw 
them trounce the Indians for three solid quarters until scattered 
minor injuries, and the poorest run of luck since Custer's outing 
in the low place, brought them down. You saw a proud bunch 
of boys, who allowed the Indians to touch the ball only 14 tim­
es the entire first half. Plains carried the ball for 33 plays in 
the same half. Morton made 3 first downs only 44 yards on the 
ground to 80 for the Cowboys.

The opening k ick-off viewed the Cowboys put ting a t i g h t  
grip on the Morton run-back. Morton paced off two quick first 
downs before the Cowboy defense started plucking f e a t h e r s .  
The Cowboys downed the punt at their own 40 yard line. From 
there they marched down the field in a lengthy series of plays 
to the five yard line. Facing a third and first situation, Tony 
Chandler, scampered through the Morton line, untouched, for 
a touchdown. A truly brilliant play only to be called b a c k  
because o f an off-sides penalty. Plains failed on the fourth do­
wn and the ball went over. Morton carried for two more plays 
before the time ran out for the first quarter. They m a r c h e d  
back up field for approximately 30 yards, where the C o w b o y  
defense tightened once again. After two exchanges o f hane 
the Indians connected for a 45 yard pass play, setting up their 
first quarter touchdown. Their fullback carried it on in from 
ten. The extra point attempt failed. There was, never a waiver 
of spirit as the Cowboys took the kick-off with 3:50 on the c lo ­
ck and marched steadily toward their destiny. Finally, f r o m 
the 25 yard line, Chandler broke through the middle and did 
not stop until he'd crossed pay dirt. Once again, the ball was 
brought back to the five yard line. The ruling was that Chand­
ler had gone to his knees. With only seconds remaining, the 
Cowboys failed to deliver from the two yard line.

Cowboy enthusiasm greeted bewildered fans as the second 
half of play got underway. The Cowboys took the kick-off and 
headed up field once again. The Indians held at abouttheir 40. 
The ball changed hands several times and it looked as if it wo­

uld be a stand-off for the third quarter. Unfortunately, anothe: 
play came about that could happen to anyone and at any time. 
The Indians were in hot water at their own 35. They punted, 
and in an attempt to move from the balls path, it pounded off 
the back of receiver Tony Winn. Believe it or not, this wasn’ t 
the bad part of the action. The Plains defense came on the 
field with revenge in their eyes. On fourth down with f our  
yards  to  go  f o r  a f i r s t  d o w n ,  the C o w b o y s  b a t ­
t e r e d  the M o r t o n  f u l l b a c k  and k n o c k e d  the  
ball loose from his hands. Momentum carried the ball forward 
from his hands. Momentum carried the ball forward and a 
Morton player stumbled onto it. How many breaks can one 
team get in one night? Well, there were more. Plains started 
having injuries at inconvenient times. None were extremely 
serious, but all were on much needed Cowboys. Morton took 
the ball on in from this run of incidents and made the score 
12 to 0, in their favor. They ran the extra point play, making 
it, 14 to 0. The ball changed hands several times and event­
ually found Morton within striking distance. Morton wo r k e d  
slowly down the field. The Indian quarterback took it over 
from the one yard line. The point after attempt failed, leav­
ing the score 20 to 0. The Cowboys were down but not out.  
With minutes left in the game, Lightning Lowe gave a final 
effort to put the Cowboys on the scoreboard. Starting f r o m 
their own 30 the Cowboys bounded upfield. Spectators saw 
Lowe flip the ball to Livesay and then back up the m i d d l e  
with Chandler taking charge. While entertaining the defensive 
line with fak-s, as well as rumbling reality, Lowe hur l e d  
three dazzling passes into the waiting hands of halfback, Tony 
Winn. Winn didn't stop at just catching these passes. H e 
made them good for 56 yards of this last drive. Things were 
going too good to suit Lady Luck. The following play found 
Lowe lying on the ground, and out of action. With seconds 
remaining the Indians took charge and ran the clock out. The 
score ended 20 to 0, but those who saw the game,, know that 
the two had no relations theoretically or otherwise.

