PLAINS— Texas Secretary o f  
State, Martin Dies,Jr., has in­
formed Yoakum County Tax 
Assessor-Collector, E.W.Craig 
and other similar officers arou­
nd the state to begin accepting 
the registration of all voter ap­
plicants who are 18 years or 
above or who will be 18 before 
March 1,1972.

Dies issued his order to the 
individual counties Tuesday, 
December 29th.

Dies reminded that those who 
are 18 or 21 years o f age may 
vote in federal elections as per 
the recent supreme court ruling 
on the fact that the states have 
jurisdiction on who is allowed 
to vote in state and local elect­
ions.

There are no federal elections 
scheduled for 19 71, unless there 
may be a special election for 
a U.S. Representative or Senat­
or post. This being the case, the 
youthful voters will have to wa­
it until 1972 to exercise t he i r  
privilege of ballot.

Voter registration certificates 
issued to those under21 w i l l  
bear a special stamp "Federal 
Elections Only Until 21 Years 
Of A ge." The certificate must 
also carry the date of birth of 
the under-21 voter.

The Texas Legislature will li­
kely consider the participation 
of the under-21 voter in sta re 
and local elections when the 
new session convenes in January.

You can look up 
and say, "I can never make it. It's beyond me. ” Or you ca n  
look behind you, look down, and see how far you have come.
'ou can see the difficulties you have conquered, the climb you 

tave made. Then when you looft up, you look up not in dismay 
jut in faith and with new resolution.

God sees in us the capacity for reaching greater goals than 
|any we have set for ourselves. We are restless and dissatisfied 
with ourselves when we feel that we are marking time, when 
we know within ourselves, even if no one else knows, that we are 
capable of far more than we have yet been able to achieve.

P s y c h o l o g i s t s  say that most of us do not use even ten 
percent of our capacities and abilities. Some say that ten per­
cent is too high a figure, that it is more like six percent. No 
wonder most of us are only halfway up the mountainl Perhaps 
the real wonder is that we are that far along!

Income Taxes 
Whats Deductable?

The t ix year 1969 gave us 
a "new look" in the Federal 
income tax forms filed by mi 
liions of American taxpayers. 
No longer did we see the old 
familiar form 1040 A, usually 
referred to as the "short form” 
or "card form". In its place 
we ve re greeted by the new 
form 1040 which was used by 
a IT taxpayers, regardless of 
income or deductions. The 
new forms we re based on the 
"building block" system undei 
which additional schedules 
were to be added to the basic 
form 1040 as needed. To the 
seasoned tax profession. .1, th­
is change in for nu involved 
nothing more than re-learning 
schedule names and line nu­
mbers, since there was really 
no change in the basic tax 
law.For the do-it-yourselfer, 
particularly the man who had 
been filing the short f o r m , 
the results verged on the cha­
otic and the Internal Revenue 
Service learned to its dismay 
that its easy-to-follow instr­
uctions were not all that easy 
A major culprit was line 15b 
(Adjustments). The profess­
ional tax man knows that ad­
justments to gross income fall 
into four categories: sick pay, 
employee business expen.'-:s 
and contributions to a s e l f -  
employed person's retirement 
olan. Nowhere on the form 
w is there a definition of ad­
justments and the result was 
itemized deductions,exemp­
tions, etc. , all being placed 
on line 15 b.

themselves will remain subs­
tantially unchanged from last 
year. The major problem co­
nfronting the average taxpay­
er in 1970 will be the effect 
of the changes brought about 
through the enactment of the 
Revenue Act of 1969. This hi­
ghly publicized piece of leg­
islation could mean signifi­
cant changes for many taxpa­
yers,and could crease the 
burden placed on the indivi­
dual who tries to prepare his 
own return. Asa matter of 
fact the new law has been fa­
cetiously referred to as the 
"Attorneys and Accountants 
Relief Act of 1969” and for 
good reason.

Critics of the Treasury De­
partment charge that the tax 
fonns are becoming so com ­
plex that it is virtually imp­
ossible for the average indivi­
dual to prepare his own return 
and that he has no re course  
but to seek professional help. 
It is true that the tax forms 
have increas d in complexity 
over the years, but it is imp­
ortant to remember that in 
order to be fair to everyone 
they must be complex. The 
simplest form of taxation 
would be a flat percenta ge 
assessed against everyone's 
income, regardless of how  
large or small the income is. 
However, this method would 
be unfair,because it wo u l d  
eliminate tax advantages ur­
gently needed ty elderly or 
handicapped persons, or tax­
payers with large families or 
excessive medical bills.

Accent on 
Health

When you invite a visi tor 
into your home, it’ s u sua 11 y 
someone whom you know and 
like to be around.

But there’s one visitor you  
seldom see and don't want ev­
en though you provide him wi­
th the run of your home a n d .  
all the comforts which you en­
joy. That visitor, says the Tex­
as State Department of Health, 
is the rat.

Just as surely as if by invita­
tion, you welcome the rat into 
your home by providing harbor 
age and fi od--the two necess­
ary ingredients for infesta t i o i  
of any premises. This may co ­
me as a surprise to most person 
since Texas and the Uni ted 
States have long prided them­
selves on being highly sanitiz­
ed.

But, let's take a look at the 
problem to determine whether 
you may be guilty of encoura­
ging rats.

A rat must have food to exist. 
If you have a cat,dog or other 
pet and overfeed i t - - l eavi ng 
scraps around—the rat can sur­
vive quite well. Grain is anot­
her standard diet of rats and 
mice. How about that bird 
feeder? Is it constructed so that 
grain spills onto the ground, or 
so placed that a rat can climb 
onto it? A nd how a bout y o ur  
garbage can? Is the lid tight, 
or does it fit loosely? Do you 
always keep the lid on the can' 

The answers to these question 
may give you a clue as to why 
there are rats around.

Now,for the harborage requi­
rements.

Rats take up residence in se­
wers, in piles of junk and lum­
ber, in heaps of boxes and lea­
ves, in storage sheds,in the att­
ic or under your house. Have 
you heard strange noises in yo­
ur walls or attic? It could be 
rats scampering around.

W ith winter upon us, rats are 
more prone to seek shelter in 
the warmth of someone's home 
You'd be surprised just how li­
ttle space they need to squirm 
through a hole--around a wat­
er or gas pipe or ventilater du­
ct--and get into your h o us e .  
If the hole isn't Dig enough , 
they'll enlarge it with t he i r  
sharp teeth. Then they’ ll head 
for your kitchen pantry.

In addition to health hazards 
from rats, which transmit ma­
ny diseases, rats love to c h e w  
on things, including e l e c t r i c  
wir-s which produce s h o rt c i­
rcuits and firss.

Texas participates in rat red­
uction programs,and Texarkana 
Waco,Houston and Austin have 
rodent control activities throu­
gh Model Cities Programs. Lo­
cal health Mpartments dire ct 
programs in other cities. T he 
i-ublic Health Education Divi­
sion and Vector Control Divis­
ion of the Texas State Depart­
ment of Health cooDerate in 
offering a school c ov e ring 
insect and roden : control. But 
you as an individual can take 

a big step in rat control by ta­
king away harborage and food.
