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Canning Equipment Tested
At Yoakum County Ext. Office

Canning equipment must be
scrupulously clean before the cann-
ing process begins. The bacteria that
causes botulism is prevalent in soil
and collects on crops. Cleaning
fresh fruits and vegetables
thoroughly and all surfaces and
utensils these foods touch reduces
the risk of botulism considerably.

The method of canning may vary
depending on the type of food being
processed - it may be by boiling
water bath or pressure canner. But
some basic steps must be followed in
the preparation of the equipment
for any canning process.

Prepare jars (use only home cann-
ing types) by first examining each
one for possible nicks, cracks or
sharp edges. Discard any defective
ones. Wash the usable jars in hot,
sudsy water and rinse well. Soak
jars in hot water, keeping the water
hot until jars are taken out and fill-
ed with food.

Jars can also be washed in a
dishwasher and kept warm on the
dry cycle until needed. Some cann-
ing methods call for sterilized jars,
for ‘example, recipes for jams,
jellies, preserves and any process

that requires less than 15 minutes in
the boiling water bath or pressure
canner. Then, remove jars from
dishwasher and boil for 10-15
minutes to sterilize.

Wash and rinse bands and unused
lids. Lids are not reusable because
the sealing compound does not form
a seal twice. Bands in good condi-
tion can be reused. Place lids in a
small pan of water. Bring water to a
simmer, not a boil, and remove
from heat.

Any equipment used in preparing
the food should also be scrupulously
clean. That includes a chopping
board, bowls, colander, jar funnel,
knives, long handled fork, spoon
and spatula.

Once the equipment is clean and
assembled, you are ready to start
canning.

The Yoakum County office has
bulletins available on canning,
freezing, drying and pickling foods.
Give our office a call if you need
any of these. We have pressure can-
ner testing equipment available.
You may bring your pressure cooker
by for testing. There is no charge.

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From The Superintendent ’s Desk

Last week we announced that a new and updated telephone system was to
be installed at Plains Schools. Please note that the system is now in place
and new telephone numbers are as listed:

Now, in keeping with our commitment to inform you of summer respon-
sibilities, I would like to comment on the personnel area of administrative
duties.

During the summer it is often necessary to secure new teachers for our
schools. The Texas Education Agency sets forth many requirements in
regard to placing a teacher in any certain teaching position. To become
qualified to teach in Texas Schools, an applicant must have a college degree
with a minimum of 126 college credit hours, a valid Texas Teacher Cer-
tificate, and at least twenty-four college credit hours in the field of
specialization (teaching field). For example, a teacher holding a bachelor
degree with certification in English could not teach math, science, history,
government, vocational education, physical education, or speech, on this
secondary level unless an emergency permit is secured. An emergency per-
mit can only be issued by the Texas Education Agency.

In addition to meeting all of the stated requirements, it is also very impor-
tant that an applicant’s personality be adaptable to the desired assignment.

Then, how do we determine which qualified applicant will be employed?
All applicants are screened by the principal of the school in which they will
be employed, and by the Superintendent. Initially a reference check is
secured for prospective employees, then an interview with the principal is
scheduled, followed by an interview with the superintendent. After the in-
terviews, administrative recommendations are presented to the Board of
Trustees for final approval. The Board of Trustees and the administrative
team strive to obtain the best possible teachers for our district.

I hope these details will enable you to understand more clearly the selec-
tion process used in employing our professional staff. We will continue our
informative series next week when I will again discuss personnel but will
refer to aides, maintenance and transportation employees.

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Parity Dips To
Lowest Point Ever

According to United States
Department of Agriculture figures,
the parity index dropped to its
lowest point in history during the
month of April, says Darrell Bar-
ron, the president of Yoakum
County Farmers Union.

‘“The parity figure for the month
of April was 53 percent, the lowest
since the dark days of the Depres-
sion, in June of 1932, says Barron.

‘‘Parity is a figure that the public
doesn’t hear much about these days,
but is a pretty accurate way of figur-
ing how the farm economy is doing.
And right now it isn’t well at all.”’

The parity yardstick is a method
of determining cost-versus-price
relationships in the farm economy.
The figure is based on prices receiv-
ed and paid out during the ‘Golden
Years’ of American agriculture, that
period that historians have
designated between 1909-1914 as the
best years of farming. The formula
is adjusted for inflation and is
similar to the oft-quoted Consumer
Price Index, in that it is a measuring
stick for the condition of a segment
of the economy. From U.S.D.A.
