Insect Populations
On Increase

Cotton and maize farmers are be-
ing confronted with insect damages
for the first time this year. Cotton
farmers are seeing some high
populations of aphids in various
fields around the county. Kight,

County Extension Agent, feels that™

early season pests control will be
very important this year due to the
lateness of the cotton crop. Make
sure those first bolls are set.

Kight feels like area farmers will
also be receiving some pressure
from cotton bollworm in 7 to 12
days. Moth traps placed throughout
county indicated that overall
bollworm pressure will be moderate
this year.

Maize is receiving some damage
at this time from the green bug. A
green bug is an insect: 1/16 of an
inch long with a dark green stripe
down the back. They are usually
found on the underside of the
leaves. The green bug is an aphid
that sucks plant juices and injects a
toxin into the sorghum plant. For
more information on management
tips and control methods contact the
county Extension office.
