She
shares recipes that turn the ordinary
potato into a delicious chocolate
cake or the sweet potato into a yum-
my pie.

OLD FASHIONED SWEET
POTATO PIE
2 c cooked, mashed sweet potatoes
1 c firmly packed brown sugar
Y2 ¢ butter or margarine, softened
2 eggs, separated
¥2 t ground ginger
¥ t ground cinnamon
> t ground nutmeg
Va t salt
Y2 ¢ evaporated milk
Y4 ¢ sugar
1 unbaked 10’ pastry shell
Whipped topping (optional)

Combine sweet potatoes, brown
sugar, butter, egg yolks, spices and
salt in a large mixing bowl; beat un-
til light and fluffy. Add evaporated
milk; mix just until combined.

Beat egg whites until foamy;
gradually add sugar, beating until
stiff. Fold into potato mixture.
Pour filling into pastry shell. Bake
at 400° for 10 minutes; reduce heat
to 350° and bake an additional 45 to
50 minutes or until set. Cool. Top
with whipped topping, if desired.

Yield: one 10’ pie.

MILLIONAIRE PIE

2 c sifted powdered sugar
1 stk margarine, softened
2 lg eggs

1/8 t salt

V4 t vanilla

2 baked 9”’ pie crusts

K orner

1 ¢ heavy cream

¥ ¢ sifted powdered sugar

1 ¢ crushed pineapple, well drained
2 ¢ chopped nuts (pecans)

Cream together powdered sugar
and margarine with electric mixer.
Add eggs, salt and vanilla. Beat un-
til light and fluffy. Spread mixture
into baked pie crusts; chill.

Whip cream until stiff. Blend in
powdered sugar. Fold in pineapple
and pecans. Spread this mixture on
top of base mixture and chill
thoroughly.

NOTE: Just like Furr’s pie recipe.

POTATO CAKE

2 c sugar

%5 ¢ shortening

1 ¢ hot mashed potatoes

4 eggs

1 ¢ sweet milk

3 heaping T cocoa

2 t baking powder

3 ¢ sifted flour (or more)

1 t cinnamon

1 t nutmeg

1t cloves

14 t salt (omit if butter is used)
1 ¢ walnuts or more (floured)

1 ¢ raisins, chopped and floured
1 t vanilla

Gradually beat sugar into
shortening until fluffy. Add hot
potatoes. Add sifted dry ingredients
and milk alternately. Add eggs one
at a time, beating after each addi-
tion.

Stir in walnuts, raisins and
vanilla. Bake layers 40 or 45 mins at
350°. Frost with favorite chocolate
frosting. (You can bake this in a 10”’
tube pan at 325°)
