Plains Schools serve nutritious meals, both breakfast and lunch, every school day.

All Plains 1.S.D. students receive free meals from our cafeteria. However, Plains
~schools may be reimbursed for meals served to children from families whose income
is at or below the level shown on the attached income guidelines.

In order to claim reimbursement for these meals, a completed application form
must be on file for each ELIGIBLE child. If your child/children would qualify for free
or reduced price meals as indicated in the attached guidelines, please complete the
application form as soon as possible, sign it, and return it to the school. PLEASE
ANSWER ALL QUESTIONS ON THE APPLICATION FORM. An application that does
not contain COMPLETE information on household members and income cannot be
used-by the sckool.

If you currently receive food stamps or “Aid to Families with Dependent Children”
-for your child, you only have to list your child’s name and food stamp or AFDC case
“number, print your name, and SIGN the application. Since you have already given in-

come information to the welfare office, the school can confirm your eligibility.

~ For all other households, if your household income is at or below the level shown
‘on the scale, your child is eligible for free or reduced price meals. To apply for meal
benefits, you must provide the following information and SIGN the application (1) list
the names of everyone who lives in your household. Include parents, grandparents,
-all children, other relatives and unrelated people who live in your household, (2) list
the social security number of each adult age 21 or older. If an adult does not have a
“social security number print “None”,.(3) list total monthly income and amount of in-
