Tampering with a meter, unauthorized connections of 
service and diverting electrical energy for the purpose 
of reducing KiloWatt-hour registration or to avoid 
payment for energy is Illegal.

All members/owners of tea County Electric should report 
any case of meter tampering to the Cooperative. As an 
owner of the* Cooperative, * when someone steals electri­
city from the Cooperative,' you are going to end up 
paying 'for it. This is one way you, as a member, can 
help control the cost of electricity.

Hie South Plains Public Health Dis­
trict has been advised that there is currently wide­
spread use of a Chinese herbal medication called 
SAN KEE HERB.

It is usually packaged in Hong 
Kong and has been distributed un^er several dif­
ferent names among them CHUIFONG and MIR­
ACLE HERB.

Asseys of this so called herb have 
revealed several potentially harmful contami­
nants. The drugs include a corticosteroid, a diu­
retic, an anti-inflammatory and a tranquilizer all in 
various combinations which when taken as di­
rected could be both habitforming and dangerous. 
Lead and Cadium have also been found as con­
taminants. Either of these heavy metals can be 
toxic when taken even in small amounts.

The health department advises all who 
are taking SAN KEF. HERB to be aware of its 
danger. Further advise should be sought from 
local physicians. Please contact your local office 
of the South Plains Health Department for any 
further information or assistance.
