Announcing CRP Sign-Ups
There will be a limited CRP sign­

up in Yoakum County through March 
15,1991 at the Yoakum County ASCS 
Office.

The county has exceeded its al­
lowable 25% of cropland acres in CRP 
so the only eligible practices will be 
for windbreak establishment The acres

that can be signed up are only those 
acres involved in the strips where the 
trees are planted.

The contracts will be for 10 or 15 
years, but a 30 year easement on the 
acreage must be granted to the gov­
ernment and listed on the deed for the 
land.

Conservationist Advises Time 
Is Running Out For Options

"From 1985 to 1990, we scram­
bled to assemble conservation plans in 
Yoakum County," said Edwin Liven- 
good. District Conservationist for the 
USDA-Soil Conservation Service at 
Plains.

"We sorely complained o f the 
shortness of planning time. After all, 
time was short."

Edwin Livengood said, "Given 
that time frame, many producers hur­
riedly made decisions on conservation 
practices and techniques unfamiliar to 
them. Some producers didn’t have the 
proper equipment to carry out their 
plan.

"The year 1990 was a learning ex­
perience for all. But now these plans 
need to be applied," Livengood said.

"Be advised, the 1985 Farm Bill is 
NOT fading away," Livengood added. 
"If you don’t understand, don’t fully 
agree, or just can’t live with your plan, 
immediately contact the Yoakum Soil 
Conservation Service office."

Livengood also said, "It’s not too 
late. But it’s imperative to make these 
adjustments now."

Plans, or modified plans, must be 
implemented as scheduled and fully 
applied by Dec. 31,1994. Time is run­
ning out along with options.

Programs and services of the Soil 
Conservation Service are offered on a 
nondiscriminatory basis without re­
gards for race, color, national origin, 
age, sex, religion, marital status or 
handicap.

Dear Senator Parker and Representa­
tive Glossbrenner:

I am writing to express concern about 
the current crisis in school finance. I 
would also like to provide information 
about the Plans school and community 
which I hope will be helpful to you 
during meetings of the conference 
committee. I am aware that you must 
pass a final bill before the court’s April 
1st deadline.

The City of Plains is located in a rural 
county and has a population of 1,428. 
Our school population is 508, and the 
school district contains 599 square 
miles. Approximately 50% of the stu­
dents population is Hispanic. Our me­
dian income is less than $14,000. 
Therefore, even though our community 
has been enriched by mineral wealth, 
our population as a whole is by no 
means wealthy. The primary economic 
activity around Plains is agriculture.

There are no movie theaters in our city. 
Likewise, there are no bowling alleys, 
no zoo, no museum, and no concert 
tours. We have six churches, one farm 
implement dealer, three seed and fer­
tilizer businesses, three garages, one 
body shop, one auto parts house, one 
lumber yard, two dress shops (one of 
which is located in the owner’s home), 
one video rental business, one service 
station, three convenience stores, one 
grocery store, two restaurants, one 
Dairy Queen, one abstract office, one 
flower shop, two small motels, one 
bank, two welding shops, four insur­
ance agents, one credit union, two farm 
fuel dealers, one bail bondsman, one 
water well drilling company, one elec­
tric cooperative, one attorney, two 
beauty shops, one barber shop, and one 
cable TV company. As you can see, 
our business community provides the 
basic essentials of life, but there are no 
cultural or entertainment facilities in 
our small town. We must drive 150 
miles round trip to Lubbock, our near­
est urban area.
The focal point of all community ac­
tivity is our school. Our junior high 
and high school students provide live

theater with their UCL one act play per­
formances. Our music concerts are 
provided by the elementary, junior 
high and high school bands. The stu­
dents at Plains I.S.D. have performed 
very well in academic UDL events, re­
ceiving State honors in number sense, 
calculator and science. We are all very 
proud that our students’ test scores are 
above the State average. Sports enthu­

siasts can enjoy State championship 
girls’ volleyball (1990). The boys’ 
teams were district co-champs in foot­
ball (1990) and bi-district champs in 
basketball (1990). Our high school 
students also excelled this year in 
track, winning second in State in cross­
country.

