3. The project to be undertaken will not affect any known local, state or 
national historic, architectural or archeological resource presently listed or 
potentially eligible for listing in the national register of historical places or 
in any state or local registry.

5. No effect is expected on protected or endangered wildlife or vegetation.

All interested agencies, groups and persons disagreeing with this decision are 
invited to submit written comments for consideration by the City of Plains, to the 
office of the undersigned.

All such comments so received will be considered and 
the City of Plains will not request the release of Federal funds or take any 
administrative action on the within project prior to the date specified in the 
preceding sentence.

Release of Funds

The City of Plains will undertake the project described above with Community 
Development funds from the Texas Department of Commerce under Title I of the 
Housing and Community Development Act of 1974. The City of Plains is 
certifying to TDOC that the City of Plains and T. J. Miller, in his official capacity 
as Mayor, consent to accept the jurisdiction of the Federal courts if an action is 
brought to enforce responsibilities in relation to environmental assessments, 
decision making and action; and that these responsibilities have been satisfied.

Objections to the release of funds on a basis other than those stated above will not 
be considered by TDOC. No objection received after June 27, 1991 will be 
considered by TDOC. The Chief Executive Officer of the City of Plains is 
T. J. Miller, Mayor.
