Spills/Occurrences,” is scheduled Feb,
27 and March 4 at South Plains Col-
lege.

Instructor will be Capt. Alan
Breazeale with the Lubbock Fire De-
partment. Each four-hour course wil’
meet from 8 a.m. to noon, 1 to 5 p.m.
