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Behind The Headlines

America must halt moral decline
Judging by the headlines, America seems 
to be in moral decline with violent 
crime, drugs and depravity running 
rampant. But where are the expressions 
of concern or calls for remedy by the 
nation’s leaders?

William E. Simon, the former 
Treasury Secretary and respected spokes­
man of conservatism, is alarmed and 
angry. “Where,” he asks, “ is any debate, 
let alone recognition, that the bedrock, 
pro-faith and family values upon which 
America’s future rests are under firight- 
ful assault, and that, day-by-day, this 
nation is distancing itself from its Ju- 
daeo-Christian roots?”  Writing in the 
National Review, Simon says all the 
talk about the nation’s economic prob­
lems will matter little “ if the hull be­
neath continues to rot and the ship itself 
has lost its way.”

“ To me,”  he adds, “ this is the 
missing issue - it is the real issue; I 
would even say it is the pre-eminent 
issue of the Nineties....”

Such is the case, declares Simon - 
“ when crime among children has 

reached epidemic levels and living 
anywhere in America today is like liv­
ing in Dodge City;

“ when a person committing a seri­
ous offense can expect to spend, on 
average, only eight days in prison;

“ when one in four black males is 
in jail, on probation, or free on bail, and 
two-thirds of black babies, and one- 
quarter of white babies are bom illegiti­
mate;

' ‘when fifty years ago the top prob­
lems cited in our public schools were 
talking out of turn, chewing gum, run­
ning in halls, cutting in line, dress code 
infraction and littering; today they are 
drug and alcohol abuse, pregnancy, 
suicide, nqje and robbery;

“ and v/hen the New York City 
public-school systemiried; albeit failed, 
to ram down the throats of first graders, 
the overtly homosexual. Children of 
the Rainbow Curriculum (Heather Has 
Two Mommies and Daddy’s Room­
mate) along with materials to other 
students describing the joys of mastur­
bation and other sexual explicit top­
ics.”

“ Just as rapidly and rabidly as we 
embrace sex in its lewdest forms,” 
continues Simon, “ wearetumingaway 
from the sanctity of life...Who would 
have foreseen American schools where 
the dispensing of condoms, w h^e sex­
ual deviation is embraced and God is 
expelled.

“ So, this is America, 1993,” 
summarizes Simon. “How did we reach 
such a state - in this land, where for 
generations, mothers and fatha"s bravely 
risked their lives and came streaming to 
these shores to give their children the 
freedom to worship God without fear or 
favor? How can there be such coward­
ice and silence in the face of this outra­
geous trashing of America’s most treas­
ured traditions? Where are the voices of 
the Catholic Church, the Protestant 
mainline churches, and leaders of the 
Jewish community? Where ate the lead­
ers of the Republican and Democratic 
parties?

“ It is one thing to promise to pre­
serve and defend the Constitution,” 
says Simon,' “ But who will preserve 
and defend the values which are the 
foundation of our greatness? If it is no 
longer politically correct to revere and 
defend our most basic rights, perhtqts 
we might recall the words of an Ameri­
can giant whose quiet, lonely, heroic 
courage personified the true meaning 
of leadership. That great leader - Abra­
ham Lincoln - in the depths of Amer­
ica’s Civil War admonished the people 
against becoming ‘too proud to pray...’” 

Interestingly, Simon, whose many 
activities include serving as a Heritage

Foundation expert on economics and 
government spending and taxation, 
offered his essay initially to the New 
York Times, which turned it down. 
Apparently, it was considered too con­
troversial for the Op-Ed pages of that 
prestigious liberal publication. William 
F. Buckley’s National Review, to its 
credit, published the essay in full.

William Simon’s’ words are con­
troversial and provocative. But they 
ring with timely urgency in a nation
desperately in need of awakening. As 
Simon concludes, “ Vital as they are, 
sound policies - less government, low 
tax rates and strong defenses - are not 
enough. America will never be healed

and never be truly strong, until we 
acknowledge, once again, the pre-emi­
nent importance of our values, until we 
are willing to humble ourselves, and 
until we are not too proud to pray.”

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Sex Education ' Hot Topic'
by Monte Hasie 
State Board of Education

There probably never was more x- 
rated material available than at a recent 
meeting of the State Board of Educa­
tion.

I mean, we really heard about sex. 
Okay? But please understand, I already 
knew some things. I certainly learned a 
lot more. If anyone would argue about 
whether this is a hot topic, I have sev­
eral hundred letters as proof that it 
definitely is at the top of the list

Following are some of the things I 
knew and others I learned:

1. Sex education is important
2. The people of this state (at a ratio 

of about 500 to 1) do not believe they 
need the government in Austin to im­
plement an agenda on this subject for 
them to follow.

