Avila gives information 
on 'Prescribed burning'

Prescribed burning or controlled 
burning is the practice of applying fire 
to predetermined areas under condi­
tions that the intensity and spread of 
the fire are controlled. This practice is 
applicable to rangeland, pastureland, 
hayland, CRP land, and wildlife land.

'This practice is a management tool 
used extensively by range consultants 
and various government agencies such 
as the US Forest Service, the US De­
partment of the Interior, and the Soil 
Conservation Service. According to 
Mario Avila, Yoakum County District 
Conservationist, prescribed burning is 
applied for one or more of the follow­
ing purposes. "To control unwanted 
vegetation, improve forage qual- 
ity/quantity, improve grazing distribu­
tion, improve wildlife habitat, facilitate 
handling of livestock, and reduce 
wildUfe hazard."

Avila added, "On CRP land the 
main use of fire is to revive a decadent 
stand of grass. That is, we conduct a 
prescribed bum to remove excessive 
amounts of accumulated litter and 
other dead material that are stifling the 
stand. This is a problem encountered 
on stands of Ermello Lovegrass in par­
ticular," stated Avila.

"Conducting a prescribed bum re­
quires training, equipment, a lot of 
planning/preparation, and above all 
careful execution," according to Avila. 
"You just don’t light a match and let it 
bum. There are a lot of factors that 
must be taken into account and many 
precautions to consider prior to fight­
ing the first match," cautioned Avila. 
In addition, there are rales and regula­
tions of various governmental agencies 
that have to be adhered to, he stated.

Avila advised that producers con­
templating a prescribed bum should 
contact their local SCS Office for as­
sistance. Because of heavy workloads 
and the nature of the practice, SCS 
policy requires bum plans to be ap­
proved 60 days prior to the proposed 
date of the bum. Therefore, Avila reit­
erated that producers contemplating a 
prescribed bum should contact the lo­
cal SCS Office right away.
