May Select Theatre
And Branch of Service

Officers and’ enlisted men: who
desire to sign wup for the Regular
Army are advised that they can
select the branch of service in
which they would like to serve, at
no reduction in rating due to such
a switch. Re-enlisting personnel
may also designate the theatre in
which they choose to serve.
PYOTE OFFICE OPENS
With the War Department’s an-
nouncement that recruiting would
open for enlistments in the Regu-
lar ‘Army,' Pyote. Army iAir Field
opened its recruiting office at the
Adjutant’s section.

““Enlistment blanks are on hand
for military personnel desirous of
remaining in the service.
