COMMISSION PUBLISHES ITS
FIRST RECORD OF TOWNS
IN STATE

Austin, Texas, Feb. ~The
State Fire Insurance Commisgion has
published its first list of towns to
which good fire record credits had
been awarded for the twelve months
beginning March 1, 1925, These
credits are based on the loss ratio
for the last three calendar years and
range in multiples of from 3 to 15
per cent of the schedule rates, de-
pending on the three-year loss ratio.
A considerablg number of towns are
included in the first publication made
by the commission, though none of
the large cities of Texas are listed.
