Peanut Growers
Urged To Strive
For Top Grades

Peanut growers are advised to
“Harvest Peanuts for Top Grade”
in the Augzust issue of The Pro-
gressive Farmer magazine.

Irrigation may play an import-
ant role in producing top-grade
peanuts, Irrigated peanut pro-
duction was studied in 1953 and
1954 on six farms in Comanche
and Erath Counties. There were
drouth conditions both years. In
1954 the irrigated peanuts out-
yvielded the dryland nuts 44 to
224 per cent. The non-irrigated
peanuts graded 48 to 52 while the
irrigated peanuts graded 65 to
75. With the 1954 bonus, 48 grade
peanuts sold for $1.85 per bushel
and 73 grade peanuts brought
$4.90 per bushel.

Marvin C. Jones, Erath County
farmer, had 71 acres in peanuts
last year, 35 of which were irri-
gated. His dryland nuts made 13
bushels per acre and the irri-
gated peanuts averaged 43 bushels
per acre.

Other factors may also affect
the peanut grade. Growers are
advised to avoid digging peanuts
before they are mature.

S. E. Cloninger, manager of the
Southwestern Peanut Growers
Assgaiition, Gorman, advised far-
» make sure combine or
i1s adjusted to keep for-
aterial and shelled kernels
minimum. Too, he finds
many farmers bring their peanuts
to market with too much mois-
ture. The grower may avoid this
by taking a sample to the buver
and have moisture content check-
ed to see if his crop is ready for
market. :
