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Terraces, Farm
Ponds Are Being
Built In County

T. C. Hart, whose farm is locat-
ed four miles northeast of Cisco,
is building some two and one half
miles of terraces this week. E. E.
McAlister and W. J. Leeves, Soil
Conservation Service technicans
assisting the district, ran these
lines June 13, Hart built three
miles of terraces last vear and is
sold on terraces for conserving
moisture and controling erosion.

E. G. Hallmark, % mile northwest
of Nimrod; U. E. Brown, two
miles west of Gorman; Mrs. Car-
rah Norton, two miles east of

Ranger; and C. G. Stenchcomb,
Jr., five miles west of Eastland.
