Eastland County is one of sev­
eral West Texas counties desig­
nated to receive benefits under 
the Drought Emergency Feed 
Program until May 15, according 
to information today by Congress­
man Omar Burleson.

The county feed program, 
which has been administered un­

Only food grains 
are available under the program.
