EMERGENCY FEED PROGRAM TO 
E N D  FEB. 15, FHA ANNOUNCES

Thu governm ent's em ergency 
feed program  will be term inated  

at m idnight on Tuesday, F ebru­
ary  15, according to an announce­
m ent today by George 1. Lane, 
county supervisor of the  Farm ers 
Home Adm inistration. The pro­
gram has been in operation ior 
the benefit of drought victims.

Mr. Lane reported  receipt of 
the following telegram : “Effective 
m idnight February 15 no fu rth er 
applications for assistance under 
the Emergency Feed Program  will 
be approved by county com m it­
tee.- A rrangem ents should be 
made f. r com m ittee m eetings to 
be held on February 15 as may 
be necessary to act on any app li­
cations which are then on hand. 
Federal funds may be used for 
m aking paym ents under hay con- 
tr a i t  only for deliveries of hay 
through March 31. Approved ap ­
plicants w ill continue to have 120 
day s to use purchase orders is­
sued for grain.”

Mr. Lane explained tha t appli­
cations for grain may be taken 
tlir. ugh February  15 for a 60-day 
supply from the date of applica­
tion. Applicants who have p re ­
viously qualified for feed assis­
tance for a period extending be­
yond February  15 may reapply

on or before th a t date. In such 
instances, applicants may qualify 
for hay for an additional period 
not to extend beyond March 31, 
and for grain for an additional 
period not to extend beyond 60 
days from the date of reapplica­
tion, taking into consideration in 
each instance the am ount of feed 
on hand and that previously au th ­
orized and the period covered by 
previous applications.

A rrangem ents have been made 
for a committee meeting to be 
held on February  15 to pass on 
all applications that are then on 
hand, Mr. Lane said.

He added that a county com m it­
teem an w ill be in the FHA of­
fice on the 2nd floor of the P e­
troleum  Building, Room 216, to 
assist the County FHA personnel 
in taking or renewing applications 
on the following dates: Monday, 
Feb. 7; Thursday, Feb. 10, and 
Monday, Feb. 14.

Mr. Lane asked stockmen to 
call a t the office on one of the 
above dates, or the final day, to 
m ake their applications, pointed 
out that “this will help us expe­
dite  the w ork.”
