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Auto Inspection
Period Dates Set
By State Agency

AUSTIN. Sept. 2. — Homer
Garrison, Jr., Director of tbe
Texas Department of Public

Safety Commission has oficially
sct the dates for the new inspec-
tion period for autos under the
provision of the State's Motor
Vehicle Inspection Act.

Texas motorists must secure the
annual inspection of their cars
between September 15th, 1954,
and April 15th, 1955, according
to the Commission Order.

At the same time George Bus-
by, Chief of the DPS Motor Ve-
hicle Inspection Division, said
that the inspectors from his of-
fice have filed 106 cases against
car owners who failed to have
their cars checked during the
current inspection period. These,
he said, are in addition to those
cases filed by members of the
Texas Highway Patrol and by
various local police departments
throughout the State.

Unable to give an estimation
of the actual number of viola-
tions for which arrests have been
made during the 1953-54 period,
Busby said that he “believed the
ficure to be comparatively low”
due to the fact that frequent spot
checks indicate that Texans have
conformed with the law “almost
100 percent.”

Rising Star Man
IsA pointcd To
FHA Committee

Oral E. Davis of Rising Star is
the newly appointed member of
the Eastland County Farmers
Home Administration committee,
George I. Lane, the agency's
county supervisor, announced this
week. The appointment became
effective August 27. Mr. Davis
operates a general farm.,

The other two members of the
ommittee are Leslie H. Haga-
man of Ranger and Ewing Baker
Jr., of Eastland.

Each member is named for a
three vear term, and one appoint-
ment expires each year. No mem-
ber completing a three year term
can succeed himself.

Every agricultural county in
the country has such a committee
to help the Farmers Home Ad-
ministration county supervisor
adapt the agency's loan policies
local conditions, including
farm credit needs.

During the past year, the coun-
ty committee for Eastland county
has approved 171 loans out of a
total of 258 of applications re-
ceived, Mr. Lane reported.

The Farmers Home Administra-
tion makes loans to family-type
farm operators to buy, improve
or operate efficient farms, or to
construct or repair farm water
facilities needed for profitable
operation. Special livestock loans
are made where temporary credit
1s needed to enable the operator
to remain in operation. The
agency also makes emergency
loans in counties or states that
have been designated by the Sec-
retary of Agriculture as areas
where emergency credit is need-
ed. However, the agency does
not make loans of any type to any
applicant whose needs can be
handled by other credit sources.

Before any money can be bor-
rowed through the agency, an
applicant must have the approv-
a4l of the county committee. In
the case of a farm ownership
loan, the farm to be purchased,
cnlarged, or improved must also
be approved by the committee,
the county supervisor explained.

AUSTIN, Sept. 10. — Smokers
were blamed today for almost
half of Texas’ 151 hotel fires in
1953.

Norris W. Parker, manager of
the Texas Insurance Advisory
Association, said that figures
compiled by his organization
showed that smoking in bed
caused 44 hotel fires last year.
Leaving byrning cigaretts in ash
trays, tossing them into waste
beskets and other carcless smok-
ing habits accounted for 28 other
hotel fircs.

Electrical wiring and kitchen
grease fires accounted for most
of the other hoiel fires last year,
the insurance trade association
said.
