Q — I an. learning to be an 
automobile mechanic as an un- 
the-job trainee under the Korean 
GI Bi’> After I finish, would it 
be posible to get a GI business 
loan to open my own repair shop, 
even though I will have used up 
my entitlement to GI training?

A — Yes. The GI training and 
loan programs are separate bene­
fit. The fact that you have used 
your training benefit in no way 
affects your right to the GI loan 
benefit.

Q — I’m a Korean veteran, and 
I am totally disabled. I want to 
apply for the special GI insur­
ance available to handicapped 
Korean veterans What type of 
insurance can I get?

A — You may apply for five- 
year term insurance, ordinary 
life, twenty-payment life or thir­
ty-payment life. Other perma­
nent GI policies — the endow­
ment plans — are not available 
to totally disabled veterans.

Q — Is it possible to get a GI 
loan to establish a business that 
i intend to run on a part-time 
basis?

A — Yes. It’s not necessary
that you spend your full time op-
eratini the business. But you 
will have to satisfy your lender 
that you probably can make a go 
of the business part-time.
