Q -I'm a teacher and a World
War II veteran. I've been spend-
ing my summers going to school
under the GI Bill. This coming
summer I wonder if I could take
a course to get credits I need in
order to renew my teaching cer-
tificate.

A — No, youllsuld not. Sum-
mertime GI training by teachers
may not be taken just to renew a
certificate or keep it in force. But
it may be taken if it will lead
to a higher or more advanced
certificate than the one you now
have.

Q — I understand that under
the Korean GI Bill a veteran can't
take a course leading to an ob-
jective he’s already reached. Does
that mean I wouldn’t be allowed
to enroll in a bar review course?
I've never taken onme, and that's
the only course I want.

A — You would be permitted
to take a bar review course un-
der the Korean GI Bill, to reach
the objective of lawyer. Such a
course generally is accepted as
necessary to fulfill the require-
ments of that objective.
