John Matthews, Abilene, area 
rancher and liulnnan' of the 
Texas Brush Control and Ran­
ee Invprovement Association, 
I,.-, ussed the objectives ot tne 

. .-sociation.with tlie land own­
ers.

County Chairman Jamie
Fry of Cisco said the associat­
ion was formed last Novemb­
er by a group of land owner- 
to raise funds to fight brush 
invasion of rangelands, one of 
Texas' major agricultural 
problems, and study methods 
ot range improvement.

Fry said the plan ia to sol­
icit one cent per acre from 
each Texas landowner each 
year for five year. He re­
ported that $158 00 had been 
contributed during the first 
five day* of the drive in East- 
land County.
