Batoffle Part Of 
Highway 18

The historic old <>ak tree on 
U S. Highway 183 midway be­
tween Cisco and Br«“ckenridg* 
will become the site of an el­
aborate roadside park with 
historical markings, according 
to Ja ik  Kirby, highway engi­
neer, who displayed plans for 
the park recently.

According to Mr Kirby, the 
park is aintost a direct result 
of publicity given the old tree 
last fall when fears were ex­
pressed that the oak might be 
leveled to make way for high­
way iumiovmcnt.'.

The old oak. known to be 
well over a hundred years old 
is remembered as a stopping 
place for travelers as far bar 
as can be recalled by old tim­
ers in this area. Now it will b 
set aside with a historical ma 
rker, and a park, about an ar 
re in size, will surround t h e  
tree Picnic tables will dot th 
area, and the tremendous gir­
th of toe biggest trunk will be 
circled with a concrete bench 
w hen traveler^ can «top an 
rest . d admire the massiv ■ 
limbs that shelter and shade 
the park.

Part of the area will be fill­
ed in with washed red grave!, 
and r  ues-covered ton», will 
furthc- heautify the park, ac­
cord»! * to Kirby. A drivewa 
will c  circle the complete pa­
rk. W k will begin on the st­
retch f highway which run 
liesidf the tree soon, Kirb- 
said, Safety laws demand the ' 
a tree be at least 30 feet from 
the highway, but enginers have 
been instructed to move the 
road sufficient distant to th<- 
west of the tree to leave it in 
tact.
