E HEAR a lot about a “‘Detter

world.” God pity the poor lout
who thinks the world as it is, 1s
all right!

Truth in Pictures
HEN Jesus taught in pictures;

we call them parables. The
best-loved and remembered parts
of his teachings are the stories he
told. Every one of them was sim-
ple; they were about the kinds of
people his listeners knew or had
often heard of

The good teacher will always
use illustrations. But the best
ones will come right out of the
experience of the pupils. Jesus
never quoted from a book his
hearers had not read.

A teacher, looking over a Sunday
school lesson, may find it full of
suggestive ideas; but it is general-
ly better to pick out one truth and
illustrate it in several ways, as
Jesus did when speaking of the
Kingdom of God, than it is to try
to bring out everything that could
be brought out, and so confusing
the class.

& . .
Making Them Think
NOW some teachers, trying to be
simple, succeed only in being |
dull. The good teacher must keep
the class awake, otherwise no one ‘;
can learn anything. There is a |
good motto which might be bor-
rowed by all Sunday school teach-
ers: ‘“Nothing that is not interest-
ing; not everything that is interest-
ing; nothing merely because it is
interesting.”

Jesus gained attention and in-
terest in various ways. One was |
the ‘‘eryptic” nature of his |
teaching; that is, it was often
puzzling. There was often some-
thing that sent listeners away
thinking: Now what did he
mean by that?

Confucius once remarked: ‘I give
my pupil one corner of an idea. If
he cannot get the other three
corners for himself, 1 do not want
him for my pupil.” So Jesus often
gave out one corner of a truth and

Nepal, Gurkha Homeland,
Guards Doorway to India

The independent Kingdom of Ne-
pal has marshaled its best known
“natural resource’ — the fierce
Gurkha soldier — to guard jsolated
mountain ramparts adjoining Tibet,
where invading Chinese communist
troops are on the march,

Nepal, a small country some 500
miles leng and 100 wide, is a
rectangular “buffer state’” wedged
between India and Tibet along the
awesome heights of the Himalayas.
Pro-Western in its ties, the ancient
kingdom is now being subjected to
a menacing propaganda barrage
from communist China.

As the homeland of the Gurkha
warrior caste, Nepal has con-
tributed thousands of the famed
tribesmen to the British and Indian
armies. All are volunteers, and they
have won many decorations for
bravery and efficiency in two world
wars and Innumerable lesser cam-
paigns,

Traditionally this mountain king-
dom has been known as a land
“where nearly every man is a
sqldier.” Since 1768 the various
tribes of Nepal have been ruled by
the warlike Gurkhas. Upper class
titles are modeled on Western mili-
tary rank. Although the nation it-
self has lived in peace for many
years, Nepal maintains a standing
army estimated at 50,000—relatively
large in proportion to a population
of less than seven million.

It is a country of remarkable
geographical contrasts, In the south
bordering India is a malarial belt of
lowlands, annually ravaged by mon-
soon floods from silt-laden rivers
which rise in the mountains and
empty into India’s sacred Ganges.
Beyond the lowlands are the Siwal-
ik mountains and farther north are
the great Himalayas, including
many towering but unnamed peaks.
Mt. Everest, highest mountain in
the world at 29,002 feet, rises
majestically at Nepal's northern
border.

Wide Range of Temperature
Makes Hot Water Ideal Heat

Hot water is a flexible heating
medium.

The temperature of water used
for heating can be varied as the out-
door temperature rises or falls,

Thus in mild weather the con-
trols which automatically govern
the temperature of the water in the
boiler can be set for 90 to 100
degrees.

In more severe weather it can
be advanced to 120 to 150 degrees.
During extreme weather, a tem-
perature of from 180 to 200 degrees
may be utilized when and as re-
Quired.

Changing the temperature of the
heating medium in accordance with
outdoor temperature has two ad-
vantages, First of all, it prevents
the discomfort due to overheating.
Second, it saves fuel because it pre-
vents the waste which results from
overheating,

It is during the mild weather of
early fall and late spring that the
flexibility of hot water is most ap-
preciated. By circulating water at
a low temperature, the radiators or

Alaska's Brooks Range
Explored by Scientists

A majestic graveyard of 300
million years ago is the great
Brooks range of northern Alaska,
forming North America’s northern
rampart and perhaps the least ex-
plored under the American flag.

A systematic paleontological ex-
ploration of parts of these moun-
tains has been in progress during
the past two summers, conducted
by a United States geological sur.
vey party led by Arthur L. Bow-

sher,, Sr., Smithsonian institution
paleontologist on detached duty with
the survey.

The area where these mountains
now exist was once the bottom of
ancient shallow seas, during the
long, temperate, quiet era of earth's
history known as the Mississippian,
when the dominant form of life—at
least the most abundant—consisted
of crinoids and their relatives. This
was the heyday of these curious
animals, which were, for the mest
part, attached by stems to the sea
bottoms. Their skeletons were com-
posed of tiny plates of calcium car-
bonate very similar to chalk. Thick
limestone strata of the Hrooks range
are made up of broken fragments
of the skeletons. In other sections,
however, the crinold remains are
excellently preserved

The crinoids were found by the
geologists in great variety, for the
most part representing species
hitherto unknown to science. At the
time represented by the fossils, the
climate was probably somewhat
warmer than at present, and the
animals were apparently able to
enjoy favorable living conditions
for as long as 30 million years, Life
on the land was already well
established, and there were many
primitive fishes in the seas,

Hitherto, there has been little
geological explanation of this region,

Synthetic Spearmint 0il

' Made from Orange Peels

Synthetic spearmint o/l for flavor-
ing has been produced from orange
and grapefruit peels, it was an-
nounced at the 118th national meet-
ing of the American chemical
society held in Chicag

The new product will supplement
and partially replace the natural
material, according to Dr. Carl
Bordenca, of the Southern Research
institute, Birmingham,K Ala., who
reported the research work leading
to the perfection of the process.

Manufacturers of chewing gum
and other products using spearmint
flavoring will welcome this new
source of supply, since the avail-
ability and quality of natural spear-
mint oil have been variable in past
years as a result of the seasonal
nature of production and the de-
pendence on crop conditions, the
report said. The new process alse
will solve a problem for the citrus
canning industry, for whose by-
product orange and grapefruit peels
only a limited demand exists at
present.
