Pasture Rotation

Controls Parasites

A few years ago parasites
caused such heavy losses in sheep
and lambs in the northwest that
some ranchers were forced out of
business. Research and investiga-
tion by veterinarians, sanitary ex-
perts, and sheep men pointed to
overgrazing as the underlying
cause of the trouble.

Rotation of pastures and rea-
sonable growth of grass or sheep
and lambs were vital to stop the
heavy losses and avoid the de-
vastating parasites.
