End of an Era

R ESULTS of the recent elec­
tion, as this column has 

pointed out in previous editions, 
marks the end of an era and 
the beginning of a new period 
in economics, in labor relations 
and in the capitalist or so-called 
free enterprise system.

Since March. 1933. when F rank­
lin D. Roosevelt entered the White 
Hojise, the nation has gone through 
a period of social and economic re­
forms. long overdue, and consid­
ered by a major;’v of the people 
as essential for the liberty and pur­
suit of happiness f the m asses of 
Americans. These reforms were 
called the New Deal.

A segment of our society rep­
resented by the so-called vested 
Interests nr big business has re­
fused to accept, or accepted un­
der protest, these reforms as 
essential for a free A m enta. 
This segment, r e p r e s e n te d  
largely in business by the Na­
tional Associati*. of Manufac­
turers and in congress by such 
men as Sen. Robert A. Taft of 
Ohio, has fought with every In- 
strum ent a t its command, large­
ly with money, the completion 
or extension of these New Deal 
reforms.
The use of money and huge in­

dustrial and economic power in the 
by-elections of 1946 almost won 
back the government in Washing­
ton for big business, but not quite. 
The pollsters, the political experts 
and most everyone except H arry 
S. Trum an and the plain every-day 
American people believed they 
would complete the job last Novem­
ber 2.

But they failed and the plain 
people won. So t is refreshing to 
read in the current issue of Steel, 
one of the nation s best industrial 
m agazines, what this reporter be­
lieves is some snund and wise ad­
vice to Americar industry and that 
segm ent of society which histori­
cally backed the Republican party. 
Says Steel:

" . . .  For years industry has 
been pouring hundreds of m il­
lions of dollars down a rathole 
in a belief that, if the man in 
the street can understand indus­
try properly he will support It 
staunchly. The cold truth is 
that the average citizen has 
more faith in industry and in 
the free enterprise system than 
he has in the ability of some of 
industry's leaders to adm inister 
the system properly.
"We suggest that part of the ef­

fort made in the past to sell indus­
try  to the public henceforth be de­
voted to directing industry’s affairs 
so that the average m an actually 
receives his proper share of indus­
try ’s benefits in a form tha t he can 
easily recognize. When that has been 
accomplished there will be no need 
to sell him anything. Secondly, we 
suggest that those m em bers of the 
Old Guard whose presence in the 
high councils of Republicanism has 
been of doubtful value, abdicate in 
favor of young men with open 
m inds.’’

Privilege or Responsibility?
Whether the sound and wise ad­

vice given in this industrial m aga­
zine will be heeded by big business 
cannot be f< retold. It will be re­
m embered that Eric A. Johnston, 
form er president of the United 
State chamber of commerce, gave 
much the same sound advice in 
mid-1946 to his fellow industrialists. 

Mr. Johnston, now heading up 
the Motion P icture Association 
of America, w arned that “ the 
whole process of thinking of 
capitalism for the privileged 
few must be raised to a plane 
where responsibility to the pub­
lic interest is the key word.”

He warned that capitalism  m ust 
change so that "m an is more im ­
portant than the machine or the 
products of the m achine . . . where 
the primacy and dignity of m an 
come fi?st ” Mr. Johnston was 
prophetic when he said, “ We must 
turn from the old monopolistic com­
petition which throttled competition 
of the little fellow to the new com­
petition which provides ideas for 
thinking, for inventive minds, which 
holds p rio n  reasonable, m akes bet­
te r living stim ulates, but never 
stym ies opportunity.”

However, big business, repre- 
senting capitalism , refused to 
recognize those truism s or those 
w arnings and the Republican 
leadership, which the public 
feels is so closely related and 
identified to big business, again 
stands discredited.

M ilitary G overnm ent
I F  WE go back in im agination and 
1 think w hat the world was like 
before there  was a bit of the 
Christian religion in it, we can bet­
te r  understand the story of Jesus 
and of the nineteen C hristian cen­
turies.

Jesus' homeland of Palestine 
was run by a m ilitary govern­
m ent. Roman soldiers were 
everywhere, taking the best of 
everything. Jews could scarce­
ly forget, even for a day, that 
they were a beaten people.
Jesus grew up in the sort of 

atm osphere which m ilitary  occu­
pation always tends to produce: un­
certainty, fear, hatred  and desire 
for revenge, tense with under­
ground plots, rum ors and con­
spiracies. The Romans found P a l­
estine hardest of all their pos­
sessions to rule.

E stablished  Church

W E MUST not think there was 
no religion before Jesus was 

born. There was too much of it— 
th a t is, of the wrong sort. The 
"established church" of Je su s’ land 
was the Temple of Jerusalem .

The High P riest himself was 
appointed by the Roman over- 
lords; chosen for his skill in 
rabble-soothing, he held office 

- on condition tha t he could hold 
the m asses in check. However, 
the Jerusalem  tem ple was a 
very sm all part of the actual 
refigious life of the ordinary 
citixen.
Even the m ost religious would 

see the place only a few tim es a 
year.

The Sects
n p H E N  as now, not all the religion 

of the people was confined to 
the official priesthood and “ officers 
of the church.” There were other 
religious groups, unofficial sects, 
and not all good. There w ere the 
S a d d u c e e s ,  a r i s t o c r a t i c  a n d  
w ealthy, professing a stric tly  this- 
world religion, not believing in any 
life after death and rejecting most 
of the Scriptures.

The Pharisees were the un­
official religious leaders of 
Israel, as the priests w ere the 
official leaders. They were the 
traveling preachers, the Bible 
teachers, the D. D .'s of that 
tim e. Closely associated with 
these were the Scribes, experts 
in the study of the laws of 
Moses.
They should have been good, but 

w hat Jesus thought of them  can 
be seen in the blistering words of 
Matthew 23.

W atching for the Dawn

F1' WA-S a discouraging world in 
which to be born. Under the Ro­

m an heel, with governm ent in the 
hands of foreigners, with religion 
under the leadership of political 
bosses, hypocrites, church lawyers 
and fanatics, it was not a hopeful 
time.
