From Cisco To
Abilene Underway

Autoists may now get an idea
how the super-duper U, S. High-
| way 80 will appear when re-routed
and completed between Cisco and
Abilene.

Right-of-way has been cleared
the entire distance. All grading
has been finished between Baird
and Clyde and mnch from Clyde
to Abilene. Some traffic moves to
between Baird and Clyde over the
wide, new stretch, but the road-
way itself has not been officially
thrown open. Several weeks will
elapse before seal coating is placed

The 50 miles of new super high-
way between Cisco and” Abilene
will be among the best in the
Southwest. None of the present-
ly used route will be utilized in the
new system, it was r ported.
