QUESTION: Is It necessary to |
flush a hot water system every year
or two?

ANSWER: At the beginning of -
the heating season it is advisable to
draw off several pailfuls of water
to flush off some of the accumula-
tion in the boiler, but it is not neces-
sary to drain off the entire heating
system. Use a boiler cleaning com-
pound every two or three years.

QUESTION: How can I get
grease spots off cement steps?

ANSWER: Cover the spot with
a thick layer of dry portland ce-
ment, leaving it on for several days.
After the powder is saturated with
the oll, scrape it off and repeat sev-
eral times until no more is absorb-
od. Later, scrub the place with & |
