A — No. He first must obtain
VA approval, before he may treat
your service connected céndition
at Government expense,

Q — I'm starting to sehool this
fall under the Korean GI Bill.
Will I get a training allowance
check from the VA the day I be-
gin, or will I have-to wait longer?

A — Because of requirements
in the law, it will take about two
months for your first VA check
to reach you. So be sure you
have money enough with you to
last you that long. But you will
receive a VA allowance to cover
every menth of your GI training.

Q — I understand the new GI
loan deadline for World War II
veterans is July 25, 1960. Does
that mean I can wait 1 then
before I ask a lender for a GI
loan?

A — No. The lender must have
agreed to make you the loan, and
must have requested VA’s ap-
proval, before the deadline date.
