CHICAGO, JUNE 19 — Forty-
five million blind drivers — mo-
mentarily blind, that is — will
be on the nation’s highways over
the Fourth of July weekend, the
National Safety Counci! said to-
day.

The Council explains that the
average person blinks his eyes
25 times a minute and the blink
lasts anl average of one-fifth of a
second. So, if a driver averages
40 miles an hour on a 10-hour
motor trip, he will drive almost
35 iniles of the trip with his eyes
closed,

“Such statistics don’'t mean a

thing,” said Ned H. Dearborn,
president of the Council, “exeept
that an accident can happen in
the wink of an eye — as 371 per-
sons wil lied in traffic over the
Memorial Day weekend found out
too late.
