As a tiller of (he soil and one 
who derives his living from I t  
a  farmmahould make an accurate 
evaluation of its texture and par- 
maability as wall as other factors 
such m  its depth, conditions, and 
fertility.

This bulletin can be a big help 
in such sod evaluation. It dis­
cusses the factors just mentioned 
and devotes sections to such to­
pics as slope, wetness hazard and 
erosion.

Too, it contains sections discus­
sing factors limiting production 
and recommended l a n d  treat­
ments and conservation p r a c ­
tices.

It was written with the desfcra 
to give a better understanding of 
the soil and is designed as a guide 
toward a more uniform method 
of teaching land evaluation.
