Changes Made In 
Handling Freight 
For Relief Feed

W alter T. McKay, state direc­
tor, Farm ers Home A dm inistra­
tion, has been advised by the 
Secretary  of Agriculture and the 
G overnor of Texas of revised 
routines in the execution of 
ii eight ra te  certificates entitling 
eligible applicants to r e d u c e  
freight rates under In terstate 
Commerce Commission Drought 
Orders.

These orders provide in part 
tha t the class of persons entitled 
to reduced rates are those desig­
nated  as being in distress and in 
need of relief by the United 
States D epartm ent of A gricul­
tu re  or by such S tate agents as- 
designated by the D epartm ent. 
The Secretary of A griculture has 
authorized G o v e r n o r s  of all 
drought stricken state, to desig­
nate persons entitled to reduced 
freight rates. Effective Novem­
ber 15 , 1956 , Governor Shivers 
rede legated to all county judges 
in designated drought counties in 
Texas the authority to execute 
certificates.

"Heretofore, Farm ers H o m e  
A dm inistration County Supervis­
ors w ere authorized to execute 
certificates and only stockmen 
who w ere eligible for emergency 
feed could obtain the certificates.
