Fears Housing 
May Get Worse

Not Until Turn of Year Will 
Demand Begin to Level 

Off. Says Wyatt.
WASHINGTON — The housing 

ahortage will get worse, not bet­
ter, this winter, warns Housing Ex­
pediter Wilson W. Wyatt. He said 
287,110 houses of all kinds had been 
completed so far this year. He hopes 
thousands more will be ready be­
fore winter.

In a monthly report he added:
‘‘Constantly rising demand at 

present more than offsets the ad­
ditional accommodations . . . and not 
until after the turn of the year will 
the demand begin to level off.’’

The price tags on new G.I. houses 
were too high for the average vet­
eran, Wyatt declared. He asserted 
that at the end of July half of the 
G.I. houses planned were to sell for 
$7,500 or more. Another obstacle in 
the government's plans to have
1.200.000 veteran houses and apart­
ments started in 1946 was a labor 
shortage.

Meanwhile W. A. Bryant, chief of 
the civilian production administra­
tion’s consumer durable goods divi­
sion, said a veteran who succeed­
ed in buying one of Wyatt's houses 
might have trouble furnishing it. 
Bryant said hardwood production 
had doubled, a fact now showing up 
at furniture factories. But demand 
is two to three times greater than 
in 1941, he said, declaring that all 
wood furniture would probably be 
short for another year or two. He 
said that upholstered furniture 
was In somewhat better supply.

60.000 Homes Finished.
Wyatt's report said that of the

287.000 new dwellings completed 
through July, only 194,200 were per­
manent houses and apartment units. 
The rest were trailers, conversions 
of existing buildings, or surplus war 
housing put to re-use.

Only about 60,000 of the individual 
permanent homes started in 1946 
have been finished, which means 

i that a majority of the dwellings 
begun under veterans’ housing pri­
ority are standing in various stages 
of completion.

From 85 to 90 per cent of all new 
dwellings completed under the na­
tional housing program this year 
now are actually occupied by vet­
erans, Wyatt said. The type of 
homes that veterans are getting, he 
added, appear to be “of better qual­
ity than those erected in the build­
ing boom of the 1920’s.” He de­
clared that recent criticisms of the 
structures had proved justified in 
only a few cases.

Wyatt announced also that Secre­
tary of the Treasury John Snyder 
had approved a new tax policy to 
stimulate the building of rental 
housing projects for moderate in­
come veterans. Builders and own­
ers of such projects will be allowed 
to show faster depreciation for in­
come tax purposes in the first years 
after completion of the project. 
Heretofore the depreciation write­
off has been equal year by year.

Labor Trouble Spreads.
The labor problem showed up in 

"a large number of communities,” 
Wyatt said, especially in such 
skilled trades as bricklaying and 
carpentering. Instead of a move­
ment of labor into residential work, 
the trend has been the other w ay -
95.000 new workers went into non­
housing construction in July, against
32.000 into home building, the NHA 
chief said. This trend, he added, 
"reflects the high level of commer­
cial and industrial building.”

Production of scarce building ma­
terials has been rising steadily. But 
not rapidly enough to meet demand. 
In July lumber output hit a new 
1946 high, brick production topped 
all records since December, 1941, 
and gypsum products attained a 
postwar high.

Current shortages, however, tend 
to center in plumbing, hardware 
and other finishing items which are 

i needed in the latter stages of home 
construction. Builders therefore are 
reluctant to start a home, because 
they are uncertain whether they will 
be able to finish it for sale even 
when the main construction job is 
done.

Output of prefabricated homes 
continued to lag. Only 3,000 factory 
built houses were shipped in July, 
about the same number as in June.

Tuberculosis Is on 
Rise All Over World

Devastated Areas of Europe and 
Asia Hit Hardest.

COLUMBUS, OHIO.—In this coun­
try tuberculosis is at its lowest ebb 
in history, but it is on the upgrade 
in nearly every other part of the 
world, Frederick Hopkins, execu­
tive secretary of the National Tuber­
culosis association, reports.

Since the outbreak of the war 
especially, he said, tuberculosis has 
soared in the devastated areas of 
Asia and Europe

In Yugoslavia for instance, with 
a population of less than a tenth of 
ours, the death rate from tuber­
culosis is as high, as here and going 
higher.

Approximately 500,000 persons in 
the United Static have tuberculosis. 
Hopkins revealed About 55,000 die 
annually as a result of it.

The difficulty in treating the dis­
ease effectively is that although a 
case may be cured, unless the pa­
tient carries on a life of good food, 
proper rest, light work and healthy 
living, it will inevitably recur.

Hopkins point, d out that of all 
the patients discharged from tuber­
culosis sanitaria each year fully 50 
per cent either re-enter the hospit­
als or die withu five years.

