C ontrol of China Sea.

WITH U. S FLEET IN PACIFIC. 
^-In five months Admiral Halsey's 
fleet haa inflicted greater destruction 
upon the Japanese than any other 
fleet in history has caused 
enemy.

"W e began sealing the tomb 
which the Japanese have ci ruled 
for them selves in their ill gotten, 
treacherously obtained em pire,” 
Halsey said in a press conference 
sum m arising his fleet's accomplish­
m ents in the last five months.

The fleet, Halsey said, m aterially 
sided reconquest of the Philippines. 
The adm iral paid tribute to General 
M acArthur and the Filipinos. And 
he gave p art of the credit for 
Jap an 's  desperate plight to the Jap  
com m anders them selves—"the  silly 
fools.'*

Lose China Sea.
"W e started  operations five 

months ago below the fifth latitude 
and ended up around the 25th. We 
moved west from longitude 135 to 
longitude 110," he related. “ We have 
prevented excessive dam age to Gen­
era] M acArthur’s forces by destroy­
ing a ir  power which might have 
been available for reinforcem ents in 
the Philippines.

"The Japanese have lost control 
of the South China sea. Forces of 
the Pacific fleet can go into il 
any time they want to."

The Tnird fleet sank 89 enemy 
warships with an estim ated 241,000 
tonnage and 563 m erchant and sup­
port ships estim ated a t 776.000 tons. 
A total of 4,370 enemy airc ra ft were 
destroyed, of which 1,904 were shot 
down in aerial combat and 2,466 
burned and destroyed on the ground. 
Numerous enemy naval bases, mili­
ta ry  installations, and industrial 
areas  were bombed, strafed and 
rocketed.

'Only a Forerunner.'
C arrier forces in the 12 weeks they 

have been under command of Vice 
Admiral McCain, sank or dam aged 
1.161,000 tons of Japanese shipping 
and 2,945 enemy aircraft. McCain 
said, "This is only a forerunner.” 

Th« greatest losaes to the enemy 
fleet occurred October 24 to 26 in 
the second battle of the Philippine 
sea. the highlight of which was the 

j sinking of the Japanese battleship 
1 Musashi.

“The Japanese navy is still lick­
ing its wounds from the October 
beating." Halsey said. "The enemy 
fleet will make some sort of re­
covery in tim e."

Halsey told the Associated Press 
th a t it was not in his province to 
suggest why the Japanese resist­
ance on LoAon has not been great­
er, but commented; "The silly fools 
spent all their effort on Leyte, and 
they heve not been able to bring 
in reinforcem ents."

In five months, sailing with the 
fleet aboard his flagship, Halsey has 
traveled 51,650 miles, the equivalent 
of two trips a-ound the world.

Christians are the people of ««e 
bo o k -th e  Bible. They read arid use 
other books, but the book is God’s 
Word, afld everything e ls e ’m ust be 
in accord with its teaching.

In this blessed Book they find the 
only revelation of God’s saving 
grace. Other attribu tes of God msv 
be found in the book of nature. 
There we find that God is powerful, 
orderly, wise, etc., but nowhere in 
nature is it w ritten that God can 
save a m an from his sin. We find 
that only in the Bible, God's written 
Word as it reveals Jesus Christ the 
Saviour who is the Living Word.

I. The E ternal Glory of God’s 
Kingdom (vv. 10-13).

The kingdom of God refers to His 
! reign over all things and beings, but 
| with special reference to those who 

are  willingly subject to Him and 
eager to live for His glory.

Everything in God’s creation is to 
be lifted up in praise of that king­
dom. All His works shall praise 
Him. They reveal Him in part, but 
even that limited revelation is glori­
ous. The m an who cahn .t see God 
in nature is indeed a Hull clod. The 
heavens declare His fafcry and the 
earth  shows forth »  handiwork 
(Ps. 19:1). ^

G reater and more p recious in 
God’s sight is the praise of His 
saints. Dumb adoration is accept­
able only from a dumb creation. We, 
His saints, are  to speak His praise, 
to “ bless” Him (v. 10). We are  to 
spread abroad among all men (v. 
12) the news of God’s greatness and 
goodness.

“ His kingdom is an everlasting 
kingdom," and thus it a t once takes 
its place as so superior to what men 
call kingdoms as hardly to be m en­
tioned in the same breath. There is 
no lb-iit to God's kingdom either in 
its extent or its duration.

II. The Abundant Provision of 
God’s Mercy (vv. 14-16).

We are  all completely dependent 
on the mercies of God i r everything 
that we need for life—physical, m en­
tal, and spiritual.

Consider the food for the body 
God opens His bountiful hand and 
every living creature is provided 
with the food necessary for its sus­
tenance. How this is accomplished 
is a mystery and a m arvel to us. 
but God is able to do it.

Centuries ago men were fearful 
tha t the earth  could not produce 
enough food to keep thf increasing 
population of mankind alive, but God 
sees to that even when He has to do 
it in spite of m an 's waste and de­
struction.

However, life is not jest m aterial. 
There m ust be a satisfying of m an’s 
spiritual nature. He needs someone 
to save him from  his own sinful 
weakness, to deliver him from his 
sorrow and affliction Who can do 
this but God? And He does it (see 
v. 14).

How does He do it? Through the 
m inistry of His Holy Word. There­
in m an finds salvation and satisfac­
tion. The Bible is the light that 
shines upon his way. It is his com­
fort in sorrow and his strength in 
temptation. It exhorts and encour­
ages, convicts and cures.

III. The Saving Power of God’s 
G race (w . 17-19).

The Lord, who “ is nigh unto all 
them that call upon him” (v. 18), 
is able to save because He is “ righ t­
eous in all his ways and holy in 
all his works” (v. 17). Only a just 
and holy God can deal with sin, and 
yet only a fnerciful God would pro­
vide redem ption; but in our God 
mercy and tru th  meet (Ps. 115: 1; 
Ps. 103). He is both “just and the 
justifier of him tha t believeth in