[Fields Crop Toni

One of the interesting stops seen on the Annual Field Cr o ps  
Tour held Friday Morning, September 11, was the g r a i n  s o r -  

G. Hartman Farm. This field had b e e n  
adequately fertilized and watered in an effort to p r o d u c e  
maximum yield. The crop has been guessed to produce a b o v e  
5,000 pounds per acre. Some have guessed as high as 7 , 0 0 0 
pounds. On this same farm last year, the yield was 5,000 lbs. 
per acre and the crop was planted in 27 inch rows. The field 
is practically weed free, even though no chemicals were used 
to control weeds. The crop was spayed one time for g r e e n  
bug control.

The 46 people on the tour saw some good crops and also some 
poor ones. There were fields along the route of the tour that  
were fairly free of weeds, but there were enough weedy fields 
to make them realize that weed control in grain sorghum crops 
is dedinitely a problem. Farmers are anxiously awaiting the 
development of a herbicide that can be safely used in sandy  
soils. The weed control demonstration on the M. T. S m ith  
farm shows that some control can be obtained from chemicals 
provided they are properly used.

The demonstrations seen on the tour will be recorded.m the 
Crops Demonstration Handbook scheduled to be compiled about 
the last of February.

1 In order to vote absentee by 
mail in this election, a voter 
must; (1) be able to appear No­
vember 3 at the polling place 
because of sickness or physical 
disability; or (2) expect to be 
absent from his county o f resi­
dence on November 3 and du­
ring the county clerk's office 
hours throuhgout the p e r i o d  
Oct. 14-Oct. 30, inclusive.

A ll applications for absence 
ballots must be received in the 
county clerk's office no later 
than Oct. 30.

Details as to absentee voting 
Iprocedure may be obtained fr­
om a voter's county clerk. Ge­
nerally, these provisions apply;

A voter applying for an abs­
entee ballot by reason of sick­
ness or physical disability mu­
st mail his application to the 
county clerk. It should be acc­
ompanied by the voter's regi- 
strationcertificate, and by a 
certificate of a duly licensed 
physician, chiropractor or acc-

redited Christian Science pra 
ctitioner certifying to the vot­
er's illness or physical disabi­
lity.

A voter desiring tovote abs­
entee by reason of absence fr­
om the county may either de 
liver or mail his application 
for absentee ballot to the cou­
nty clerk. In the application 
the voter must state that he 
expects to be absent f r o m  the 
county on election day and du 
ring the clerk's regular office 
hours for the entire period of 
personal appearence absentee 
voting (Oct. 14- Oct. 30 ). 
The absentee ballot then must 
be mailed to the voter at an 
address outside his county of 
residence. Also, the envelope 
in which the voter returns the 
ballot must be postmarked fr­
om a point outside his county 
of residence.

Voter registration in Texas 
this year hit an all time high 
of 4,150,645. On Nov. 3, vo ­
ters will express their prefer-' 
enee in state, district and 
local races, as well as on se­
ven proposed state constituti­
onal amendments.

Aromatic seeds from around the world have invaded the spice 
shelf. Poppy, Caraway, Sesame, Anise, and Fennel, Five aro­
matic seed?, are called baking seeds because they add flavor p i­

us a crunchy texture to breads, cakes and cookies.

Spices provide numerous ways to vary the taste of foods and so 
contribute to the food budget. Buttered snap beans take on a new 
flavor when showered with toasted sesame seeds. Baked potatoes 
make a tasty side dish when seasoned with toasted poppy seeds. 
Scrape the pulp from the potatoes, season and add butter and a 
little hot milk plus toasted poppy seeds. Put back into the shell 
and brown in the oven. Apple pie becomes a second-helping 
tempter when fennel seed is sprinkled over the sliced apples be­
fore sealing with the top crust.

Air-dried mushroom pieces, having a flavor comparable to 
that o f freeze-dried mushrooms selling for twice as much, is a 
recent development of USDA’S Agricultural Research Service.

Air-dried mushrooms are dehydrated pieces that retain the 
distinctive flavor and light color of fresh mushrooms. The mush, 
room pieces will keep for at least seven months without f l a v o r  
loss, if processed according to USDA research.

The mushroom pieces were developed to enable the d o m e s t ­
ic mushroom industry to compete with imported mushrooms.