Please consider how vitally important 
our school system is when you make 
your final decision. We are fortunate to 
have been able to enrich not only the 
lives of our children, but also the life 
o f our entire community. However, our 
mineral resources are the ONLY 
ECONOMIC ADVANTAGE we enjoy 
over any other area and they are 
limited. Our farm land is sand and 
considered very fragile. In drought 
years, our economic situation becomes 
very bleak.
We also stress this point: our citizens 
care about quality education for all the 
school children of Texas. However, we 
urge you to allow us to continue en­
riching our local programs, because we 
do not believe a single advantage will 
be gained elsewhere by diminishing 
our program here. Your thoughtful 
consideration will be appreciated.

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Radio class gives students voice in hi

the Houston Chronicle Feb. 17, 1991.)

PLAINS — In a tiny room behind 
the trophy case at Plains High 
School, student disc jockey Mark 
Hill is ready to rock.

“It was either this or wood shop,” 
he said, explaining how he ended 
up on KPLN, Texas’ only high 
school radio station and the state’s 
smallest licensed broadcast facil­
ity.

The FM station, with a signal 
that barely reaches beyond the city 
limits, is an anomaly in the radio 
world — non-commercial, non­
competitive and non-programmed.

Take a typical afternoon on 90.3, 
for example.

Hill, a 19-year-old senior, 
reach^ into his cassette case, pul­
led out Def Leppard’s Hysteria, 
and shoved it into the tape player.

“Most of the adults here like 
country music,” he said with a 
smirk, leaning back in his chair. “I 
like rock.”

Across the street at the Yoakum 
County Courthouse, the first 
strains of another frenetic rocker 
came through desktop radios in a 
half-dozen offices.

“1 like to listen to the kids and 
hear what’s going on at the school, 
what the kids are doing,” said 
Debbie Smith, assistant county 
treasurer.

Student disc jockeys say their 
most loyal listeners are at the 
courthouse. And rock music, say 
grinning students, really hits a 
nerve with the women who work 
there.

Like now. As Smith speaks, a 
shrieking guitar solo comes over 
the radio. She sighs and turns down 
the volume.

“Most of the time, I like the 
music,” she said with her own 
smirk.

Music disagreements aside, the 
200-watt station has a devoted 
audience. At the 138-student 
school, it’s played at a low level 
over the public address system  
into any classroom that wants to
listen.

Other stations are available to 
Plains radio fans, but KPLN re­
mains popular locally — it can be 
heard playing in the few local 
businesses and, of course, at the 
courthouse.

From 8 a.m. to 3:40 p.m. — the 
length of the school day — students 
taking Janie Crawford’s radio 
class file into the jury-rigged con­
trol booth to take their turn in the 
chair.

To earn their grade, they gather 
stories from the school’s own Asso­
ciated Press news wire machine 
and read a few over the air.

They search through the sta­
tion’s record collection, which has­
n’t been updated for two years, and 
play a few old albums on the 
slightly off-speed turntables. And 
they’re required, by federal law 
and class ^ licy , to keep a log of 
everything that goes on the air.

Administrators say the radio 
station serves a purpose.

“It’s really difficult for some 
students to speak in public,” said 
Principal J.B. Wilson. “This helps 
them do that.”

Smith, the assistant treasurer 
and a devoted listener, agrees.

“When they first start out, 
they’re all really nervous,” Smith 
said “By the end of the year, they 
sound more comfortable on the 
air.”

Adds Crawford, who also 
teaches Spanish and senior Eng­
lish: “It also gives the kids expo­
sure to something they don’t get a 
lot of exposure to. A lot of kids in 
bigger cities don’t get that kind of 
(educational) exposure.”

Radio work also teaches the 
students responsibility, Wilson 
said — the students decide what 
to play and what to say.