3. Local control of sex education is 
overwhelmingly desired.

4. The opportunity for parental 
involvement is paramount

5. Intentions of the Adolescent 
Pregnancy and Parenthood Advisor 
Council (APPAC) may have been good, 
but the loopholes are unacceptable and 
have been abused in some school dis­
tricts.

6. Parents do not want their chil­
dren “ counseled”  without their knowl­
edge.

7. There is only ONE SURE WAY 
to prevent pregnancy and sexually trans­
mitted diseases.

8. Gov. Ann Richards appointed a 
Texas Statewide Health Coordinating 
Council which produced the Texas State 
Health Plan. This plan was approved by 
Gov. Richards in a letter dated Dec. 15, 
1992 to Dr. A. Bryan Spires, chairman. 
An excerpt states, “ It (the plan) should 
assist in developing realistic solutions 
to the issues we face in planning for the 
health needs of our citizens.”

9. Hie governor’s Texas State Health 
Plan said, “ The Sex Information and 
Education Council of the United States 
(more commonly known as SEICUS) 
guidelines are appropriate for use within 
the public schools as they provide a 
model that respects the diversity of 
opinions within the community. How­
ever, it would be naive to rely on educa­
tion as the sole strategy in the battle

against teenage pregnancies and AIDS; 
other strategies must also be consid­
ered, e.g., the availability of condoms 
in schools and counseling services which 
discuss a complete range of options 
with teenage clients.”

(I never really thoughhof students 
as “ clients”  before)

An example of the extremist 
SEICUS guidelines would be to teach 
grades K through third an appropriate 
and comprehensive, scientirically valid 
human sexuality education in regards 
to: body parts and their functions, sex­
ual intercourse, living together without 
marriage, gay and lesbian relationships, 
masturbation and abortion.

(If you think these are extreme, 
you should see their suggestions for the 
older kids.)

One of the Texas State Health Plan 
recommendations included: “ ...encour­

aging health clinics to make condoms 
available for sexually active teenagers 
and to provide explicit advice on the 
options available, including abortion 
and adoption, for pregnant teenagers.”

How do you feel about that?
CONCLUSION: Teenage preg­

nancy is a problem and the schools are 
part of the solution. The general popu­
lace does not want a mandated curricu­
lum from the state level. They want 
local control with an opportunity for 
input The general populace does not 
approve of Gov. Richards’ Texas State 
Health Plan.

ATPE members 
say 'vote NO'

Convention delegates representing 
the Association of Texas Professional 
Educators (ATPE) voted overwhelm­
ingly Saturday, March 27, to oppose the 
three proposed constitutional amend­
ments on school finance that will go 
before the voters on May 1.

“ This vote sends a clear message 
to our state leadership that we will not 
acceptaband-aid solution,”  said Cathy 
Fletcher, ATPE state president. “ It is 
time to restructure our tax system and 
develop a long-term solution.”

State District Judge ScottMcCown 
has promised to cut off state funds to 
school districts if the Legislature does 
not pass a constitutional school funding 
law by June 1. Fletcher said the associa­
tion is prepared to answer critics who 
say that ATPE is in favor of closing 
schools. "ATPE is not voting to close 
our schools," said Retcher. "This is a 
vote for the children of Texas -  a vote 
that has been neglected for too long."

ATPE convention delegates also 
passed a resolution dedicating a state 
income tax for public education with 
the understanding that property taxes 
and sales taxes must be reduced in a 
proportional amount so that a per-pupil 
expenditure of funds will be at least 
equal to the national average expendi­
ture.

Several state leaders addressed the 
representative of the 58,000-member 
group, including Rep. Libby Linebargar, 
chair of the House Public Education 
Committee, and Texas Commissioner 
of Education Lionel “ Skip”  Meno.

Meno also was the recipient of the 
ATPE Texas Liberty Award. It is the 
association’s highest honor and is pre­
sented annually to an individual who 
has played a significant role in public 
education.

The convention delegates elected 
state officers for 1993-94.

With a 1992-93 record member­
ship of 58,200 members, ATPE is the 
largest nonunion educators’ association 
in the United States. ATPE member­
ship consists primarily of classroom 
teachers, but also includes administra­
tors, paraprofessionals, retired educa­
tors, students and public members.