This is not the fault of the doctors 
who treat the patient, Hopkins ex­
plained, but the result of improper 
care by the patient himself after 
his release from supervision.

In spite of years of research, 
tuberculosis still is not fully under­
stood, Hopkins admitted He re­
ferred to statisli '  compiled by ex­
perts on the BRease.

Forty years ago tuberculosis struck 
principally at young people. Latest 
records, however, show that among 
men the ages of 50 through 60 are 
the periods of greatest danger.

In women, tuberculosis strikes 
more frequently than in men.

According to board of trade sta­
tistics, curios shipped to the United 
States alone reached the $3,000,000 
mark the first six months of this 
year, while paintings bought by 
American collectors totaled twice 
that much.

JESUS CROSSES RACIAL 
BOUNDARIES

LESSON TEXT—John 4:4 10. *1-30, 59-42.
MEMORY SELECTION—Whosoever drjnk- 

eth of the water that I shaU diva him sbaU 
never Ihlrit.—John 4:14.

Racial and social prejudice divide 
mankind, although they are really 
one family by the creation of God. 
Speaking a thousand or more 
tongues and countless dialects; liv­
ing in separated areas: suffering un­
der or priding themselves in (as the 
case may be) a certain social order, 
and disagreeing even about the 
things of God, they manage to build 
up formidable barriers between their

and practical example teaches just 
the opposite.

I. Barriers Broken (vv. 4-9). 
Contrast the woman of Samaria 

with Nicodemus, whose coming to 
Christ we studied last week. He was 
rich; she was poor. He was a Jew;

• she was of the mixed race of Samar­
itans. He was a man of character 
and high position; she was immoral 
and uneducated. Ha sought Jesus; 
Jesus sought her.

In doing so, he cut straight across 
the barriers of race, tradition, social 
position, education, everything. He 
was interested in her soul's salva­
tion and nothing could stand in his 
way. We would do well to follow 
his example.

By asking a favor of her, Christ 
tactfully placed himself (as does any 
petitioner), for the moment, on her 
own plane. He was not a distant, 
learned religious leader deigning to 
cast a bit of religious philosophy to 
her. He was a tired, thirsty man 
asking for a drink of water.

But he was. more! He was the 
gracious Son o! God. declaring to 
her that he was ready to give to 
her the water of'life.

II. Problems Solved (w . 9. 10, 
27-30).

The first problem tKTs poor woman 
had to face was her sin problem. Is 
not that true of all of us?

She first tried to avoid it by rais­
ing the race problem, and the reply 
of Jesus told her of the water of 
life. Her quick desire to escape the 
drudgery of carrying water, gave 
him opportunity to (ace her with her 
sin. She could never find peace and 
joy until there was a frank and open 
facing of sin in her life. - 

Possibly in an effort to evade her 
moral problem by theological discus­
sion (a common practice in our day, 
tool), and partly because of her ig­
norance of true w : ship, she asked 
a question about a controversial 
matter relating to outward cere­
mony. Is it not a singular thing 
how men who know nothing of spir­
itual life delight in the propagation 
and defense of organizations and in 
the conduct of outward religious ex­
ercises?

True worship is revealed (v. 23) 
as being first “ in spirit.” We do 
not cast aside all external helps to 
worship, but real worship goes 
through and beyond both place and 
symbol to real soul communion 
with Gocb, second, “in truth.”

The disciples wt?re wise enough 
not to interfere with what Jesus was 
doing (personal workers tSke note!), 
and it was not long before the wom­
an saw Jesus as the Christ! Observe 
how quickly she went to tell others. 

III. Salvation Declared (vv. 39-42). 
Jesus honors this poor fallen wom­

an by making to her his first dec­
laration of himself as the Messiah 
(vv. 26, 27). He is the high and 
exalted One, but he is at the same 
time the friend of sinners. To Nico­
demus, the learned ruler of the 
Jews, he spoke of the new birth. To 
the poor woman of Samaria he de­
clared his Messiahship. He is no 
respecter of persons, and neither 
are those who truly follow him.

Those whom the woman brought to 
Jesus saw and heard for themselves, 
and many of them believed. Per­
sonal testimony is a wonderful thing, 
but the ultimate purpose of such wit­
ness is to get men to come by faith 
into the presence of the Lord Jesus 
himself. _

A personal experience with Christ 
leads to real assurance; without 
which there can be no spiritual 
growth or usefulness.

May many who read these words, 
and who have so often heard and 
read about Jesus, come to him to­
day so that they may say: “Now we 
believe . . .  for we have heard him 
ourselves, and know that this is in­
deed the Christ, the Saviour of the 
world” (v. 42).