That’s a Oawford innovation. 
In the past, radio teachers have 

mandated an all-country play list 
or limited rock music to a few 
hours a day. Students say half 
their classmates like country, the 
other half, rock.

“I give them the freedom to 
play what they want,” said Craw­
ford, also a country fan. “Some of 
that (rock) stuff is all right, but I 
really don’t like it when it gets too 
twangy.”

The only on-the-air rules: no 
obscenities or controversial top­
ics.

There is no minute-by-minute 
faculty supervision of daily 
broadcasts, so students are expec­
ted to censor themselves.

Wilson, to show his support, 
keeps the music on in his office, 
regardless of what’s being played. 
He may be Texas’ only public 
school official listening to AC/DC 
and Motley Crue at work.

Day-to-day operation typically 
goes smoothly, with little dead air 
time and only a few gaffes on the 
air, Crawford said. One student 
sheepishly admitted saying “what 
the hell” while the studio micro­
phone was on.

Most of the students stumble 
through the required news read­
ings, fulfilling those class require­
ments with little enthusiasm.

Dwane Talley, 17, a towering 
player for the Plains Cowboys 
football team, doesn’t speak on 
the air.

Never has.
“I just like music,” he says.
A great deal of KPLN music 

comes from an assembled tape of 
country and softer rock called 
“the lunch tape,” since tHat’s 
when it’s intended to be played.

The lunch tape gets a lot of play 
throughout the day. During a re­
cent visit to the school, the tape 
was played at least four times 
between 8;30 a.m. and noon.

Hill, like a couple of other DJs, 
brings his own music, which can 
best be classified as “just-this- 
side-of-heavy-metal.”

Unlike the others, Hill doesn’t 
read news over the air, nor does 
he keep the log. Three others in 
the class do it for him, he says 
with teen-age bravado. It affects 
his grade, but he doesn’t seem to
care.

“If I do everything, I get a 97,” 
he said matter-of-factly. “If I do 
nothing, I get a 90.

“I can live with a 90.” 
Weirdest on-the-air occur­

rence?

Several years ago, students and 
teachers say, seniors were inter­
viewed on the air about the^r 
future plans when one young man. 
apparently at a loss for a legiti­
mate answer, said he’d probably 
end up assassinating the presi­
dent

That prompted a swift response 
from the district’s assistant su­
perintendent, who bolted from his 
office and ran to the station from 
an adjacent building to take 
charge of the situation. ,

The student was disciplined. 
But the station stayed on the air.

Terry Isaacs, a former Plains 
history teacher and KPLN’s first 
general manager, said the station 
started in 1977 when a high school 
math teacher with an electronics 
hobby pitched the idea to the 
school board.

Trustees liked the idea and 
bought equipment. The math 
teacher assembled the control 
room. Isaacs, who worked his way 
through Texas Tech University 
working at Lubbock radio sta­
tions, selected students for the 
staff.

Things have gone smoothly for 
the most part.

Richie Cullins, another math 
teacher who served as radio 
teacher in the early ’80s, said one 
brush with disaster occurred 
when he noticed the station was 
operating at half the power level 
for which it was licensed.

He dutifully brought it to the 
attention of the Federal Commu­
nications Commission, the na­
tional regulatory agency for tele­
vision and radio broadcast sta­
tions.

“They asked me if I had legal 
representation,” Cullins said with 
a laugh.

The station boosted its signal 
and the FCC was satisfied.

After the first few years of 
operation, costs for the station 
have been low, Wilson said. Now, 
the district’s only major expense 
is $150 a month for inspection and 

» equi pment .

A few former student DJs have 
used the KPLN experience as a 
springboard for their careers.

Irma Lazos, a KPLN disc 
jockey in 1982-83, now works at 
ABC’s 20/20 news program as a 
production assistant.

Lydia Jimenez, a city utility 
department clerk and mass com­
munications major at nearby 
^ uth  Plains College, said work­
ing on the radio station helped her 
overcome a fear of public speak­
ing.