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'Robin Hood' 
is not the answer 
says Sen. Leedom

Election Day, May 1, is one of the 
most critical for Texas in recent his­
tory. Not just because we will be se­
lecting a person to represent us in the 
U.S. Senate, but because the results 
will likely affect our method of fi­
nancing public schools well into the 
next century.

If you limit your investigation to 
"facts" put out by the Governor, Lieu­
tenant Governor, and various editorial 
boards in the state, you will be led to 
believe that while the "Robin Hood" 
plan. Proposition No. 1, is admittedly 
an "ugly baby," its adoption is the only 
way we can keep our schools open.

This rhetoric is nothing short of 
blackmail, and further demonstrates 
the paucity of imagination among the 
state’s major leaders. Scott McCown, 
the District Judge in whose court the 
Edgewood case currently lies, had in­
dicated that he favors cutting off state 
funds to school districts if the Legis­
lature has not presented him with an 
acceptable plan by June 1. However, 
his orders are snbiect to stay and fur­
ther review b> tiio Texas Supreme 
Court.

I do not believe that the Supreme 
Court is in any mood to take over the 
responsibility of administering the 
school system. Further, I believe that 
the Supreme Court will in the final 
analysis look at the overall situation to 
see if the Legislature is acting in good 
faith to present a solution to this on­
going problem. The fact that we are 
having this constitutional referendum 
in May is strong evidence of the efforts 
being made to resolve this crisis.

First, assume that Robin Hood is 
voted down on May 1. While the con­
stitution may presently command the 
Legislature to provide for an "efficient 
system of public free schools," what 
clearer indication would be needed for 
the courts to see that this solution is 
not the one preferred by the people to 
implement their organic and funda­
mental law?

Further, if the plan is voted down, 
it still leaves the Legislature 30 days to 
continue to demonstrate good-faith by 
crafting an alternate plan or passing a 
statutory solution which would not re­
quire the approval of a constitutional 
amendment. If you think 30 days is not 
a realistic lime fiame to pass an alter­
native, I would remind you that Robin 
Hood was introduced on January 19 
and finally passed on February 16: a 
period of 29 days! The point is, that 
when so motivated, the Legislature can 
act expeditiously to achieve its desires.

Next, assume that Robin Hood 
does pass. What does this portend? 
The proponents of the plan are vague 
on its effect on individual school dis­
tricts, claiming that it is only a frame­
work whose specifics have not yet 
been nailed down. What we do know is 
that the proposal authorizes over $400 
million of local property tax collec­
tions to be, in effect, confiscated and 
sent anywhere in the state. Further, 
there is no guarantee that this $400 
million will be enough to satisfy the

Court that the system of education fi­
nance is finally equitable or efficient.

What this means is that voters 
could approve Robin Hood on May T, 
and then still have the judge attempt to 
close the schools. Therefore I would 
submit to you that just as a "No" vote 
will not cause schools to close, a "Yes" 
vote does not ensure that they stay 
open.

**Higher taxes. County Educa­
tion District taxes would increase from 
$.82 per $100 to $1. This is in addition 
to your local independent school dis­
trict tax levy. In the near future, when 
local property taxes get much higher, 
the same people who brought you 
Robin Hood will offer to lower or re­
place them with a state income tax.

**Loss of local control. When 
school districts cease to be funded with 
local monies, they largely cede control 
over their programs to the funding 
source: the State.

**Continued lawsuits. As dis­
cussed above, Robin Hood does not as- «
sure equity, but does insure further 
litigation to determine equity.

**Continued mediocrity. True 
equity can be achieved in only two 
ways. Bringing the resources of the 
lowest-wealth districts up to the level 
of the highest would cost untold bil-
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lions which the state could not afford
without a prohibitive tax hike. The L E G A L  N O T IC E
more likely, affordable alternative

would be to limit the availability of 
funds in the richest districts to the level 
of wealth of the poorest. This option

would have the effect of leveling 
down, reinforcing existing mediocrity 
in our schools.

Despite what Robin Hood propo­
nents would have you believe, there 
continue to be better alternatives. For 
instance, I have introduced Senate Bill

No. 58, supplemented by a proposed 
constitutional amendment. Senate Joint 
Resolution No. 16. This plan would as­
sure every student adequate funds for a 
quality education without requiring re­
capture of local funds and the resulting
loss of local control. There are other 
options which would lessen the au­
thority of the courts to intervene and 
define "an efficient" system of public 
education.

I strongly believe that the people 
of this state should demand that they 
receive an affordable, workable plan 
and not this program of higher taxes, 
loss of local control and continuing 
litigation and mediocrity.
